
Host Tote
Craft Leftovers

Ingredients:
1 1/2 yards fashion fabric such as sateen or silk organzia, cut into strips 
1/2” wide and knot together 
1 set dpn size 5.5 mm or two circular needles
Safety Pin
Sewing needle and thread
Two to three crocheted dish clothes (the Perfect Dish Cloth works well 
for this)

Directions:
CO 16 sts
Work garter stitch for 14 rows.
Pick up and knit every other row along the side (needle 2), pick up and 
knit every other stitch along the bottom (needle 3), pick up and knit 
every other row (needle 4).
Join in the round, place marker to mark the beginning of the round, and 
work stockinette stitch (K all sts) for 16 rounds.
Bind off all sts.

Straps:
Take two lengths of 1/2” fabric and knot at one end. Safety pin to some-
thing fabric and secure (a pillow, your pants, a couch). Tie a series of over 
hand knots until you reach the end of your fabric. 

Sew strap ends to the inside of tote.

Repeat for second strap.
