Using larger hook, a swatch worked across 16 sc across for 16 rows equals a 4” 
square

Instructions are written for size Extra Small (newborn), with Small (3-6 months), 
Medium (6-9 months), Large (9-12 months) and Extra Large (12-18 months) 
written in parentheses.  [Model is made in size Large (9-12 months).]

Instructions 
 
Tip:  When working rows of sc in 
Back Lps, for a neater edge, always 
work the last st of the row in both lps, 
rather than only the Back Lp. 
 
Front:   [Ribbing]  With CB and 
smaller crochet hook, ch 6.  Sk 1 ch 
and work sc in each remaining ch.  *  
Ch 1, turn.  Work sc across in BACK 
LPS ONLY.  Rep from * until a total 
of 32 (36, 40, 44, 48) rows have 

been completed from beginning.  On 
the final row, switch to CA on the 
final sc.  Cut off CB.   
 
Working with CA and larger crochet 
hook, ch 1.  Work 32 (36, 40, 44, 48) 
sc evenly across the long side of the 
Ribbing.  [Mark as RIGHT side.] 
 
* Ch 1, turn.  Work sc across.  Rep 
from * until 16 (20, 24, 28, 32) rows 
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have been completed from 
beginning.  Do not ch 1 on the final 
row. 
 
[Armhole Shaping]  Work sl st across 
the first 3 sts.  Ch 1.  Work sc across 
to within the last 3 sts.  Leave the 
last 3 sts unworked.  26 (30, 34, 38, 
42) sc total. 
 
*  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc across.  Rep 
from * until 11 (15, 19, 23, 27) rows 
have been completed for the 
Armhole. 
 
[Shoulder]   Ch 1, turn.  Work sc 
across 4 (5, 6, 7, 8) sts only, leaving 
the remaining sts unworked.  Ch 1, 
turn.  Insert hook into first st and pull 
up a lp.  Insert hook into second st 
and pull up a lp.  YO and pull 
through all 3 lps on hook.  [Decrease 
sc made.]  Work sc across last 2 (3, 
4, 5, 6) sts.  Cut off CA. 
 
[Opposite Shoulder]  Count 4 (5, 6, 
7, 8) sts from the opposite Armhole.  
Join CA with sl st.  Ch 1.  Work sc 
across 4 (5, 6, 7, 8) sts.  Ch 1, turn.  
Work sc across across 3 (4, 5, 6, 7) 
sts only.  Cut off CA. 
 
Back:   Rep as for Front up to the 
Shoulder shaping. 
 
Ch 1, turn.  Work another row of sc 
across.  26 (30, 34, 38, 42) sc total. 
 
[Shoulder]  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc 
across 3 (4, 5, 6, 7) sts only, leaving 
the remaining sts unworked.  Cut off 
CA. 
 

[Opposite Shoulder]  Count 3 (4, 5, 
6, 7) sts from the opposite Armhole.  
Join CA with sl st.  Ch 1.  Work sc 
across 3 (4, 5, 6, 7) sts.  Cut off CA. 
 
Sleeve (make 2):    [Ribbing]   With 
CB and smaller crochet hook, ch 6.  
Sk 1 ch and work sc in each 
remaining ch.  *  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc 
across in BACK LPS ONLY.  Rep 
from * until a total of 18 (18, 18, 20, 
20) rows have been completed from 
beginning.  On the final row, switch 
to CA on the final sc.  Cut off CB.   
 
Working with CA and larger crochet 
hook, ch 1.  Work 18 (20, 22, 24, 26) 
sc evenly across the long side of the 
Ribbing.  [Mark as RIGHT side.] 
 
[Increasing]  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc 
across, with 2 sc in the first st and 2 
sc in the last st.  * Ch 1, turn.   Work 
sc across.  20 (22, 24, 26, 28) sc.    
Rep from * three times more. 
 
Rep the above five Increasing rows 
until a total of 22 (26, 30, 34, 38) 
rows have been completed from 
beginning.  26 (30, 34, 38, 42) sc at 
the end of the final row.  Do not ch 1 
at the end of the final row.  Cut off 
CA. 
 
Finishing:   With yarn needle, sew 
shoulder seams.  Set in sleeves.  
Sew side seams.  With CB, join with 
larger crochet hook to either 
shoulder seam.  Ch 1.  Sc evenly 
around neckline.  Sl st to first sc.  
Cut off CB.  Weave in all ends 
carefully and securely.
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Pants 
 

 
 
 
Instructions  
 
Leg:   [Ribbing]  With CB and smaller 
crochet hook, ch 6.  Sk 1 ch and 
work sc in each remaining ch.  *  Ch 
1, turn.  Work sc across in BACK 
LPS ONLY.  Rep from * until a total 
of 21 (23, 23, 23, 25) rows have 
been completed from beginning.  On 
the final row, switch to CA on the 
final sc.  Cut off CB.   
 
Working with CA and larger crochet 
hook, ch 1.  Work 21 (23, 25, 29, 31) 
sc evenly across the long side of the 
Ribbing.  [Mark as RIGHT side.] 
 
[Increasing]  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc 
across, with 2 sc in the first st and 2 
sc in the last st.  Ch 1, turn.   Work 
sc across.  23 (25, 27, 31, 33) sc.   
 
Rep the above two Increasing rows 
until a total of 18 (20, 22, 24, 26) 
rows have been completed from 
beginning.  39 (43, 47, 53, 59) sc at 
the end of the final row.  Do not ch 1 
at the end of the final row.  Cut off 
CA. 

 
Other Leg:   Work the same as for 
the first Leg except do not cut off 
after the final row. 
 
Seat:   Still working with the “Other 
Leg”, ch 1, turn.  Work sc across.  
Ch 2.  Join with the first leg with sc 
across the top of the “First Leg”.  Ch 
2.  Sl st to first sc of “Other Leg” 
(forming a large ring).  Begin working 
in rounds.  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc in 
each sc and each ch around.  Sl st to 
first sc.  82 (90, 98, 110, 122) sc 
total.   *  Ch 1, turn.  Work sc around.  
Sl st to first sc.  Rep from * until 19 
(21, 23, 25, 27) rows have been 
completed for Seat.  Cut off CA. 
 
Drawstring:   With smaller hook and 
CB, work ch until the piece 
measures 24 (25, 26, 27, 29)”.  Cut 
off. 
 
Waistband:   With larger hook and 
CB, join to top, center front of Pants.  
* Ch 1, turn.  Work sc around.  Sl st 
to first sc.  Rep from * twice more, 
except on the final row, work all sc 
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AROUND and on top of the 
Drawstring, keeping the ends of the 
Drawstring to the front of the pants.  
Cut off CB.  
 
Finishing:   With yarn needle, stitch 
the inseams of the Legs.  Weave in 
all ends with yarn needle. 

 
Tip:  When weaving in the yarn end 
from the top of the pants, take care 
not to work the needle through the 
Drawstring.
