On taking anti-semitism away from Israel. 

 



 The term anti-semitism is taken to mean words, attitudes or actions 
that are based on the idea of jewish people being an ‘out group’, i.e. a 
target of discrimination, subjugation, violence and intimidation.  Perhaps 
the pejorative usage of the term ‘anti-semitic’ became more prevalent 
after the terrible Holocaust as a means to stop such a dreadful act from 
ever occurring today.  This ran concurrently with Zionism which was 
ostensibly to set up a protected safe haven for all jewish people.   

 

 Yet today any attempt to criticize anyone who is jewish may also 
find the reply of ‘you are being anti-semitic’, thus the term is in many 
ways a semiotic weapon of control.  A famous philosopher, Karl Popper, 
defined an open system as one that allows criticism.  In the absence of 
this there is only a degrading and entropic path away from truth, away 
from the ideal, away from perfection.  In other words you could never be 
Sarah Michelle Gellar without criticism!  

 



 

Israel is involved in producing problems for Jewish people.  Any 
criticism of Israel leads to that criticism being branded ‘anti-semitic’.  Is 
everything Israel does good?  I pose this question to the reader.   

For example a former Prime Minister of Israel Ariel Sharon was 
involved in a massacre in Lebanon of many Palestinian refugees.  Israel 
seems to have people in power who whilst talking on Western media as 
if they are only fighting for the life and liberty of Israel in fact betray the 
very jewish principles they purport to stand for.  Is this good and is this 
anti-semitic?   

Anti-semitism as a concept is extremely interesting.  Not the people who 
believe that Jewish people should be hurt but rather the very use of the 
word stops criticism.  Here’s an example: 



Let’s say that a Muslim says that Israel is defying world criticism by 
branding any criticism as ‘anti-semitism’ and thus invalid, the Muslim 
may say “we must stop anti-semitism”.  Thus we see something here, 
that even mobilizing people against the abuse of the words ‘anti-
semitism’ makes them seem nonsensical.   

Let’s say a person in the West tries to criticize ‘anti-semitism’.  The 
person in the West is then faced with the conundrum that they are in 
some sense responsible historically for the Holocaust.  “We must never 
forget the Holocaust” is the litany of those who perhaps in ignorance are 
unable to see the same event recurring.  Genocide can happen to anyone, 
not just jewish people.  It is argued here that what Palestinians face is 
tantamount to a slow genocide in a territory made into a concentration 
camp.   

Whilst Palestinians are not saints either, we must regard the problem not 
as being solved without a certain amount of forgiveness by Israel.  The 
real question is do Jewish people forgive God?  Do they even remember 
the Bible, the Torah, the Tahlmud?  Does a society so given to harm, 
oppress and hurt really become something that can be called God 
fearing?  Does such a society really have a legitimate reason to call itself 
of God, by God, with God and through God?   

I have written this book to tell the world about true Jewishness, God 
fearing, just and temperate, hopeful of the Kingdom of Israel in Heaven, 
hopeful of peace, striving to turn this world into heaven for all peoples.

Anti-Semitism = Power 

 Hannah Arendt sought to understand violence and power. 
Her critique of the dialectic of Hegel and Marx called into question the 
necessary progress from opposites contradicting one another and 
becoming a new whole, better, elegant, beautiful in truth the ideal.  Her 
quote that ‘violence and power are opposites’ that one does not need the 
other contrary to conventional wisdom allows us to tell a new story 
about anti-semitism. 

The history received is that the world was once anti-semitic and then 
Jewish people were put into concentration camps and mass murdered.  
Thus any action that serves to bring that history to repeat itself is anti-
semitism.  Any word or sentence, essay or film that leads to the same 
path is anti-semitism.   

Yet the new history of anti-semitism is one of it being appropriated by 
power in order to serve violence against the Jewish people.  So Arendt 
was wrong in terms of Zionism, the nationalistic belief in the state of 
Israel, patriotism unbound.   

And what fires are brought into this world with such unbounded 
patriotism, such totalitarian self censorship?  The fire of the suicide 
bomber, the work of the gun, the breathing out of vitriol and anger 
against now not just Jewish people but also America and Britain.   

Thus Israel’s purpose is perverted.  Rather than serving God it seeks to 
punish as if it were God.  Rather than giving to others it takes land and 
homes, money and food from children in its occupied Raj.  The Viceroy 



of such a Raj is given the choice of serving Israel, sometimes even by 
being given the order to attack it, such that a perpetual war ensues.  The 
result of indifference by the rest of the world is to elevate those in the 
Muslim world who would fight to the end.  Thus became the war on 
terror the latest result of anti-semitism used as a weapon.  Anti-semitism 
gives Israel unreserved power, for never to be questioned never to give 
an answer leads one on a road to victory.  Thus it has been shown that 
anti-Semitism is the rod of Solomon, the power, the glory.  Glory be to 
Israel, the land where no iniquity is done, yet glory to God is always 
greater.  Allahu-Akbar.   

 

Can we deconstruct Israel’s use of anti-semitism for power? 



Let us consider a parallel example.  Suppose if Muslims were to call any 
criticism of any Muslim ‘anti-Islamic’, with the tone being that such is 
racist and wrong and thus is immediately and without thought invalid.   

A news article may be written decrying the terrorist actions of a Muslim.  
The reply by the entire Muslim community is then that this article is 
invalid as it is ‘anti-Islamic’.  The news article is then withdrawn, the 
journalist sacked, the newspaper faces financial pressure from 
advertisers and political pressure from government.  An apology is 
written saying that such an article was wrong to be written and an 
apology is made.   

Would such a thing be correct?  Well given that were the words Muslim 
replaced with Jew and anti-Islamic replaced with anti-semitism we 
would see the whole idea in a different light.  Yet somehow we fail to 
see that the abuse of protection, such as is the Kaballah, is forever 
leaving humanity blind.   

Similar comments can be made of the abuse of 9/11 to justifying 
invasions of countries which have no relevance to those attacks.  This is 
a clear fact.  Why does the world stumble every time with Israel though?  
And why does the Israeli government seek to protect its people in such a 
stumbling manner?  Does Jewishness need protection from Hitler?  Has 
he to come back from the grave every time an anti-semitic comment as a 
ghostly demon?  Why does the torment of long ago deafen us from the 
torment of today?  Why?   

As Gandhi said ‘I am a Jew, a Muslim, a Christian, a Buddhist, a 
Hindu’.  I write this as mankind as a woman who wonders if really 
everyone is actually there as if I am somehow a Sylvia Plath caught in 
my nightmare.
