| nspired Writings

One morning/afternoon, | was led to the following
Psalm:

Psalm 133 -- How good and pleasant it is
when brothers can live together! It is like finelan
the head, running down on the beard, running down
Aaron's beard, on his robes. It is like the dew o
Hermon falling on the mountains of Zion. For there
the LORD has appointed the blessing—life
forevermore.

What struck me at the time was that the Psalm was
only three verses long, yet, left me with so many
questions that | did not have a total understantbing
Not to mention how many implications the whole
Psalm has, along with its depth.

At first glance, the very first verse would makeawvh
would seem like simple sense. Yet, understandiag th
goodness and pleasantness of being able to live wit
one's brothers and actually experiencing it are two
different things. It is understood that before Dawn
Lucifer first willfully sinned, there was peace in
heaven and all the holy angels knew peace. The
current times do not show the peace that there tmigh
have been beforehand, and on a personal level, |
know that the goodness and pleasantness that this
scripture speaks of might be well beyond me because
of only having lived on this planet for a littleskethan

a couple dozen years. Even what | may think is a
great brotherhood may still be a tainted and coedor

by sin, and Father's perfect view of such a contept
much more than | can comprehend in a given
moment. This brings to mind all the other concepts
that are provided in scripture, like purity, intégr
loyalty, obedience, faithfulness, righteousnesslin

respects. There may be different definitions and
understandings of each aspect of the Way, but the
Way is always much more deeper than initially seen.
Perhaps an analogy to this would be in reading
Ecclesiastes, or maybe even Romans, or any othe
few words in the whole Holy Bible. The first time
something is read, it may be understood in one
manner, but the next time it is read, perhaps
something more will stand out, or a different voice
continues to read it in one's mind, stressing cbffie
words, syllables or concepts. Each time | read
Ecclesiastes, | know it seems like there is somgthi
that | missed, even though | thought | was sureal
each word.

Something that seems to be an admirable quality in
teachers is the ability of a teacher to always take
concept a step further. For example, for a High
School math teacher to not only describe how teesol

a math problem, but also to explain where one might
require the technique in their career, and evetiéuy
how it may be useful in other areas of one's Fex
example, using derivations not only to determiriesa

of change, but also to realize the concept of déon

and how the same methods can be applied to
something as simple as putting the dishes away anc
making it a much more efficient activity. This same
ability is mirrored from Father, as She truly ieth
origin of everything we can even think we know.
Thus, when one thinks they have found peace,
perhaps there is still a point that they have reit y
achieved to truly know peace like Father knows
peace. And such a concept can drive a person mad. |
fact, perhaps it actually has, which shows that one
must avoid extremes.

Now, to understand further about the oil running
down one's face, consider that oil was used tonanoi
those who are dedicated to serving Fathetofus
30:22-25 and 3). With this perspective in mind, the
pleasantness and goodness of brothers being able t
live together is being related to being anointed to
serve Father, which is something very incredible.

cannot be reached for (as it must be placed insone'
hands), and if one is not careful and treats Father
gift with utmost care, they can lose it just ashaslif
they held Her too hard. Much more, Her gift is mult
faceted, which means that there is much more to Her
gift than just one aspect. This means it is not jus
growth in chastity, but also in courage, and all
righteousness. Much more, it is not a juggling hat,

a coordination and cooperation routine that remace
the disorder that once ruled.

Further considering that the psalm is progressine,

can study the verses to see the steps to whicbrtee
concept leads to another. Each step, in its own, way
also creates a sort of pattern that makes it upique
much like a jigsaw piece. This, in itself, showsvhio

may be best pieced together with other scriptuaed,
how there is a structure and way that each jigsaw
piece can or cannot actually fit with other piedes.
another concept, biology teaches that catalysts are
like jigsaw pieces that meet up with other compdsien
of the matching shape, and when they come together,
they create a reaction that further breaks down the

energy. Perhaps the Great Jigsaw can be seen in a

similar way, in how matching up different correct
pieces develops correct insight into what is furthe
understood. Once one is able to see this structure,
they may be able to even more detail within the
structure, as it will show that one solid structund

be built on another, and another, making a fully
visible item. Much more, it starts with Father's
energy, and what is seen at the scale that itlestab

be perceived is still Father's energy, from begigni

to what is seen, and all beyond.

Something more that has come to mind concerning
the last verse in this psalm is about the dew onat
may wake up to outside. The dew of Hermon is
related to Father's appointed blessing, and thia is
very interesting concept, because dew is not
something one can really just reach out and grab an
actually have plenty of in one's hand. Dew not only
needs to fall into one's hand, but one must alsib wa
for it to come, and patiently wait for its collemti.

And so, all at once, it has been repeated what has

already been said, while perhaps even leaving more
questions to be answered.

Job 1.1 Father knew Dawn's thoughts,
and knew that Dawn was spreading his own doctrine
to the angelic hosts about - in Dawn's way of tadst
thinking that - "All of the Creator's creations \&er

We find this to be an interesting photo. Chris Koll
wrote a story not to long ago about two men in
Australia who had almost the same exact experience
happen to them in a remote field in Australia while
they were hunting. They too saw a similar light
however they experienced lost time during the event

events that happened at Fort Benning In 1977 ta Joh
Vasquez. He too suffered a light experience while
serving at Fort Benning which was a bit differdrdn

the men in Australia and this event in Canada yet
contained a mysterious bright light from the skyiras
both these cases.

More Odd, Changing Aerial Light

Patterns, Now Over Beavercreek, Oregon

March 12, 2009 Beavercreek, Oregon - On January
29, 2009, | filed a 2-part Earthfiles report aboure
mysterious, multi-colored aerial light patterns
photographed over Reno, Nevada, and Empire, Ohio.
A week later, | received an email from a retired
Wisconsin  businessman in rural Elmwood,
Wisconsin, who has taken more than one hundred
digital still frames of a reappearing bright, akria
object. His images like all the others appear tBbe
dimensional, multi-colored patterns in the sky,
changing shape every second or two.

Today, | received similar images by email
downloaded from the videotape of a woman who
lives in Beavercreek, Clackamas County, Oregon,
about 30 miles northeast of Salem.

Area background

The Naval Air Station Miramar is today the Marine
Corps Air Station Miramar, home to the 3rd Marine
Aircraft Wing, an aviation element of the 1st Marin
Expeditionary Force, located about 10 miles from
downtown San Diego. The airfield is named Mitscher
Field after Admiral M.A. Mitscher who was the
commander of Task Force 58 during World War II.
The air station is the former location of Pacifiedt
fighter and Airborne Early Warning and Control
aircraft (F-4 Phantom I, F-14 Tomcat, E-2 Hawkeye)
and is best known as the former location of thetéthi
States Navy Fighter Weapons School (NFWS), its
TOPGUN training program and the movie of the
same name. In 1996, NFWS was relocated to Naval
Air Station Fallon in western Nevada and merged int
the Naval Strike and Air Warfare Center (NSAWC).
During the heyday of TOPGUN at NAS Miramar, the
station was nicknamed "Fightertown USA".

Sen. Specter: Nation on 'brink of a

depression’

HARRISBURG, Pa. (AP) — The nation is on the
"brink of a depression,” but there's a "reasonable
chance" that the $787 billion economic stimulus
package will help ease the situation, Sen. Arlen
Specter said Monday.

Specter, R-Pa., said the nation's economic situasio
more dire than the public has been told, but ditl no
elaborate.

"Our economic problems are enormously serious —
more serious than is publicly disclosed. And | khin
we're on the brink of a depression,” he told regsrt

at the state Capitol.

Specter cast one of only three Republican votes for
the stimulus package that President Barack Obama
signed last month, drawing flak from members of his
party, particularly conservatives.

He reiterated Monday that he felt passage of the
legislation was more important than protecting his
Senate seat.

"Had there been no stimulus, | think we'd have gone
right off the edge," he said. "I think we're prettgse

to the edge anyway, to be very brutally blunt about
it."

Earlier this month, former Pennsylvania congressman
Pat Toomey, a conservative who nearly defeated
Specter in the 2004 GOP primary, announced that he
is considering taking on Specter again in the 2010
primary. Toomey is currently president of the aak-
Club for Growth in Washington.

Monks taken for 're-education’ before

Tibet uprising anniversary

Police will take away more than 100 monks for
political re-education today on the eve of the 50th
anniversary of the Tibetan uprising that led to the
flight of the Dalai Lama.

The rounding up of 109 monks from Lutsang
monastery in Qinghai province, western China, is on
of a series of extraordinary security measuresgoein
implemented to prevent restive Tibetans from
commemorating the anniversary with protests against
Chinese rule.

About a quarter of China’s territory, an area tiee s

of Western Europe, has been closed off to foregyner
Thousands of troops and paramilitary police have
been deployed in Tibetan-populated regions amid
fears of a renewed outburst of the anti-Chinese
violence that rocked the region a year ago. Winding
mountain roads have been clogged for days with
convoys of armored military trucks and coaches
bringing in reinforcements.

Two counties of western Sichuan province, where
some of the biggest demonstrations erupted last yea
have been virtually cut off already from the ouésid
world. Their internet and mobile phone systems have
been blocked. From tomorrow, mobile phone users in
the Tibetan capital, Lhasa, will find that they are
virtually unable to communicate.

A message sent out by the mobile telephone company
in the city late last week notified subscriberst ttiee
system would be undergoing maintenance from
March 10 to April 1. “Please forgive any
inconvenience caused,” it said.

The authorities are fearful of a repeat of the sihre
last year when Tibetans used text messages tc
communicate details of new demonstrations against
Chinese rule in the vast and sparsely populated
Himalayan region. Protests spread swiftly among



distant Tibetan communities on a scale unseen since
the 1959 uprising.

A Chinese-language website catering for Tibetans
closed for repairs on Friday. The popular website
featured news from China's state-run media and
Government, as well as cultural and Buddhist cdnten

A military lockdown has been in place across Tibet
for several weeks. The authorities clearly do nahtw

to be taken by surprise, as they were on Marchai# |
year when hundreds of Tibetans rampaged through
the streets of Lhasa, setting fire to shops anidesff
hurling stones and attacking ethnic Han Chinese and
Hui Muslim residents. The Government says that 22
people died before paramilitary police moved in to
restore order many hours after the violence had
erupted.

The Dalai Lama, from his base in the northern India
town of Dharamsala where he has lived in exile for
half a century, has said that as many as 200 people
may have died in the ensuing crackdown. He has
warned of a renewed explosion of violence.

So anxious is the Chinese Government that the
Communist Party chief of Tibet, Zhang Qingli, has
remained in Lhasa rather than attend the annual
session of the National People’s Congress, the
ceremonial parliament. A photograph of him on the
official China Tibet News website showed him
inspecting the city’s riot police and urging theonbie
vigilant in stopping plots by the “Dalai Lama cligju

to split China.

Qinghai provincial officials did not say where the
monks who took part in the 30-minute candle-light
vigil on February 25 would be taken or for how long
It is common for government teams to enter Tibetan
monasteries to carry out “patriotic education” in
which lamas are required to pledge their allegiance
Beijing and to denounce the Dalai Lama.

The Government has mounted a propaganda
campaign to defend Beijing’s administration of Tibe
This year the Government has announced the first
“Serf Emancipation Day” for March 28 — the 50th
anniversary of Beijing’s declaration of the endtioé
Dalai Lama’s administration.

50 years in exile

In this document signed by the Secretary of theyarm
is hereby assigned as DOD Executive Agent for civil
disturbance control operations. Under Plan 55-&he
to use airlift and logistical support, in assisting
appropriate military commanders in the 50 states,
District of Columbia, and the Commonwealth of



Puerto Rico and US possessions and territoriesnyyr
political subdivision thereof.

The official name of this project is called "Opéoat
Garden Plot."

Under this plan for the deployment of Operation
Garden Plot, the use of CIDCON-1 will be
mandatory. This direct support of civil disturbance
control operations is to be used by the Army, USAF,
Navy, and Marine Corp. with an airlift force to be
comprised of MAC Organic Airlift Resources, airlift
capable aircraft of all other USAF major commands,
and all other aerial reconnaissance and Airborne
Psychological Operations. This is to include cadntro
communications systems, aero medical evacuation,
helicopter and Weather Support Systems.

If any civil disturbance by a resistance group,
religious organization, or other persons considéoed
be non-conformist takes place, under Appendix 3 to
Annex B of Plan 55-2 hereby gives all Federal ferce
total power over the situation if local and state
authorities cannot put down said dissenters.

Annex A, section B of Operation Garden Plot defines
tax protesters, militia groups, religious cults,dan
general anti-government dissenters as Disruptive
Elements. This calls for the deadly force to beduse
against any extremist or dissident perpetrating any
and all forms of civil disorder.

Under section D, a Presidential Executive Ordet wil

authorize and direct the Secretary of Defense & us
the Armed Forces of the United States to restore
order.

(2) Planned acts of violence or civil disobedience
which, through arising from the same causes as (1)
above, are seized upon by a dedicated group of
dissidents who plan and incite purposeful acts
designed to disrupt social order.

This may occur either because leaders of protest
organizations intentionally induce their followels
perpetrate violent acts, or because a group ofanib
infiltrates an otherwise peaceful protest and saeks
divert it from its peaceful course.

UK economy set for worst year since 1931

as output collapses

The industrial downturn is accelerating and the
British economy is on course for its worst yearcsein
1931, the latest official figures suggest.

The Office for National Statistics reported yesssrd
that manufacturing output fell by 6.4 per cent e t
three months to January — an even faster rate of
decline than the 4.9 per cent contraction seerén t
quarter to December. The motor industry was one of
the hardest-hit sectors — output falling by 10.6 pe
cent during the quarter. Overall, the annual rdte o
decline in output has reached an alarming 12 per ce

Analysts were shocked by the figures, as they goint

a GDP decline in the early part of this year thalym
prove even steeper than that seen during thedast f
months of 2008, when GDP shrank by 1.5 per cent.
The research firm Capital Economics said that the
trends could point to GDP contracting over 2009 by
"4 per cent or so".

Such a result would rank as the country's worst yea
for economic growth since 1931 — which saw a fall i
excess of 5 per cent, the collapse of a Labor
government and ushered in a miserable decade of
mass unemployment and hunger. A 4 per cent slide
would easily beat the post-war record of a 2.1ceet
slump, set in 1980.

David Kern, the chief economist at the British
Chambers of Commerce (BCC), said of
manufacturing: "The sector has so far failed todfién
from the sharp falls in sterling. The critical prty is

to ensure that the vital skills base is not lostirdu
this recession. Urgent measures are needed to hel
viable and well-managed firms hold on to their
trained and skilled employees."

The National Institute for Economic and Social
Research, which enjoys an enviable record for
accurate forecasting, warned that the economy's
decline is gathering pace.

In its estimate, output fell by 1.8 per cent in theee
months ending in February, after a fall of 1.7 pent

in the three months ending in January. The NIESR
says that the level of economic activity has nolefa
back to the August 2006 levels and is 4.3 per cent
below its peak of April 2008.

More job losses were announced yesterday. The
design and engineering consultancy Scott Wilson
confirmed up to 350 UK jobs cuts and announced a
salary freeze for the remaining UK staff. Meanwhile
hundreds of jobs were in jeopardy at Wrekin, a
Midlands construction group which employs 600. It
has gone into administration.

Only a few months ago there was widespread belief
that the worst of the downturn could be limitedhe
financial sector, and that manufacturing in pattcu
would benefit from the slide in the value of stegli—
down about a quarter on the summer of 2007.

Yet the ONS data shows that industry is failing to
respond to that and the various stimuli appliedhzy
authorities in recent months — interest rate cias,
reductions, public spending increases and
recapitalization of the banks.

The proliferation of space warfare

technology

The November 2007 National Nano Engineering
conference in Boston on advanced nanotechnology
applications for commercial and military space
systems included dozens of speakers and
presentations on cutting-edge space applications.
Hundreds of people attended, with nearly every seat

in the hotel's grand ballroom filled for the first
session. The list of invited speakers included
researchers from the Naval Research Laboratory; the
National Institute of Standards and Technology;
NASA Goddard Space Flight Center; the national
laboratories; international universities; and piéva
space systems developers. Each explained in detal
the recent advancements made in their respective
fields.

Countless opportunities unfolded in all directiens-
sources for funding, publicity, potential collabimna-
-and everyone raced around to seize the moment. A
the National Reconnaissance Office table there were
free pencils and coasters, while nearby, university
researchers mingled with officials from the defense
industry and foreign nationals on how to best harde
satellites against electromagnetic interferencengusi
the latest progress in nanomaterials.

When information can be transferred across thegglob

so easily and instantaneously, one must ask if it's
possible for a nation to dominate a given field of

technology. And when NASA and U.S. government

research laboratories continue to work togetheh wit

emerging smaller space developers, universitieg, an
researchers throughout the world, can one remain
assured that sensitive technologies developedéan th
United States will remain here?

To answer these questions, we need to look at the
impact of the delineation between academic versus
military research within a global economy. Examples
of the overlap of military and academic research
easily can be observed in conferences and invited
talks. But in the future, the lines that separaii@ary

and civilian technologies will become even more
blurred as broad-based collaborations continue to
develop multi-use systems with both peaceful
commercial and destructive military applications.
This would result in the further inability of thenas
control community to classify and define space
systems into their respective categories and thus.
develop meaningful arms control treaties.
Furthermore, as peaceful scientific applications
progress in a global fashion, private space system
developers have the benefits of accessing both
domestic and foreign markets, undermining U.S.
national space security plans and the pursuit of
military space dominance.

U.S. policy makers might respond to these
developments by encouraging a climate of secrecy to
prevent security vulnerabilities. But if such aipglis



pursued, companies developing technologies for
commercial applications in the United States will
suffocate in isolation, while those developing
applications in support of military space dominance
will continue to flourish. Rival nations will thdikely
take reciprocal actions, which would further claims
by U.S. war planners that other space faring nation
are working toward the development of space warfare
systems. In this type of scenario--and in the atxsen
of a well-defined arms control treaty--space waafar
technology proliferation and espionage would
continue to grow globally and the existing military
space race would accelerate.

In addition, the realignment of the global economy
will continue to shift the international space powe
balance in the future, as international playershsas
India and China will continue to effectively chaltge
U.S. hegemony in space. For nations that possess th
wealth, infrastructure, and knowledge to develop
space warfare technologies, their ability to sudcee
will only require the will or the need to do so.elh
"brain drain" that hindered the space programs of
many rival nations in decades past weighs less on
them today. Plus, the stagnancy of foreign econemie
that resulted in a flood of scientific minds to the
United States is ebbing; many expatriates are now
returning home to profitable jobs in booming
domestic defense and space industries.

For its part, the United States continues to stfore
technologies that will keep its soldiers safe, supp
bloodless wars, and allow war to be waged from air-
conditioned control rooms--all of which can be
achieved only if Washington has a dominant role in
the development of advanced technologies that allow
for the evolution of current space capabilities.
Technologies such as nanotechnology, robotics, and
artificial intelligence PDF are seen as the leading
candidates for facilitating such an evolution. Awne
U.S. Air Force television ad campaign that shows
young men and women combating cyber warfare
from the comfort of a computer terminal makes this
evident. Such images serve as a tool to win over
public opinion, enabling national consensus in favo
of the weaponization of space.

Will a similar sentiment resonate with the
international community? Is it possible that in the
future we will witness the international community
embrace and employ nondestructive methods to
disrupt or degrade the space systems of hostile
nations in support of peacekeeping and casualty
reductions? And once the space warfare threshold is

crossed, will a nation on the verge of defeat lie le
with no choice but to attack the space assetsaiteat
decimating its forces or the ground stations that a
critical to a space-based weapons functionality and
operational integrity?

There is reality to consider. In the coming years,
mastery of space systems will be the prerequisite t
ensuring victory in warfare, likely forcing eveneth
most reluctant nations to pursue advanced military
space applications. Obviously then, significanoeff
toward protecting and attacking critical militagyase
systems will be pursued as well. Over time, thsoal
will pertain to commercial systems, as the societal
role of commercial space assets and the economic
value of the services they provide will increase
exponentially. It is this increased economic vahfie
space assets--combined with affordability factars i
the space systems industry--that make the costfibene
ratio of protecting commercial systems a worthwhile
investment.

It follows that as reliance on space for economic
growth continues, the range of possible deterrants
responses to a space systems attack will become
increasingly severe and include the possible use of
nuclear weapons. Full-scale attacks on space sgstem
will be capable of delivering catastrophic effeets-
even limited acts of space warfare could result in
rapid conflict and light-speed escalation scenarios

It is a societal constant spanning the history of
warfare that military technology can remain a secre
for only so long. From the rocket to the hydrogen
bomb, awesome technological power has inevitably
proliferated. And it can be expected that a nation
possession of a key technological advantage wduldn'
be willing to relinquish its advantage simply fdret
cause of international peace. Therefore, an
international consensus must be reached between th
United States and other leaders in nanotechnology.
robotics, and artificial intelligence to reduce utg
tension and potential conflict. We also could begin
international discussions to immediately ban or
regulate space-warfare enabling technologies.

If meaningful international discussions fail, adeed
space warfare systems will be delivered to the war
planners of multiple countries and non-state actors
with disastrous consequences for future generations
The proliferation processes will continue to
accelerate, creating entirely new markets for the
defense industry to exploit and further exacerigatin
an already volatile international security enviramnn



In anticipation of such an outcome, it's importéort
U.S. policy makers and members of the country's
scientific community to begin discussing the satiet
ethical, and security ramifications of racing tague
military space technologies that incorporate these
fields.

Motive unclear in Alabama shooting spree

MONTGOMERY, Alabama (Reuters) - Authorities
struggled on Wednesday to understand why an
Alabama man shot dead 10 people, including his
mother and four other relatives, before killing betf
after a gun battle with police.

Michael McLendon's rampage, the worst in the

southern state's history, bore the signs of a gldnn
attack but lacked a clear motive, J. Christopher
Murphy, director of the Alabama Department of
Public Safety, told reporters.

"He was not fired (from his job). There was no
girlfriend breakup. He had no criminal record amd n
history of mental illness, all the things we noriyal
look for," Murphy said.

The 28-year-old gunman, who lived with his mother,
was armed with two military assault rifles, a hamalg
and a shotgun in the shooting spree, which stated
home in Kinston in southeastern Alabama. He fired
more than 200 rounds.

McLendon killed his mother, grandmother, an uncle
and two cousins as well as the wife of a local dgpu
sheriff and her 18-month-old daughter who were
visiting family members.

The woman's four-month-old baby was wounded
along with five others.

Three others, including a motorist at a gas station
were killed as McLendon drove through nearby
Samson, apparently firing randomly.

Harri Anne Smith, an Alabama state legislator who
was in the town after the attack, said the gunman
wore ear plugs.

"NICE QUIET KID"

Robert Preachers, the coroner in neighboring Coffee
County, said he knew most of the victims including
the killer. The area, which borders Florida, is a
largely agricultural area with many low-income
families.

"He (McLendon) was a nice quiet kid, no trouble. He
was always polite and nice," Preachers said. Asked
about a possible motive, he said: "He carried thwi
him to the grave."

The shooting spree ended after a car chase and gu
battle, authorities said.

Describing the chase, Wynnton Melton, the mayor of
nearby Geneva, said: "Officer Ricky Morgan rammed
his car to distract him and was rewarded with adfai
bullets .... One bullet grazed the shoulder of qeoli
Chief Frankie Lindsey."

A police officer in Geneva said the gunman "shot at



several vehicles on the highway and then he shot at
Wal-Mart and Piggly Wiggly," a grocery store.

McLendon also shot his family's dogs, Preacheis. sai
"He killed her (his mother) and her dogs. He shet t

leave her gasping for air and could allow her cance
to come surging back.

"I can't walk more than 100 feet without sounding
like I just ran a marathon," says Prosser, of Gally

dogs in the head. Then he piled them up and gassed N.J.

them (poured gasoline on them and lit it). He kel
dogs next to her," he said.

Mass shootings have become more frequent in recent
years in the United States, where guns are widely
available for purchase and the right to own weapons
for self defense and hunting is defended by many.

In one of the worst recent shooting incidents, a
gunman dressed as Santa Claus killed nine gueats at
Christmas Eve party, before taking his own life in
Covina, California, a suburb of Los Angeles.

On April 16, 2007, Virginia Tech, a university in
Blacksburg, Virginia, became the site of the dessdli
rampage in modern U.S. history when a student
gunman killed 32 people and himself.

In Germany on Wednesday, a 17-year-old gunman
went on a shooting spree at his former school & th
southwest of the country, killing up to 15 people
before dying in a shootout with police, authorities
said.

21% of Americans scramble to pay

medical, drug bills

Prosser is among millions of Americans who
struggled last year to pay for health care or
medications, the largest poll ever conducted by
Gallup shows.

As the economy fell, the percentage who reported
having trouble paying for needed health care or
medicines during the previous 12 months rose from
18% in January 2008 to 21% in December, according
to the poll of 355,334 Americans. Each percentage
point change in the full survey represents aboRt 2.

million people, says Jim Harter, Gallup's chief

scientist for well-being and workplace management.

Gallup, along with disease management company
Healthways, surveyed a random sample of about
1,000 people nearly every day during 2008 about the
physical, emotional and economic well-being.

The poll, the Gallup-Healthways Well-Being Index,
shows that struggles to pay crossed all socioecanom
lines but hit some Americans harder than others:
More than half of the uninsured had trouble paying
for health care or medications during the yeardfsio
more than 30% of blacks and Hispanics, compared
with 17% of whites and 13% of Asians. Overall,
women had more trouble than men. Those who were
divorced, widowed or in domestic partner
arrangements fared less well than those who were
married.

Among other key findings:

» As the year progressed, fewer Americans reported
getting health coverage through their jobs, drogpin
from 59% in the first quarter to 58% by the last.

* The number of African Americans reporting trouble
paying for health care or medications rose six
percentage points from the first quarter to the, fs
34%. People ages 25-34 also saw a big increase, u
five points to 28%.

* Among the states, Hawaii had the smallest
percentage of residents who had trouble paying for
health care in the previous 12 months at 12%, and
Mississippi the most at 29%.



"The biggest problem that the country has is abtual
the cost of health care,” says Jim Clifton, Gaflup'
CEO. "lt's a lot bigger problem than war and a bigg
problem than the current meltdown because there are
no fixes to it on the horizon right now. ... You dan’
just throw money at it. That's still not a fix."

The increasing trouble people have paying for
medical care comes as Congress begins its most
serious health care overhaul debate in 15 yearsid— a
as the economy continues to shed jobs.

Because most people still get health insurance
through their jobs — rather than buying it themeslv

or being covered by a government program such as
Medicare — the loss of a job can mean the loss of
insurance.

Nearly 4.4 million people have lost jobs since the
recession began in December 2007, the U.S.
Department of Labor reports. Nearly one in 10
children and one in five adults under age 65 are
uninsured, says a February report on the uninsured
from the Institute of Medicine, part of the Natibna
Academy of Sciences, which advises the government
on health care.

People without insurance are at much higher rislafo
host of medical problems, the institute's repooveh
They're less likely to get preventive care, mokelii

to be diagnosed with later-stage cancers and more
likely to die if they suffer a heart attack, strokeng
problem, hip fracture, seizure or trauma.

"The evidence clearly shows that lack of health
insurance is hazardous to one's health,” says trepor
co-author Lawrence Lewin. "And the situation is

getting worse."

Lower-income residents are more likely to have
trouble paying medical bills and to lack insurance.
Income also plays a role in how people feel about
their own physical well-being.

The Gallup-Healthways poll found that 40% of those
making $500 to $1,000 a month said they were
dissatisfied with their health. By comparison, only
10% of wealthy people — those making at least
$10,000 a month — are dissatisfied with their Healt

Few safety nets

People often resort to desperate solutions to pay f

health care for themselves and their families, says
Christy Schmidt, senior policy director at the
American Cancer Society's Cancer Action Network.

Some are tapping into their 401(k) plans and other
retirement savings, she says. But even these fund:
may fall short, since many investments have lo#it ha
their value in the past year.

When money gets really tight, Schmidt says, many
uninsured people cut corners on their health, ssch
by cutting pills in half or skipping doctor's
appointments.

While Gallup's poll asked if the specific persormnige
interviewed had cut back on "needed" health care, a
February poll by Kaiser Family Foundation took a
broader look at health care spending. In that poll,
more than half of Americans said at least one perso
in their family had cut back on medical care within
the previous 12 months because of cost.

Many people can't pay for coverage on their own,
Schmidt says.

Among them are Denise Prosser, who worked part
time in a day care before being laid off, and her
husband, Warren, who was a television news director
in Linwood, N.J.

The 600 stitches on her back testify to her long
struggle with cancer. She was first diagnosed at 18
months old. A new tumor, in her thyroid, developed
when she was 27. Her lung capacity has declined by
50% since then as her health has deterioratednpav
her unable to work full time.

The Prossers say they can't afford coverage througt
COBRA, a program that allows workers to keep their
health insurance for 18 months after they leave the

jobs, just as long as they pay 100% of the health
premiums themselves.

A COBRA plan would cost the Prossers $900 a
month, Denise says. With help from the recently

passed economic stimulus package, which provides &
federal subsidy worth 65% of COBRA premiums, the

Prossers still would have to pay $300 a month — an
especially high price tag for people who no longer

have regular salaries.

After she lost her job, Prosser applied for officia
status as disabled through the Social Security
Administration but was turned down: "They said |
wasn't disabled enough.”



Even patients who qualify as disabled may struggle
with medical bills, Schmidt says. Most people have
wait two years after being declared disabled before
they qualify for Medicare coverage. If patients tpt

18 months of COBRA, that still leaves a six-month

gap.

That puts Prosser — whose doctor recently found a
lump on her thyroid — in a sort of no man's land.

Prosser fears the lump could be a relapse of the
thyroid cancer she developed in 1997. Although her
thyroid specialist gave her some free medication
samples, the doctor would not treat Prosser without
insurance.

Prosser hopes to see a doctor through a charntigcli
in Atlantic City but worries her husband's income
from his unemployment check — $622 a week before
taxes — may disqualify them.

A domino effect

Even charity care and emergency rooms can't
guarantee that uninsured people — especially those
such as Prosser, who have a long history of complex
problems — get the treatment they need, says John
Ayanian, a Harvard Medical School professor and co-
author of the Institute of Medicine report. Fremicls
often struggle just to find generalists, he sags$, |
alone specialists.

The problem extends beyond individual struggles.

Eroding insurance coverage can undermine the health
of entire communities, Ayanian says. Hospitals and
doctors may have trouble paying their own bills in
communities with large numbers of uninsured. That
can drive away specialists and make it hardervyene
well-insured people to find care, the report says.

Often, people without insurance must struggle on
their own.

Calls to the cancer society's insurance hotlineehav
increased by 6% since last year, Schmidt says.
Although the society sometimes can help patienis fi
coverage, three out of five callers find those ami

— such as individual health policies or state-
sponsored high-risk pools — too expensive, Schmidt
says.

Nor is there any guarantee those options will be

available. Individual policies sometimes won't cove
pre-existing medical conditions, such as cancer,
depression or pregnancy, or will not pay for care
needed for those conditions during an initial pead

six months or more.

Dropping insurance

Jim Hann, 51, who's losing his job as a chemical
operator at the Americas Styrenics plant in Maaiett
Ohio, next month, won't be able to afford COBRA,
even with the federal subsidy. The plant is layirfig

65 of 100 employees. That didn't deter him, howgver
from donating a kidney to his wife, Hannah.

In the past decade, Hannah has weathered mor
surgeries than they can count: seven or eight
operations to cut away dying sections of bowel, a
small intestine transplant and, in February, tlun&y
transplant at Washington's Georgetown University
Hospital.

"He tells me he'd give me both of his if that's wita
took," says Hannah, 49, a few days after the Feprua
transplant.

Their surgeon moved up her transplant surgery by a
month, before Jim's coverage lapsed. Although
Hannah's disability makes her eligible for Medicare
she has wused Jim's generous company-fundec
insurance until now. Medicare will cover her health
care after Jim loses his coverage in November.

Jim plans to get by without any insurance. That's a
gamble, given that kidney donors have an increasec
risk of high blood pressure and kidney problems.

After taking care of Hannah for so many years, Jim
says he's well-prepared for his next career.

He has decided to enroll in a nursing program that
will make him a registered nurse within two years.
Until then, he says, the couple will "tough it oty
living off their savings, Hannah's disability cheakd

the proceeds they make selling their home to move
into a smaller, cheaper house. If needed, Jim lsags
prepared to return to driving a truck or waitingles
while going to school.

But he doubts he'll ever find another job like thre
he lost. Factories are laying off at least 1,000kes
in the region around Marietta and Ravenswood,
W.Va., about 50 miles away, where Century



Aluminum is shutting down a plant and letting go
about 600 employees.

The Gallup-Healthways survey found nearly 25% of
people in the congressional district that includes
Marietta didn't have enough money to pay for health
care in the past year.

"There aren't even any bad jobs,” Jim says. 'fi&s t
same all over."

Report: 1 in 50 U.S. children face

homelessness

One in 50 children is homeless in the United States

every year, according to a report released Tuesday.

The report, by the National Center on Family

Homelessness, analyzed data from 2005-06 and found

that more than 1.5 million children were without a
home.

"These numbers will grow as home foreclosures
continue to rise,” Ellen Bassuk, president of the
center, said in a statement.

The study ranked states on their performance in fou
areas: the extent of child homelessness, the oisk, f
child well-being and the state's policy and plagnin
efforts.

The states that fared the poorest were Texas, Ggorg
Arkansas, New Mexico and Louisiana.

Connecticut, New Hampshire, Hawaii, Rhode Island
and North Dakota performed the best.

Homeless children have poor health, emotional

problems and low graduation rates, the study found.

"The consequences to our society will play out for

decades," Bassuk said. "As we bail out the restuof
nation, it is also time to come to their aid."

The report offers recommendations such as improved
support to ensure that children's schooling is not
interrupted when they lose their homes, and sesvice
to address the trauma of homelessness.

Other highlights in the report, "America's Youngest
Outcasts: State Report Card on Child Homelessness:

* 42 percent of homeless children are younger han

» African-American and Native American children are
disproportionately represented.

* More than 1 in 7 homeless children have moderate
to severe health conditions, such as asthma.

» Approximately 1.16 million of homeless children
today will not graduate from high school.

'Fight club' set up at school for mentally

disabled, police say

Workers at a Texas state school for mentally
handicapped adults are believed to have been gtagin

Tuesday.

A cell phone containing videos of the alleged alatse
the Corpus Christi State School in Corpus Christi,
Texas, was turned over to police last week, and
authorities are expecting to file arrest warrarts t
week, Corpus Christi police Capt. Tim Wilson told
CNN.

The incidents are believed to have taken place in a
school dormitory, Wilson said.

"This has been going on for some time," Wilson said

Sales of guns, ammo still high

Four months after the election of President Barack
Obama, firearms and ammunition sales in Tulsa
remain at a fever pitch.

Popular self-protection ammunition is often sold ou
at local stores, weapons are flying off shelves taed
state reports an 87 percent increase in conceateg c
permit applications for February 2009 over February
2008.



"People are hoarding. They're creating a shortage,
Jim Prall at Sports World on 41st Street said of
ammunition sales. "We've sold more ammunition in
the last three months than we sold last year."

Gun sales spiked in November with the election of
Barack Obama and Democrats adding to their
majority in Congress. But local gun dealers say the
spike is turning into a steady climb with political
worries about gun rights as well as worries abbat t
economy and potential for increased crime.

Prall said his store planned ahead for the increase
having seen a similar spike after Bill Clinton was
elected, but the previous jump in sales pales in
comparison to what's happening now.

"Most we're selling now we got back in September,
but we bought pallets then where normally we
wouldn't have ordered that much."

The surprise sales come with .380 caliber semi-
automatic pistols. A relatively small self-protecti
weapon, it's not one that people typically firegneat
quantity at the firing range, Prall said. Yet, the
ammunition is now hard to find. "Nobody would have
predicted that," he said.

"What's happened is everybody is afraid because the
Democrats are anti-gun,” said David Stone, presiden
of Dong's Guns and Ammo on East Admiral Place.

Internet chatter about bills in Congress that would
create additional taxes on firearms and ammunition
components, require strict licensing and ban more
types of so-called "assault weapons" add to the
concern, Stone said. "That's just driving everyone
panic mode," he said. "We're selling 10 times the
ammo we used to."

Similar bills have come up in Congress before, but
few have advanced.

"We ran completely out here of 9 mm and .380," said
Johny Mathews, product and service manager at the
U.S. Shooting Sports Academy on East 66th Street
North. "We were begging, borrowing and stealing
from wherever."

Mathews believes that politics are partly to blaind,
the economy also has people worried.

"It's 50/50, | think" he said. "When people los&go
and get desperate, good people can sometimes do be
things. People hear more about home invasions,
robberies, and they think it will only get worsenen
they're afraid they might lose their guns or amsw,
they stock up."

Sales are so intense that Stone has limited séles

sell ammunition to whoever buys a gun, he said.

A shipment of 10 Ruger .380 LCP handguns was sold
in 24 hours this week — seven the first day, thhee
next. "Last week | had 28 boxes of .380, ratiored t
one per person, and it was gone in three daysfieSto
said.

Academy Sporting Goods stores also are low on .380
ammo. "The other day we got 16 boxes of .380 and a
guy came in first thing and bought all 16," saich Jo
Ide, hunting and fishing sales associate at thé 41s
Street store. "A few people are doing all the bgyin
and it's the people who are trying to just get a bo
two that can't find any."”

Drought a $1 billion disaster in Texas

LUBBOCK, Texas — Agriculture officials said
Friday that ranchers in the nation's largest cattle
producing state have already lost nearly $1 billion
because of Texas' ongoing drought.

Officials said cattle raisers have lost $829 miilio

since last summer, $569 million of that since

November.

Recent rains across much of the state, though
welcome, came too late. Ranchers have spen
substantial money on hay and supplemental feed, the
cost of trucking in additional hay. The droughtdes
also include failed wheat crops usually used for
grazing.

All of Texas is in some stage of drought for the
second straight week, according to the U.S. Drought
Monitor map released Thursday.

Worst hit is Central Texas and the Hill Country,
where exceptional drought, the most severe
designation, has persisted for months and is tiestdr
area in the U.S.

Texas just had its driest December-February stretch
on record.

More than 60% of the state's beef cows are in
counties with severe to exceptional drought — the
three worst stages.

Losses will likely grow past $1 billion in the nexto
months as livestock producers continue to make
supplemental feed purchases or sell cattle ancesalv
in a declining market, said David Anderson, an
agriculture marketing economist with Texas AgriLife
Extension Service.

In 2006, drought-related crop and livestock losses
were the state's worst for a single year, totafiddl
billion.

The effects of the drought on livestock aren't shor
term, Anderson said.

"Drought results in reduced conception rates arid ca
crops the next year," he said. "The lack of feelts

in lower cattle sale weights. Range and pasture
recovery from drought can take multiple years and
can result in reduced stocking rates while ranges
recover."

No crop loss estimates are possible now, though
South Texas farmers have probably planted some ant
Central Texas producers would just now be planting,
he said.

"My impression is, yes people were planting,”



Anderson said. "You have to plant anyway before the
deadline for crop insurance purposes.”

Rancher Betsy Ross was grateful for the rain at her
Blacklands spread near Granger, about 45 miles
northeast of Austin.

"Thank goodness, thank goodness," the 72-year-old
rancher said. "I think it's really disastrous if wen't
continue to get rain."

Fledgling Mantle Plume May Be Cause of

African Volcano's Unique Lava
University of Rochester
March 13, 2009

Nyiragongo, an active African volcano, possesses
lava unlike any other in the world, which may point
toward its source being a new mantle plume, says a
University of Rochester geochemist. The lava
composition indicates that a mantle plume—an
upwelling of intense heat from near the core of the
Earth—may be bubbling to life beneath the soilha t
Democratic Republic of the Congo. The findings are
presented in the current issue of the journal Cbami
Geology.

"This is the most fluid lava anyone has seen in the
world," says Asish Basu, professor of earth scieaice
the University of Rochester. "lt's unlike anything
coming out of any other volcano. We believe we're
seeing the beginning of a plume that is buoyinghap
entire area and contributing to volcanism and
earthquakes."

Basu analyzed the lava, which resides in the wsrld'
largest lava lake—more than 600 feet wide insige th
summit of Nyiragongo—and found that the isotopic
compositions of neodymium and strontium are
identical to ancient asteroids. This suggests, says
Basu, that the lava is coming from a place deejpens
the Earth where the source of molten rock is in its
pristine condition.

resurfacing, their chemical composition has been
dramatically altered over its 4-billion-year lifesp

but the Nyiragongo magma source in the deep mantle
has not, says Basu. That magma source is thought ti
retain some of the solar system's original makeup
elements, and this is what Basu and his colleagues
believe they have detected in Nyiragongo's lava.lak

Scientists believe mantle plumes can last hundoéds

millions of years, and that their heat can create
phenomena such as Yellowstone National Park or the
string of Hawaiian Islands. Basu says Nyiragongo's
frequent eruptions may be the birthing pains of a
similar plume and the possible beginning of new
large-scale geological formations in the region.

Basu says other well known features of the region
also point toward the idea of a growing plume.
Nyiragongo lies on a vast ring of volcanoes and
fissures that wrap around Uganda and the United
Republic of Tanzania, and inside this ring the land
domed upward about a mile above sea level. Basu
believes the head of the plume is pooling in this
region, pushing it upward like a 500-mile-wide air
bubble in a pie crust.

But it is Nyiragongo, says Basu, that is being fed
directly from the plume. Another volcano,
Nyamuragira, just 15 miles to the north of
Nyiragongo displays much more conventional lava
compositions. Basu says this is because Nyamuragirz
is being fed from the edge of where the plume'sihea
is pooling, mixing in elements of melted crust and
upper mantle, whereas Nyiragongo is being fed
directly from the plume's main body. Together the
two mountains are responsible for approximately 40
percent of all of Africa's volcanic eruptions.

"This is a very troubled region of the world, and w

hope to be able to help better understand the
conditions under which the people of that area must
live," says Basu. Nyiragongo last erupted in 2002,
sending its super-fluid lava down its slopes at @anor

Sea levels 'to surge at least a metre'

SCIENTISTS have warned that the impact of global
warming is accelerating well beyond a forecast made
by UN experts two years ago.

Sea levels this century may rise several timesetigh
than predictions made in 2007 that form the sdienti
foundation for policymakers today, a meeting of
climate experts has heard.

In March 2007, the UN's Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC) concluded that global

warming, if unchecked, would lead to a devastating
amalgam of floods, drought, disease and extreme
weather by the century end.

The world's oceans would creep up 18cm to 59
centimeters, enough to wipe out several small dslan
nations and wreak havoc for tens of millions living
low-lying deltas in east Asia, the Indian subcoatin
and Africa.

But a new study, presented at the Copenhagen
meeting overnight, factored in likely water runoff
from disintegrating glaciers in Greenland and
Antarctica, and found the rise could be much higher

The IPCC estimate had been based largely on the
expansion of oceans from higher temperatures, rathe
than melt water and the impact of glaciers tumbling

into the sea.

Using the new model, "we get a range of sea lasel r
by 2100 between 75cm and 190cm when we apply the
IPCC's temperature scenarios for the future", said
climate expert Stefan Rahmstorf of the Potsdam
Institute for Climate Impact Research.

Even if the world manages to dramatically cut the
emission of greenhouse gases driving global
warming, the "best estimate" is about one meter, he
said.

"A few years ago, those of us who talked about the
impact of the ice sheets were seen as extremists
Today it is recognized as the central issue,” said
glaciologist Eric Rignot of the University of
California at Irvine.

"The world has very little time," IPCC chief Rajead
Pachauri told the meeting after the new findingsewe
presented.

Participants also spoke out about fears that
greenhouse gases - mainly emissions from oil, gas
and coal - could trigger tipping points that woule
nearly impossible to reverse.

The shrinking of the Arctic ice cap, and the reéeab
billions of tons of greenhouse gases trapped in
melting permafrost are two such "positive feedbacks
that could become both cause and consequence c
global warming.

"We need to look at what is a 'reasonable worst'cas
in the lifetime of people alive today,” said John
Ashton, Britain's top climate negotiator, notingeev

rich nations had yet to take such scenarios sdyious

"A sea level rise of one or two meters would nat ju
be damaging for China, it would be an absolute
catastrophe. And what is catastrophic for China is
catastrophic for the world," he said.

More than 2000 researchers from 80 countries
responded to the open invitation to present their
findings, which were then vetted by a panel of elien

experts, many of them top figures in the IPCC.

"I and a lot of scientists see this meeting as an
opportunity to update the science that has come our
since the last IPCC report,” said William Howard, a
researcher from the University of Tasmania in
Hobart.

"The huge response from scientists comes from a
sense of urgency, but also a sense of frustratsag’
Katherine Richardson, head of the Danish
government's Commission on Climate Change Policy.

"Most of us have been trained as scientists togebt
our hands dirty by talking to politicians. But wewn



realize that what we are dealing with is so
complicated and urgent that we have to help to make
sure the results are understood," she said.

Ms. Richardson said the 2007 IPCC report, called th

Fourth Assessment Report, was an invaluable
document but it would be years out of date when
negotiators convene in Copenhagen in December to
hammer out a global climate treaty.

100 earthquakes in a month in WA town

There's been a whole lot of shaking going on, ef th
earthquake variety, in a small West Australian whea
belt town.

Beacon, 320km north-east of Perth, has had roughly
100 earthquakes in the last month, Geoscience
Australia seismologist Phil Cummins said on Sunday.

Between three and six earthquakes registering three

and above on the Richter Scale had been detected in

the area in the last month.

"A few of those have been in the mid to high fdurs,
Mr. Cummins said.

The largest, which registered nearly five on the
Richter Scale came within 24 hours of earthquakes i
Melbourne and off the coast near Broome on Friday.

"That could be felt over a wide area, it could even
cause damage if you were right on top of it, minor
damage,” Mr. Cummins said.

"Certainly these were as big as the ones that shlbok
of Melbourne.

"l think for the people in the wheat belt who ased

to earthquakes, they probably don't get too upset
about it but you take the same earthquake and put i
Melbourne where people haven't experienced it and
people can be very upset.”

The earthquake clusters, known as swarms, were no
unusual for the wheat belt area but what was udusua
was the migration of the swarms around the wheat
belt.

Similar patterns were noted in Koorda in 2003 to
2005 and Burrakin between 2000 and 2002.

"These ones like the Beacon case where you seem t
get several moderate earthquakes and then lots an
lots of smaller quakes, it is a bit unusual,” Mr.
Cummins said.

"It's called a swarm because it doesn't follow the
typical foreshock, minishock, aftershock patterrabr
least it doesn't seem to," he said.

"That's this migrating swarm, I'm not sure I've reve
heard of that before.

"For that area it would seem that this behavianas
atypical."

Seismologists were uncertain if the swarms were
related to larger earthquake events such as thatwhe
belts Meckering earthquake in 1968, which
registered 6.8 on the Richter scale.

The seismic activity could be relieving stressed an
avoiding larger earthquakes or it could result ibiga
rupture.

"We just don't know ..." Mr. Cummins said.

"The big question really is whether it has any
relationship to larger earthquakes which occur.”

How long the seismic activity lasts for the resittenf
rural Beacon is anyone's guess, Mr. Cummins said.

"They seem to die out gradually, we don't reallgwn
that much of what to expect, | mean Burrakin wamt o
for a couple of years, Koorda sort of graduallytsth
up and faded out," he said.

Tornadoes, severe storms rattle Midwest

Strong storms including at least three tornadoes
damaged or destroyed homes in parts of the Midwest,
and rainfall brought fears of more misery to areas
hard-hit by flooding last year.

The National Weather Service confirmed Monday
that damage in lllinois and Indiana on Sunday vkas t
result of tornadoes.

One struck Sunday in Columbia City, Ind., where
three trailers were destroyed and about 20 others
damaged at a mobile home park.

"l looked outside and saw a bunch of milk cartoas g
flying by," Don Hart said. "Then a great big sheet,
about eight foot, of aluminum siding flew right riex

to my window."

The weather service said two tornadoes struck in
central Illinois on Sunday. One damaged or desttoye
about 30 structures in Laomi, Sangamon County

Sheriff's Lt. Jeff Berker told The (Springfield)
Journal-Register. Three people suffered minor
injuries.

Another tornado destroyed a church and a farm house
near Greenfield, Ill., about 60 miles north of St.
Louis, the weather service said. And thousands of
people lost power Sunday across central lllinois,
including most of the University of Illinois at Usba-
Champaign campus.

In northwest Ohio, high winds tore a roof off ofeon
house, blew the windows out of another and damaged
a barn near Defiance. The weather service was
working to confirm whether a tornado had struck,
meteorologist John Taylor said Monday.

Findlay, Ohio, was bracing for a possible rerumast

year's devastating flooding. The Blanchard River,
which runs through downtown, rose from 7 feet
Sunday to more than 15 feet by midday Monday.

The rising river closed dozens of roads and was
expected to crest Monday afternoon at around 15.7
feet — more than 4 feet above flood stage. And
what's worse, conditions forecast for the resthaf t
week are similar to February 2008, when the
Blanchard crested at 16.5 feet at Findlay, city
engineer Brian Hurt said.

Weekend rain prompted authorities in central and
eastern lowa, still rebuilding from disastrous fiso
last year, to warn people in low-lying areas to mov
to higher ground. Water poured through a broken
levee Monday along the lowa River near Wapello, but
the town itself is on high ground and not in danger
The levee had broken during last summer's flooding
and was never repaired, Louisa County Sheriff Curt
Braby said.

In Wellman, lowa, a man was treated for hypothermia
after his pickup ended up in a flooded ditch Sunday
A firefighter who rescued the man also required
treatment.

With more rain in the forecast across the region,
officials were preparing for the possibility of ther
problems later in the week.

When the storm hit southern Indiana on Sunday, it
threw an empty school bus atop one flattened house
Lawrence County, and at least 19 houses were
damaged. Scott Ramsey said the storm hit just as he
was rushing into the basement.

"I made it about to the third or fourth step dowhen
| got blown down to the bottom," he said.

In Bay County, Mich., high wind drove ice over
seawalls and into homes along a stretch of Lake
Huron beachfront. Authorities evacuated about 30
homes.

OREGON - A swarm of small earthquakes -- more
than 280 of them since the first of the year -- is
tickling an area near eastern Washington's Hanford
Nuclear Reservation. The quakes are too small to
disturb the radioactive material stored at Hanford

to interfere with cleanup operations there. Thenpla
processed plutonium for nuclear weapons during
World War Il and the Cold War. The quakes have
caused some minor problems at the LIGO laboratory
at Hanford, however, knocking sensitive equipment
off-line for a few minutes at a time. The sprawling
facility -- LIGO stands for Laser Interferometer
Gravitational-wave Observatory -- was built to
measure ripples in the fabric of space and time.
Cosmic gravitational waves are produced by such
things as the collision of black holes or shockvgave
from supernova explosions. The quakes are centerec
near Wooded Island on the Columbia River, about
eight miles north of Richland. The largest was
magnitude 2.9 and most were smaller than 1.0.
Because they are small and occurring relativelgelo
to the surface, less than two miles deep, researche
believe the quakes are happening within the Colambi
River basalt layers rather than a deeper and more
dangerous fault zone. As a result, a large eartejua
is considered unlikely. Earthquake swarms were
reported in the same area in 1970, 1975 and 1988 an
are not unusual in eastern Washington and eastert
Oregon. Meanwhile, a much larger earthquake was
detected west of Grants Pass on Feb. 26. It mehsure

AUSTRALIA - Seismologists are at a loss to explain



the flurry of earthquakes that have hit a small
Wheatbelt town.

The largest, which registered nearly five on the
Richter Scale came within 24 hours of earthquakes i
Melbourne and off the coast near Broome on Friday.

INDONESIA - The highest mountain on Java Island
Mt. Semeru did not show significant volcanic
activities on Monday, but residents were still wge
stay away from around 4 km from its crater to make
sure of their safety in case of deteriorating $itum
The volcano erupted Friday, belching smoke and ash
into the sky and coating the nearby town of Lumgjan
in fine black ash. "We could not see material spegwi
from the crater now because of its covered by fog."
The mountain produced a huge explosion Friday,
followed by 873 minor quakes, 34 eruptions and 18
tremors.

HAWAII - Volcanic smog shutting down some
Hawaii farmers. The Big Island has long dealt with
vog, but levels increased dramatically ever since
Kilauea started a new eruption at Halemaumau in
March last year. Sulfur dioxide has wiped out
multiple small farms and nurseries in the largeisal
district of Kau next to Kilauea volcano.

AUSTRALIA - there is now only a small chance
Cyclone Hamish will hit Queensland's coast.

An incredible stroke of luck appears to have saved
the life of a fisherman, rescued after huge swells
whipped up by Cyclone Hamish rolled a trawler off
central Queensland. Two others are still missing.

Tropical cyclone Hamish was downgraded to a
category three as it continues to be torn apart by
fierce atmospheric winds.

EXTREME HEAT / WILDFIRES /
DROUGHT / CLIMATE CHANGE

U.S. - The dry weather is SETTING RECORDS
ACROSS THE COUNTRY. Meteorologists say they
haven't seen it this dry in North America in thestfi
two months of a year SINCE THE 1800's. Farmers
across the country are bracing for a tough cropasea
and a big water bill, and firefighters are already
seeing a big increase in the number of wildfireoss
the country.

OREGON - It hasn't been this dry in Southern
Oregon in nearly a decade. Now farmers and
firefighters in the region are bracing for tougieis.

OKLAHOMA - So far this year, Oklahoma has
averaged only 1.24 inches of rain. The worst drough
is in neighboring Texas, where less than an inch ha
fallen so far. That means more bad news for
Oklahoma. Spring thunderstorms in the state tyjyical
come from the Gulf of Mexico via Texas. If Texas
remains dry, then the Gulf air will lose moisture
before reaching Oklahoma. Cotton and wheat crops
are just two of the state's large cash crops thét w
likely suffer under the extremely dry conditions.

FLORIDA - With nearly desert-like conditions
across South Florida, fire danger values are at
extremely high levels. Florida is even drier thesay
than in 1989, when 600,000 acres of land burned.
"We've had THE DRIEST WINTER ON RECORD in
many parts of South Florida. West Palm Beach, for
example, both January and February set the
RECORD-LOW rainfall." With La Nina expected to
continue through May, drier than normal conditions
are likely to persist. Adding insult to injury, the



unusually cold winter has also contributed to an
increased fire danger.

COLORADO - The northern half of Colorado's
Front Range is officially in a moderate drought.diu

of the Front Range has received less than two siche
of water in the past five months.

NEVADA - Recent heavy snowfall in the Sierra
wasn't enough to dig western Nevada out of a
drought.

LOUISIANA - Three wildfires burning in south
Louisiana since the weekend are evidence thatqoorti
of the state is in a drought.

ALABAMA - Below-average rainfall coupled with
already-low groundwater levels have brought drought
conditions back to Alabama over the last month.

So | think it's very important that we
understand the magnitude of the risk we are runhing
Scientists say most tools needed to cut carbonadbox
emissions already exist. "Business as usual is dead
green growth is the answer to both our climate and
economic problems.”

Climate scientists warn that world is heading for
war of the resources- There is a 50-50 chance of
temperature rises reaching dangerous levels oeer th
next century, climate scientists have warned. Even
with heavy cuts in greenhouse gas emissions ofr 3 pe
cent a year from 2015, the chance of preventing the
temperature rise from exceeding 2C by 2050 is no
more than half. And every decade's delay in redycin
emissions will cause temperatures to go up by dalf

degree. If emissions peak in 2015 but are reduted a
rate of only 1 per cent annually, the temperatige r
will be 2.9C. If emissions peak in 2035 the average
temperature will rise by 4C above pre-industrial
levels. Failure to cut emissions at all could leave
temperatures to rise by 7.1C by the end of the
century. Scientists fear that temperature risesv@bo
2C would lead to wars over key resources, including
water supplies, falls in crop yields in southerrrdpe
and the spread of diseases such as malaria andeleng
fever. Almost a third of animal and plant species
could become extinct. A 2C rise could be delayed bu
it is extremely unlikely that it can be avoidedn®l
order to stabilize at a 2C rise we have to make ver
drastic cuts. But however drastic the emission cuts
are, there is going to be a rise in temperaturesaw
pretty much going to head towards 2C whatever we
do. There are some impacts that are already
happening and we are going to be living in a very
different world.”

More bad news on climate changes expected as
more than 2,000 climate scientists gather in
Copenhagen. They will be trying to pull togethes th
latest research on global warming ahead of politica
negotiations later in the year. The scientists are
concerned that the 2007 reports of the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC)
are already out of date.

The global sea level looks set to rise far higher
than forecast because of changes in the polar ice-
sheets, researchers suggest. 10% of the world'
population - about 600 million people - live in low
lying areas. The IPCC estimate had been basec
largely on the expansion of oceans from higher
temperatures, rather than meltwater and the imgpfact
glaciers tumbling into the sea. "The most recent
research showed that sea level is rising by 3mm a
year since 1993, a rate well above the 20th century
average."

Catholics protest 'maltreatment’ by Conn.

HARTFORD, Conn. Thousands of Roman
Catholics descended on the Connecticut statehouse
Wednesday, as simmering resentment over bills they
consider anti-Catholic reached a boiling point wath
recent legislative attempt to give parishioners enor
say over parish financing.

The sponsors of the now-withdrawn proposal, both
Catholics themselves, have received thousands of
mostly angry e-mails from across the country, a we
as threats on their lives, state Capitol policed.sai

Leaders of the General Assembly's Judiciary
Committee pulled the bill from consideration
Tuesday, but an estimated 3,500 people — led by the
archbishop of Hartford and the bishops of Bridgépor
and Hartford — rallied on the Capitol steps,
demanding religious freedom.

"No other church or religion in this state is being
subjected to this maltreatment,” said the Rev. lbiéth
R. Cote, bishop of Norwich. "Today it is the Roman
Catholic Church. Who will be next?"

Some of the estimated 1.3 million Catholics in
Connecticut — a state of 3.5 million — are angry
about the General Assembly legalizing civil unions
for same-sex couples and the state Supreme Court
later approving gay marriage, as well as lawmakers
approving millions of dollars in state funding for
embryonic stem cell research and considering
legislation that bans discrimination against
transgendered people.

Catholics were also angered by a failed attempt in
2002 to require priests to report sexual abuse enev
if they learned about it during confession — ifrala
was in imminent danger.

State Rep. T.R. Rowe, R-Trumbull, a Roman
Catholic, said many of his fellow faithful feel the
latest bill meddles in church business and is "the
straw that broke the camel's back."

"Traditional values promoted by the church and by
the average citizen have been disregarded andadnor

and reversed, frankly, over the past few years,"” he
said in an interview.

The newest bill would have changed a little-known
1866 law that sets out rules for religious corpore.
Under the proposal, each individual church's board
would include seven to 13 lay members, giving them
the power to control parish finances. The archlpsho
or bishop of the diocese would serve on the boatd b
could not vote on issues.

Currently, under state law, individual Roman Caithol
churches in Connecticut organize as corporationds an
file with the state. The archbishop or bishop, the
vicar-general of the diocese, the pastor of the
congregation and two lay members — appointed
annually by the bishop — form the boards for each
parish and handle most of its financial matters.

Roman Catholics embrace an apostolic faith, where

the spiritual authority stems from its leaders,
including the pope, cardinals and bishops.
"This particular bill, Senate Bill 1098, is just

outrageous," said Michael Culhane, executive direct
of the Connecticut Catholic Conference. "It is gaona
attack on the foundation and structure of the datho
Church. It's anti-Catholic in our view."

Rep. Michael Lawlor, D-East Haven, co-chairman of
the Judiciary Committee, said he agrees with the
protesters that the government should not intrude o
religion, and questions whether the 1866 law —
which he said he didn't know about — is even
constitutional.

Attorney General Richard Blumenthal will be asked
to review the matter and help lawmakers determine
whether the old law should be scrapped — a move the
bishops oppose. Blumenthal has said he has
constitutional concerns with the old law. "I thitike
existence of that statute came as a shock to
everybody," Lawlor said.

A group of parishioners, upset about recent cases o
priests accused of embezzling large sums from
parishes in Darien and Greenwich, had asked the
Judiciary Committee leaders to raise a bill thissgen

to require more lay people on these boards.

In December 2007, the Rev. Michael Jude Fay of



Darien was sentenced to 37 months in prison for
stealing about $1.3 million from his parish to sofip
a luxurious lifestyle.

Religious gays show pride in the holy city

JERUSALEM — The Purim masquerade party was
advertised weeks ahead of time in bright pink tette
across Jerusalem billboards, in newspapers and ot
flyers. But this was no ordinary celebration foe th
holiday when Jews dress in costume and drink
alcohol. This Purim party would be hosted by the
religious homosexuals of the holy city.

The Queen's Fete -- a Purim Drag Party was one of
the hottest tickets in Israel's capital last ni@ttaight
couples danced alongside gays and lesbians to th
music of transsexual singer Dana Internationahi t
large open space of The Lab, a hip centre for tte a
in Jerusalem.

"This is the first time we are having a big evanai
public place for religious gays,” said Benny, a
religious Jewish homosexual wearing a knitted
skullcap and a purple feather boa who helped
organize the event. "It's an amazing feeling."

It was a far cry from previous years when Benny and
his boyfriend, shunned by the religious community
and not connecting with secular homosexuals, would
celebrate the holiday with a few friends in soméopne
apartment. Now religiously observant gays are
coming out of the closet and openly celebratindhbot
their faith and their sexuality.

The main driving force has been Havruta, a groap th
Benny and some of his yeshiva friends created to
allow religious gays to meet and celebrate their
religion. Named after the Hebrew term for groupat th
study the Torah, Havruta meets monthly and during
Jewish holidays. Through word of mouth and an
Internet chat group for religious gays, it has gmow
from six to a mailing list of 220 people. Two other
similar groups have formed in their footsteps, tore
devoutly religious and the other for teenage religi

gays.

"You
went to the rabbi, who said, 'Get married, go get
psychological therapy.

'Sex-y' sermons cause stir in rural

GOOD HOPE, Ala. — It's one thing for a church in a
big city like Dallas or Atlanta to tackle the ticdth
topic of sex. It blends in with the urban scene.

It's another thing when a small-town congregation
puts up billboards with the phrase "Great sex: &od'
way" on rural highways to promote a sermon series.
You can't even legally buy beer in Cullman County,
and a preacher is talking about S-E-X on Sunday
morning?

Daystar Church, whose congregation has grown
dramatically under pastor Jerry Lawson, has run up
against the sensibilities of a conservative north
Alabama community with a month long focus on sex.

Sex just isn't an appropriate topic for church, som
say, and others are upset over the church's signs
which advertise the sermon series and accompanying
Web site.

"It's really stirred up the people here,” said Good
Hope town clerk Joann Jones.

Evangelist Roland Belew, a self-described
fundamentalist and former trucker who now preaches
at a truck stop, said the whole idea goes agalest t
teaching of New Testament apostles.

"Paul said preach the Gospel," said Belew. "Talking
about sex ain't gonna get nobody to heaven."

The controversy is a bit ironic considering the

church's overall point is about as straight-laced a
they come: That God intends for sex to be enjoyed
solely within a heterosexual marriage, and that
anything  else adultery,  pornography,

homosexuality, even "sexual arousal® outside of
marriage — is sin.

Churches have been talking about sex and sexua
purity more often. In November, the Rev. Ed Young



of the Fellowship Church based in Dallas drew
nationwide attention by challenging married couples
to have sex for seven straight days in the name of
strengthening marriages.

But an expert who tracks evangelical Christianity,
Larry Eskridge, said few are addressing the sulgsct
directly as Daystar.

Lawson said his sermons are more than marketing a
Daystar, which dreams of opening satellite churches
in big cities. The church needs to be out frontiua
topic of sex when even kids' TV shows depict illici
relationships and homosexuality, he said.

"It comes down to God saying the most healthy place
for sex and the only right place for sex is witlan
marriage — one man, one woman, and one marriage,’
Lawson said.

Middle East Christians Facing 'Extreme

LONDON - The Bishop of Chichester, the Rt. Rev.
John Hind, says Christians in the Middle East are
facing “extreme deprivation.”

Speaking in a debate on religious persecution e th
House of Lords, Hind said, “In places where diffdre

faiths have coexisted for centuries we see thedrapi
attrition of the Christian church in its ancestral
homelands,” as reported by Religious Intelligence.

He continued, “In Irag, Christians have suffered
extreme deprivation, sometimes due to sheer reiggio
hatred, sometimes just caught in the cross-fire,
sometimes because, amazingly and quite wrongly,
they are regarded as representatives of a westitin f

“So we cannot disown our own particular
responsibility and the pressure on Christians imeso
parts of the world.”

The bishop noted that not all forms of persecution
were violent or even illegal.

“Just across the border from Irag, in south-east
Turkey, a part of the world that | know particujarl
well, court cases are alleging the theft of lanaiir
local villages by monasteries in Tur Abdin which
have stood there since the late fourth century,” he
said.

“There is a certain degree of ridiculousness about
some of this, but that does actually affect the
sufferings of those Syriac villagers and others who
are suffering so greatly.”



Hind also commented on what some have dubbed
“persecution” within the United Kingdom. He said he
welcomed the reinstatement of Caroline Petrie, the
Christian nurse who was suspended after offering to
pray for a patient.

According to the bishop, a spokesman for a Muslim
forum in his diocese described the decision to
suspend her as “crazy.”

The bishop described it as “a welcome sign of how
faith communities can hold together in the faceaof
growing hostility to faith.”

Muslim charged with setting fire to man, murderfather

An Egyptian Muslim is charged with setting fire do

the 25-year-old Copt, Shehata Sabri, and the sidter
a Muslim man named Yasser Ahmed Qasim.

Qasim allegedly poured gasoline over Sabri and set
him on fire as bystanders looked on in horror. The
young Copt threw himself into the adjacent canal to
try to put out the flames. The fire left burns aller

his body, leading to his death.

After the attack, the Coptic community rallied et
village. When Sabri Shehata, the father of theimict
arrived, he, too, was attacked by a group of Muslim
who stabbed him with knives and daggers; one stab
penetrated his back and came out of his abdomen
below the rib cage, resulting in his death.

Rami Sabri Shehata, the 22-year-old brother of the
burning victim, was also beaten and sustained s&rio
injury to the head.

Security forces moved into the village of 60,000
people, which includes more than 1,000 Copts,
surrounded the victims' house and deployed extra
forces throughout the village.

Several Muslims were reportedly charged with
homicide, according to a translation of news act®un
by Voice of the Copts.

Policy discriminating against Bible clubs

challenged

Supreme Court asked whether Equal Access Act can be
‘circumvented’

The U.S. Supreme Court is being asked to decide
whether school officials at Kentridge High School
near Seattle can circumvent the requirements of the
Equal Access Act by denying religious student gsoup
the rights afforded other organizations.

The appeal has been submitted by the Alliance
Defense Fund in a case that began in 2001 wher
school officials refused to grant recognition tce th
Truth Bible Club, because the club proposed that
members must share a belief in the Bible.

"Christian student groups shouldn't be penalized fo
their beliefs,” said Nate Kellum, a senior courfeel
the ADF. "Excluding a club simply because its
members are religious is a clear violation of tleist
Amendment rights and the Equal Access Act.

"For close to a decade, school officials have
stonewalled this group that only wants to have the
same benefits and privileges as any other stuaent-I|

group. We hope that the U.S. Supreme Court will



bring an end to this discrimination once and fdy' al
he said.

The members of the Truth Bible Club wish to limit
the club's voting membership to Christians, but
because of the faith-based decision, Kentridge
officials repeatedly have rejected the application,
citing the school's "nondiscrimination” policy.

Officials also said the name of the club is "offens'

However, the school has recognized other non-
curriculum-related clubs whose members hold
particular beliefs, the ADF noted.

Students Sarice Undis and Julianne Stewart sulimitte
a club charter application in September 2001, but
school officials put them off, telling them to appl
again in 2003. Multiple denials were issue becaise
the club’'s "membership policies."”

A ruling from the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals
affirmed the school's decision to treat a religiolub
differently from other student organizations, thBmRA
said.

WND reported as part of the long-running case, the
ACLU, which argued the Equal Access Act

demanded recognition of a student homosexual group,
suddenly reversed its position when the precedent
could have been cited in support of the Bible club.

The ADF had noted that in the case Prince v. Jgcoby
the 9th Circuit held that denying official sponduops

of a club violates the Equal Access Act. ADF painte
out that in 2003, shortly after Prince v. Jacobyswa
decided, the ACLU sent an information letter to
school officials in Washington state explaining the
case "makes it clear that student clubs promoting
tolerance for gay students are entitled to the same
resources as other clubs."

But in the Bible club case, the ACLU filed a friend
of-the-court brief that took the opposite position.

"This goes to show how far the ACLU will

manipulate the legal system to further their radica
agenda," said the ADF's Tim Chandler, a litigation
specialist working on the case, at the time.

The 9th Circuit ruling concluded other student slub
may require members to share the clubs' beliefs but
held that Christian clubs are not allowed to do the
same.

Chandler called that the first federal appellaterto
ruling allowing high schools to specifically target
Bible clubs for exclusion from their campuses.

For the Supreme Court, the ADF said the questipn is
"Did the 9th Circuit err in holding, in conflict o
decisions of this Court and the 2nd Circuit, that
schools could circumvent the basic protectionshef t
Equal Access Act by excluding religious groups?"

The controlling law is clear, the ADF said.

"The First Amendment to the United States
Constitution provides that 'Congress shall make no
law respecting an establishment of religion, or
prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridgthg
freedom of speech, or of the press; or the righhef
people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the
Government for a redress of grievances,™ the ADF
said.

The Kentridge campus promotes non-curriculum
clubs including the Gay-Straight Alliance, Girl's

Honor, Men's Honor, Key Club, Multicultural Student

Union, Future Business Leaders of America, National
Honor Society, Snow riders and Earth Corps, the
petition said.

Although meetings would be open to all, Bible club
organizers want voting members and leaders toaign
statement of faith, stating their belief "the Bilbbebe
the inspired, the only infallible, authoritative Wdoof
God."

The Key Club already required members to be
"Iinterested in service, qualified scholasticalliygood
character, possession leadership potential.” Earth
Corps requires members to have an "interest anc
dedication toward environmental issues.” And the
Gay-Straight Alliance demands members "must be
willing to work toward the goals of the club,”
including "working to decrease homophobia,” the
petition notes.

The ADF said the Equal Access Act specifically
makes it "unlawful for any public secondary school
which receives federal financial assistance andkwhi
has a limited open forum to deny equal access or &
fair opportunity to, or discriminate against, any
students who wish to conduct a meeting within that
limited open forum on the basis of the religious,
political, philosophical, or other content of thgesch

at such meetings."



The 9th Circuit said the measure included an
exemption for school districts to discriminate agai
religious student organizations, the ADF said.

'No One Can Fathom a Motive': Pastor

Shot During Service

Man Approached Pulpit and Fatally Shot Pastor; I3tdiSelf
and Parishioners

Police are still searching for a motive in a shogti
during a morning church service outside St. Lo t
left one person dead -- the church's pastor -- and
several others wounded.

The Rev. Fred Winters was at the pulpit at thetFirs
Baptist Church in Maryuville, Ill., at 8:15 a.m. lc
time when a man wearing dark clothing approached
the pulpit, exchanged words with the pastor and the
fired four shots, lllinois State Police Director rbya
Trent said at a news conference late today.

"It was something spoken, but the people closest to
them at the time couldn't say what that was," Trent
said. "The pastor may have recognized him ... but
we're not sure about that at all.”

The first shot hit the pastor's Bible.

"It hit the very top of the Bible and exploded apt

of the Bible and turned into what many thought was
confetti,” Trent said. "In fact, some thought it sva
some type of skit or some type of program at the
time."

One of the shots from the gunman's .45 calibeobpist
hit Winters in the chest, killing him, before hisirg

jammed, said Trooper Ralph Timmins of the lllinois
State Police, which is handling the investigation.

After his gun jammed, the shooter injured himself
with a knife and subsequently was restrained by
parishioners, Timmins said in a "preliminary relgas
left on his office voicemail recording. Approximbte

150 people were in the church at the time, andtTren
said video recordings of the service may provide
clues as to what triggered the shooting.

Two parishioners who "tackled" the shooter received
"non-life-threatening™ injuries from the knife,
Timmins said.

Winters was "pronounced [dead] at the hospitalafor
single gunshot wound to the chest,” Timmins said.

Jeremy Kohler, a reporter for the St. Louis Post-
Dispatch, told ABC News Radio that there's "a Ibt o
sadness and disbelief out there" -- and membetiseof
community are trying to figure out how it could leav
happened.

"No one can even fathom a motive for the shooting,"
Kohler said. "No one really seems to recognize [the
shooter] as being a member of the church.”

Suspect in Church Shooting Remains Hospitalized

Members of the congregation who spoke to the Post-
Dispatch outside the church and the local hospital
were moved to tears.

“I'm in shock," Lindsay Osborne, 18, told the paper

A spokeswoman for Anderson Hospital in Maryville
told ABC News it initially received victims of the
shooting.

"We received three victims from the church
shooting," spokeswoman Natalie Head said. "Two of
those victims were transferred from our facilityeW
are not a trauma facility, so we were transferthmm

to a higher acuity hospital in St. Louis. And orfe o
those victims was dead on arrival.”

Laura Keller, the director of media relations at St
Louis University Hospital, told ABC News that the
hospital -- a level-one trauma center -- receiwed t
victims from the shooting, including the shootehowv
was in surgery Sunday afternoon and remains
hospitalized.

Keller said the second victim, 39-year-old Terry
Bullard, was out of surgery and in serious conditio

She could not confirm if Bullard, who sustainedbsta
wounds, was one of the churchgoers who first tackle
the shooter.



Authorities said the shooter, who received very
serious injuries, is a 27-year-old with no prior
criminal record. His identity will not be releasedtil

he is criminally charged.

Churches outraged at state's interference
Proposed law dictates how congregations must berged

Following widespread outrage from Roman
Catholics, Connecticut lawmakers have postponed a
highly anticipated public hearing over a state that
would dictate how local parishes organize their
governing structures.

Critics blasted Connecticut Raised Bill No. 1098n"
Act Modifying Corporate Laws Relating to Certain
Religious Corporations,” as a blatant attack on
constitutional freedom of religion.

"The State has no right to interfere in the intérna
affairs and structure of the Catholic Church,” esit
Roman Catholic Diocese of Bridgeport Bishop
William Lori on his blog. "This bill is directed dyat

the Catholic Church but could someday be forced on
other denominations. The state has no busines:
controlling religion."

The bill, proposed last week by the co-chairmen of
the Legislature's Judiciary Committee, Rep. Michael
Lawlor, D-East Haven, and Sen. Andrew McDonald,
D-Stamford, would reorganize the internal structure
of local parishes to remove priests and bishops fro

financial oversight to replace them with boards of
laypeople.

"The [church] shall have a board of directors
consisting of not less than seven nor more than
thirteen lay members," the bill states, then assah
financial oversight to the board, specifies thertza
governing duties and even dictates how often the
boards shall meet. The bill further mandates that
archbishops and bishops not be allowed to votden t
boards.

A public hearing on the controversial bill had been
scheduled for tomorrow.



The Hartford Courant, however, reports that Lawlor
and McDonald were flooded with thousands of calls
from outraged Catholics. An aide told the paper
McDonald's inbox had racked up over 3,600 emails
by 9:30 a.m. yesterday.

The Catholic News Agency reports Anthony
Picarello, general counsel of the U.S. Confererice o
Bishops, blasted the the bill as "blatantly
unconstitutional,” saying it "targets the Catholic
Church explicitly and exclusively, and attemptase
the civil law to alter Church governance."

Objections came from outside the Catholic Church as
well.

"You cannot tell a church how it can govern itself,
said Marc D. Stern, general counsel for the America
Jewish Congress in New York. "The church is
entitled to govern itself any which way it wants."

Now, the Associated Press reports, Lawlor and
McDonald have postponed the hearing until the 'state
attorney general reports on the constitutionality o
Connecticut's religious corporation laws.

McDonald told the Connecticut Post the impetus for
the bill was the publicized case of a priest iniBar
Conn., who was convicted of stealing up to $1.4
million from lay donations, demonstrating the need
for laypeople to be more involved in their parishes
financial affairs and to be able to hold their leed
accountable.

LifeSiteNews, however, reports critics of the hilve
charged Lawlor and McDonald with being adamant
advocates of same-sex marriage legislation anddryi

to punish the church for standing against theindge
"This bill," writes Bishop Lori, "is a thinly-veil
attempt to silence the Catholic Church on the
important issues of the day, such as same-sex
marriage."

In a joint statement, Lawlor and McDonald claimed
their only agenda in bringing the bill forward wias
honor other Catholics concerned about church
scandals.

"We are keeping an open mind to what these
parishioners have to say about their church, and we
respectfully ask that others give them the courtdsy

listening to their proposed changes in the existing
state law governing Roman Catholic corporations,”

the legislators wrote. "We ourselves are questmnin
certain aspects of their proposal and even the
constitutionality of the current law. Despite witnets
been portrayed, we have not endorsed nor are
advocating for this proposal.”

One such parishioner is Dr. Paul Lakeland, a former
Jesuit Priest and Fairfield University Chair of
Catholic Studies. Lakeland had been scheduled to
testify before the Connecticut General Assembly on
behalf of the bill.

"I see absolutely no chance whatsoever of the
institutional church making a change in this dii@tt
without pressure from somewhere outside the
[Catholic] church,” Lakeland told the Catholic News
Agency. "There's not even the most remote likelthoo
that the church would adjust in this direction litsk
think this is a way of putting pressure on them to
make changes and bringing the issue into a more
prominent setting."

Despite the postponement in the public hearing, the
Courant reports hundreds of Catholics angry about
what they view as the state's inappropriate and
unconstitutional incursion into church affairs atdl
planning on a rally at the Capitol.

"We are pleased that the hearing was postponed, wze
are concerned that the bill is very much alive Sejih
McAleer, spokesman for the diocese of Bridgeport
told the paper. "The troops are mobilized. ... Wa§e
committed as ever."
