How Important Faith Is 
 

Other than from all the great and strong examples that 
are provided in scripture, one can begin to understand 
how faith is an integral aspect in a person's being by 
not only defining faith, but also seeing how it plays a 
role in every other part of a person. 
 
According to the online dictionary, Dictionary.com, 
faith has the first four following definitions: 
 
1. confidence or trust in a person or thing: faith in 
another's ability. 
2. belief that is not based on proof: He had faith that 
the hypothesis would be substantiated by fact. 
3. belief in God or in the doctrines or teachings of 
religion: the firm faith of the Pilgrims. 
4. belief in anything, as a code of ethics, standards of 
merit, etc.: to be of the same faith with someone 
concerning honesty.  
 
It is an interesting concept that the belief is not based 
on proof, as given in the second definition. This, in 
itself, helps to show that a person's faith must simply 
exists, and be true, just like Father. By this, one may 
seem to not have any solid ground for their belief, no 
reason or the like. Yet, at the same time, their 
foundation is the most solid of any foundation that 
could ever be laid, especially because it depends on 
Father, and Father always provides. This provides for 
one of the first aspects of how important faith is, in 
that it helps to provide a solid foundation for one to 
stand on.

UFOs include shape-shifting object trailing 
jet 
Examiner 
April 12, 2009 
 
Four UFO stories from four states today begins with a 
couple on a Continental Airline flight over Colorado 
near Pikes Peak on April 2 when they observed a 
strange object about one to three miles away. 
 
The plane appeared to bank right, away from the 
UFO. 
 
The original shape of the object changed as they 
watched - finally seeming to morph into a triangular 
shape. 
 
I do not usually post web cam images as I have no 
eye witness testimony, but the image apparently 
captured April 10 in Arizona looked particularly odd, 



although there is no testimony from the ground to 
back up what we see in the image. 
 
A Florida man had his second triangular-shaped UFO 
sighting on April 10. He describes both sightings and 
how the second object seemed to disappear "into thin 
air." 
 
And finally, a witness in Virginia claims her son and 
his commanding officer from Fort Pendleton thought 
they observed incoming military fire as they "saw the 
thing fly thru the sky and the sky lite-up like daylight 
- then the earth shook." She said they had no idea 
what the object was. 
 
The following are the unedited statements filed 
with the Mutual UFO Network (MUFON) 
database. 
 
Please keep in mind that many UFO reports can be 
explained as something natural or manmade. If the 
MUFON state directors choose to investigate any of 
these sightings and provide a follow-up report, I will 
give you more of the story here. You can read these 
and other reports at MUFON.com - and see the 
original unedited photos there too. The photos here 
may have been reduced and/or cropped for this page. 
 
Colorado, April 2, 2009 - UFO changed from an 
organic shape to a triangular shape. 
 
My wife and I were flying on Continental airlines 
from New York To San Diego. I have attached a 
photo taken < 2 minutes before the sighting; I pasted 
a sequence of drawings of how the UFO changed and 
its approximate size at each stage. The view was due 
north; we were south west of Pike's Peak flying at 
about 35,000 ft. My wife also saw the UFO, I don't  
know if anyone else saw the UFO. 
 
As soon as I noticed the UFO the plane banked right, 
away from the object. We were not very close, about 
1 to 3 miles by my estimate. 
 
When I first saw the object it looked like a four 
legged octopus hanging in the air, the legs were 
different sizes. 
 
As the object rotated toward us and the rear pitched 
up it took on a triangular shape and looked very much 
like a B2 stealth bomber, but it was straight across the 
back. The UFO then rolled away from us and yawed 
with its nose pointing north. At this point it looked 
like the rear only was pointing toward our view. Up to 

this point the object ran parallel to our plane. The 
changes in apparent size were not related to a change 
in distance. 
 
After pointing north the UFO began to move away 
from us, the rear view became thinner and as it moved 
away the length of the rear of the craft thinned and 
became longer. I tried to take a picture at this point, 
but the UFO was too small to register on the frame. 
The second picture was taken 2.5 minutes after the 
one I attached the drawings, so the whole sighting 
was less than 2 minutes. 
 
I was surprised to see how bizarre the sighting was, I 
know much of the shape changing was due to the 
craft's orientation; however, I never expected its size 
to change the way it did.

Arizona, April 10, 2009 - caught on web cam 
boomerang UFO / Estrella Mountains 
 
I was checking out the Phx web cams and noticed 
what appeared to be a boomerang UFO over the 
Estrella Mountains.  
 
Florida, April 10, 2009 - Black triangle, three 
lights in the shape of a triangle. 



 
Last Saturday at about 8pm, I saw a black triangle go 
over my house, I could barely see it, but then it went 
between me and clouds, I could see it clearly for just 
a second or two. It was a black triangle, it was 
approximately 4-7000ft, it made no sound and was 
moving faster than any commercial aircraft I had ever 
seen. The whole sighting lasted about 7-10 seconds. I 
shrugged it off thinking that it was a commercial 
aircraft because I live close to MCO airport and it 
caught me by surprise and I didn’t get time to focus 
and think. 
 
Tonight at approximately 11:35, I was in the back 
yard, and I looked up and saw three lights in the 
shape of a triangle. Tonight, it looked as if it was 
three lights in the shape of a triangle, but I couldn’t 
make out the shape like I could before. There was a 
very very slight overcast, but it was definitely there, I 
followed it from almost right above me to about 22.5 
degrees and it disappeared into thin air. The sky was 
hazy, but I could still see the stars through it. The 
lights made no sound, they moved very quickly, and 
just disappeared. I thought that I was crazy the first 
time I saw it, or maybe because I saw it by surprise 
and didn’t get enough time to actually focus on it and 
thought it was a plane. Tonight I was able to fully 
watch it, and I know it wasn’t a commercial aircraft. 
It disappeared right in front of my eyes. It almost 
looked like three symmetrical spotlights pointed at the 
sky then moved across and turned off. I have never 
seen anything like this before. 
 
I am not crazy, this stuff does not shake me up, but 
tonight I had goose bumps down my back! 
 
Virginia, March 30, 2009 - Fireball and flash and 
sonic boom and earth shook. 
 
I work in a retail market and 9 out of 10 people saw 
and/or felt it, including myself I did not see it I felt it. 
 
My son works on Camp Pendleton and he and his 
Commanding Officer were outside when, he saw the 
thing fly thru the sky and the sky lite-up like daylight 
- then the earth shook. He and his Commanding 
Officer thought it was artillery fire. 
 
His CO called in to see if it was artillery fire and he 
was told, no they were not doing that tonight. They 
said, they had NO idea what it was, they all saw it and 
were waiting on word from above but as of now, they 
did not know... 

 
I think it is funny that it got quiet so quick. It barely 
made the news! It only got a small mention on the 
National News. 
 
I have family in NJ, ME, NC and SC and they did not 
even know what I was talking about when I asked 
them if they had heard about it... weird...

Four bell-shaped UFOs appear in MD 
photo 
Examiner 
April 10, 2009 
 
A Maryland witness is reporting some odd bell-
shaped objects in the sky that appeared in a photo 
taken April 5, according to a report filed with the 
Mutual UFO Network (MUFON) database. 
 
Three of the objects were silver, the witness stated, 
and one was black. 
 
The witness said he did not observe these objects with 
the naked eye, but only discovered them after 
browsing the images later. 
 
The bell-shaped UFO account does pop up 
occasionally in reports, although not quite as often as 
disc or triangular-shaped objects. The most famous 
case of a bell, or acorn-shaped object, was the UFO 
that fell from the sky in what appeared by multiple 
witnesses to be a controlled landing on Dec. 9, 1965, 
in a wooded area in Kecksburg, PA. The Kecksburg 
object, as we know, was retrieved by the military that 
same night and, with armed guards standing by, 
moved out of the area under a tarp on a flatbed truck. 
 
No official analysis of that object was ever released 
by the U.S. government, although many ufologists 
have tried to get beyond the weather balloon theory. 
 
The following is the unedited witness statement 
from the MUFON content management system 
(CMS). 
 



This case may be under investigation by Maryland 
MUFON State Director Sheila C. Smith.

IL Boomerang UFO described as one mile 
wide

A northwest, Illinois, man says he came out of his 
home March 6 after hearing a rumble and feeling his 
home shake - and witnessed a mile-wide UFO 
moving across the sky, according to testimony filed 
with the Mutual UFO Network (MUFON) database. 
 
"This thing just 'floated' across the sky," he stated. 
"The body was a shiny black, which at times looked 
like it was blending into the sky." 
 
He describes the object as he and a girlfriend watched 
it move. 
 
"As we both watched the lights go over our road, the 

back light of cloud cover began to reveal a solid 
object from one light to the other. I could see that it 
was one enormous craft shaped exactly like a 
boomerang. We both were in awe." 
 
The following is the unedited report filed with 
MUFON. 
 
Please remember that many UFO reports can be 
resolved as something natural or manmade. Illinois 
MUFON Director Sam Maranto is investigating this 
case and we will report back with his results. 
 
March 6, 2009 - AT LEAST ONE MILE WIDE!!! 
MINIMUM!!!  
 
On March 6th 2009, My girlfriend and I were 
watching TV in our bedroom when both our dogs 
started to bark, I assumed they just had to go out so I 
put both their leashes on, took two steps out my front 
door, and heard a huge rumble. 
 
I asked my girlfriend if she heard that, and in a panic 
she stated "yes, what was that". We both felt the 
house shake, and thought it was an earthquake, after 
about 1-2 min. I continued to take the dogs out 
because they were barking more than before. 
 
As I went back down the front porch I heard, and felt 
it again. 
 
I looked around outside to see if anybody else was 
outside. We live out in the country, in a higher end 
subdivision, so somebody is usually in sight, but 
nobody else came outside their homes. I continued to 
walk down the driveway, when I looked up and saw 
two blinking white lights that were at least 1.5-2.0 
miles away from each other, then I heard the noise 
again, this time it sounded like 2 F-14 flying at 1000ft 
directly overhead, and for a second I thought that it 
was 2 Fighter jets in 1 mile formation from each 
other. 
 
It was very dark and extremely overcast so I had a 
great background that was lit up cloud cover. I yelled 
at my girlfriend to come outside quickly. The dogs 
were going nuts. 
 
As we watched these lights, they were both directly 
across from one another, and moving very very slow. 
I knew then it wasn't jets/airplanes/helicopters. 
 
As we both watched the lights go over our road, the 
back light of cloud cover began to reveal a solid 



object from one light to the other. I could see that it 
was one ENORMOUS craft shaped exactly like a 
boomerang. We both were in awe!! 
 
This thing was HUGE, too big to fly; I couldn't 
believe what I was seeing. It was breathtaking. 
 
As we watched it fly, I could faintly hear the sound of 
several jet engines. This thing just "FLOATED" 
across the sky. The body was a shiny black, which at 
times looked like it was blending into the sky. 
 
I ran the dogs back into the house, and to get my 
video camera. The camera was completely dead, and I 
was in a panic. I ran back outside, and we both 
watched as this thing cruised straight North towards 
Wisconsin.

While I have no doubt that this was one of our own 
creations, probably military, it makes me wonder, 
how in this world could something that HUGE float 
so smoothly across the sky?

Latest UFO reports coming in from 
Clairton, Pennsylvania; California and 
Texas

Some exciting UFO sightings have come across the 
wire today, including a strange object photographed 
in Clairton, Pennsylvania; multiple objects changing 
shapes in San Francisco, California; and, a possibly 
landing/crash in Austin, Texas. 
 
Clairton, Pennsylvania - 4/13/2009 - A family 
spotted an object flying very slowly over the horizon. 
They immediately got a camera and began taking 
pictures. One of the pictures is illustrated on the right. 
No additional information is available at this time, but 
Mufon will be investigating. 
Austin, Texas - 4/13/2009 - Two witnesses saw a 
bright white circular object moving very fast towards 
the ground. There was no tail, the object was circular 
in shape, and looked somewhat like a continuous 
electric spark, as the light was blue and white in 
color. It quickly passed overhead in a northeasterly 
direction, and appeared to be falling, or crashing. The 
witnesses continued to drive along the highway, but 
wasn't able to see any smoke or fire. 



 
Montegut, Louisiana - 4/13/2009 - Witness was 
driving along highway 665. Upon looking to the 
northeast, towards New Orleans, the witness saw 
something that looked like a flare, but much larger 
and slower. The duration of time of the sighting 
would seem to indicate that the object wasn't a flare. 
 
San Francisco, California - 4/12/2009 - Multiple 
witnesses reported an unusual sighting in San 
Francisco's North Beach district. A circular object 
was hovering in the evening sky. The weather at the 
time was clear, with some high altitude clouds. The 
object's angular size was approximately 1/4 full 
Moon.  
 
It had a roughly circular shape, the color was a muted 
white, and it was clearly illuminated by the setting 
sun. The object was completely silent and did not 
resemble any type of aircraft. The object hovered in 
one position for a minute or so, before slowly moving 
in a southerly direction - perpendicular to the 
direction of the brisk prevailing winds. As the object 
began to move, it also began to change shape.  
 
It formed a triangle, then became more of a rectangle. 
The other witnesses were commenting on the 
changing shape, as the object continued gaining 
altitude while slowly moving to the south, before 
disappearing from view. As the witnesses talked 
among themselves, one witness suddenly exclaimed 
that there was a second object. The second object was 
smaller, approximately 1/10 full Moon, and appeared 
in almost the identical position as the first object. The 
second object was traveling considerably higher, then 
hovered for about one minute before slowly moving 
to the south, and out of view. 
  
A third object was observed, and was identical in size 
to the second object. The object was only visible for 
around 30 seconds before rapidly gaining altitude and 
disappearing from view. The entire event spanned 
approximately 25 minutes. One of the witnesses 
claimed to have been a combat photographer in the 
U.S. Navy during the Vietnam War. He indicated that 
he had extensive experience in identifying private, 
commercial, and military aircraft, and that the objects 
were like nothing he had ever experienced, or had any 
familiarity with.

Family of 5 Is Found Dead, Apparently at 
Father's Hand 
Washington Post

MIDDLETOWN, April 18 -- Homicide has come to 
this tiny town in central Maryland for the first time in 
at least two decades. Police called to a pale yellow 
house Saturday found the bodies of a mother, a father 
and their three small children. 
 
Authorities said Christopher A. Wood, 34, killed the 
others and then shot himself. Francie Billotti-Wood, a 
33-year-old Sunday school teacher, and the children -
- boys 5 and 4 and their 2-year-old sister -- were each 
shot once in the beds where they were found, police 
said. 
 
Police had never before been called to the house, and 
there was no known history of domestic violence, 
Frederick County Sheriff Charles Jenkins said. 
 
"In my entire career . . . this is probably the worst 
tragedy I've ever been a part of," he said. 
 
Residents were stunned in Middletown, a community 
of some 4,000 about 10 miles outside the city of 
Frederick. Some said that the family seemed happy 
and that the children often played in the yard with 
their dog. All agreed that homicides simply do not 
happen in Middletown. 
 
"It's just a hard thing to believe it happened here," 
said Richard Griffith, a lifelong resident who could 
recall no killings during his 61 years. 
 
Richard Dietrick, a town commissioner, said he could 
think of virtually no violent crime during his 22 years 
in town. "The worst thing I remember was two years 
ago someone lit a car on fire -- and they were from 
out of town," he said. "This is devastating. Way 
beyond unusual." 
 
Neighbor Peggy Lawrence said Billotti-Wood was 
well-known for her seasonal house decorations. The 
family, she said, showed no signs of trouble. 
 
"These were neighbors that were working on their 
house, creating a good family environment," she said. 
"Just to see it end so quickly is what's devastating." 
 
In a blog that she maintained, Billotti-Wood 
described herself this way: "I am a woman, a 
daughter, a sister, a wife, a mother, a lover of many 
things, a joiner, a questioner, a truth-seeker and a 
friend." 
 



Among her recent accomplishments, she listed 
helping to start an environmental film festival. 
 
The blog names the children as Chandler, apparently 
the oldest, Gavin and Fiona. 
 
Wood left five separate suicide notes to family 
members, scattered about the house. One said he was 
having psychological problems and taking 
medication, Jenkins said. Wood was also in debt, and 
investigators were exploring that as a possible motive. 
In at least one note, Wood apologized, the sheriff 
said. 
 
Even so, the sheriff said, the killings remained 
essentially mysterious. "There's no direct explanation 
as to why this happened," he said. 
 
The blog maintained by the mother referred a month 
ago to possible difficulties faced by her husband 
connected with the family's move to Frederick 
County and his new work responsibilities. 
 
She said he did not "do change well." 
 
She wrote: "Chris is trying to adjust but he is having a 
hard time with the new job which makes him more of 
a major player at work." 
 
The two-story house sits a block from the sleepy 
Main Street that runs through Middletown, a 
community steeped in Civil War history. The steeple 
at a church down the street from the Woods' house 
served as a Union observation post. 
 
The boys were found in their beds in the room they 
shared. The girl was in her parents' bed, along with 
her mother. At the foot of the bed, Wood lay on the 
floor. 
 
The gruesome scene was discovered Saturday 
morning when Billotti-Wood's father stopped by the 
house after being unable to reach his daughter for a 
day, officials said. He called the sheriff's office just 
after 9 a.m. 
 
Jenkins declined to say when investigators think the 
killings occurred. The causes of death will be 
determined by the state medical examiner. 
 
The family had been living in the house for four or 
five months, officials said. Neighbors said they 
appeared to be renting. 

 
Wood and his wife had family in the Maryland area, 
including Billotti-Wood's brother, who at one time 
was a deputy in the county sheriff's office. Billotti-
Wood's parents were founding members of the Holy 
Family Catholic Community parish in Middletown, 
where the young mother taught Sunday school, the 
Rev. Kevin Farmer said. He said he had last seen the 
family a week ago, on Easter. 
 
Farmer said last night that he was "not even sure I 
could begin to guess" what prompted the killings. 
 
Dan Teore, who lives nearby, said that about three 
weeks ago he heard the couple arguing loudly. 
 
Wood worked for CSX Corp., according to Jenkins 
and a company spokesman. The company Web site 
showed someone with that name working as an 
account manager in chemical sales. 
 
Two years ago, five people were found dead at 
another home in Frederick County, in the city of 
Frederick. Investigators concluded that Pedro 
Rodriguez, who was found dead in the home along 
with his four children, killed them and took his life. 
They think he also killed his wife. 
 
Asked last night about Billotti-Wood, a man who 
grew up with her in Frederick County replied: "I 
would just say she was one of the most vibrant people 
that I had ever met." 
 
Among the things that made her death even more 
poignant, said her friend Mikael Johnson, was that 
"you could tell she really enjoyed being a mother and 
loved her family." 
 
In what appeared to be the most recent entry on her 
blog, posted April 1, Billotti-Wood wrote: 
 
"How truly blessed am I to be thinking about being 
able to give back to my community, to get to stay 
home with my children, share time with my 
children’s' grandparents, and to have such wonderful 
friends that I care so much about . . . and to have my 
health and to be able to exercise. I am thinking how 
grateful I am!" 

 
 
 
 



 
 

1,500 farmers commit mass suicide in India

Over 1,500 farmers in an Indian state committed 
suicide after being driven to debt by crop failure, it 
was reported today. 
 
The agricultural state of Chattisgarh was hit by falling 
water levels. 
 
"The water level has gone down below 250 feet here. 
It used to be at 40 feet a few years ago," Shatrughan 
Sahu, a villager in one of the districts, told Down To 
Earth magazine 
 
"Most of the farmers here are indebted and only God 
can save the ones who do not have a bore well." 
 
Mr. Sahu lives in a district that recorded 206 farmer 
suicides last year. Police records for the district add 
that many deaths occur due to debt and economic 
distress. 
 
In another village nearby, Beturam Sahu, who owned 
two acres of land was among those who committed 
suicide. His crop is yet to be harvested, but his son 
Lakhnu left to take up a job as a manual laborer. 
 
His family must repay a debt of £400 and the crop 
this year is poor. 
 
"The crop is so bad this year that we will not even be 
able to save any seeds," said Lakhnu's friend Santosh. 
"There were no rains at all." 
 
"That's why Lakhnu left even before harvesting the 
crop. There is nothing left to harvest in his land this 
time. He is worried how he will repay these loans." 
 
Bharatendu Prakash, from the Organic Farming 
Association of India, told the Press Association: 
"Farmers' suicides are increasing due to a vicious 
circle created by money lenders. They lure farmers to 
take money but when the crops fail, they are left with 
no option other than death." 

 
Mr. Prakash added that the government ought to take 
up the cause of the poor farmers just as they fight for 
a strong economy. 
 
"Development should be for all. The government 
blames us for being against development. Forest area 
is depleting and dams are constructed without proper 
planning. 
 
All this contributes to dipping water levels. Farmers 
should be taken into consideration when planning 
policies," he said.

Child abuse spikes as U.S. economy 
founders

BOSTON (Reuters) - One 4-month-old baby was 
shaken so violently she needed surgery. Another 3-
week-old suffered fractured ribs from abuse at home. 
A 9-year-old diabetic boy stopped receiving proper 
treatment for his condition. 
 
Those cases reported by Boston hospitals are part of a 
spike in child abuse in United States during a 
recession that has driven some families to the brink 
and overwhelmed cash-strapped child-protection 
agencies. 
 
"In the last three months we have twice as many 
severe inflicted injury cases as we did in the three 
months the previous year," said Allison Scobie, 
program director of the Child Protection Team at 
Boston's Children's Hospital. 
 
Typically, her hospital handles about 1,500 such cases 
a year. That rose to 1,800 last year. 
 
"We're finding that it is directly attributable to what is 
happening economically," she said. "Many of the 
hospitals around here report an increase of 20 to 30 



percent of requests for consultation regarding 
suspected child maltreatment." 
 
Many cases bear the imprint of economic troubles, 
like a 9-year-old diabetic boy hospitalized after his 
mother, a single parent, could no longer afford 
insurance co-payments needed to treat his disease. 
She left him home alone for long stretches on days 
when he required medical attention. 
 
"She had difficulty with the bare bone things that 
would keep this child healthy," said Scobie. 
 
Similar stories have surfaced in other regions, 
according to anecdotal and official reports. The 
Illinois department of child and family services, for 
example, reported a 5.8 percent rise in child abuse 
cases in the state in 2008. In the Chicago area, child 
abuse cases rose more than 9 percent last year. 
 
Child abuse cases in Ohio, a state hit hard by the 
recession, topped 100,000 for the first time in 2007 
and have continued to rise, according to the Public 
Children Services Association of Ohio, a nonprofit 
association of agencies charged with child protection. 
 
"Many of our county agency directors tell us their 
child abuse reports have risen," said the group's 
director, Crystal Ward Allen, whose agency relies 
heavily on local revenue drawn from property taxes, 
which have collapsed in the recession. 
 
"Our basic safety net is really faltering," she said. 
 
Most recent federal data show child abuse declined in 
the United States in 2007 to a rate of 10.6 percent of 
America's total 71 million children, from 12.1 percent 
in 2006. 
 
But some see that changing dramatically. A March 
poll by Mason-Dixon Polling and Research showed 
that 88 percent of 607 sheriffs, district attorneys and 
chiefs of police nationwide expect a rise in child 
maltreatment. They based their views largely on 
similar rises in past recessions. 
 
'HUGE INFLUX OF SHAKEN-BABY CASES' 
 
Many doctors agree. Seattle's Children's Hospital and 
the Harborview Medical Center are seeing more 
children suffering subdural bleeding caused by blows 
to the head from abuse. In a typical year, they treat 
about one such child a month. Last year, they 
admitted nearly three times as many -- or 32 children. 

 
"We have been pretty busy again this year,' said Dr. 
Kenneth Feldman, medical director of the Children's 
Protection Program at Seattle Children's Hospital. 
"The vast majority are from families who are 
struggling financially." 
 
A flurry of similar cases startled doctors late last year 
in Syracuse, New York. "I was just shocked," said Dr. 
Ann Botash, who heads the Child Abuse Referral and 
Evaluation Program at State University of New York 
in Syracuse, a city of about 147,300 people. 
 
The medical university where she works treated 19 
children with head injuries consistent with beatings or 
being severely shaken last year, including four who 
died, up from just a handful the year before. Victims 
averaged about 7 months old. 
 
"Around December I saw much more than I usually 
see. I usually get one consult a month. And we were 
quadrupling that," she added. "I'm seeing more severe 
physical abuse. In general there's a lot more stress 
right now in society. And it comes out on the kids. 
They are the weakest link." 
 
Some doctors term such cases "shaken-baby 
syndrome," which the National Institute of 
Neurological Disorders and Stroke says bear distinct 
signs: brain hemorrhaging, retinal hemorrhaging and 
damage to the spine, neck or ribs. 
 
Because of a baby's relatively large head and weak 
neck, shaking "makes the fragile brain bounce back 
and forth inside the skull and causes bruising, 
swelling and bleeding, which can lead to permanent, 
severe brain damage or death," it says. 
 
"We saw a huge influx of shaken-baby cases," said 
Dr. Alice Newton, medical director at Massachusetts 
General Hospital's Child Protection Team, which 
treated 25 children for serious abuse this year. That 
compares with 16 for all of 2008. 
 
In a typical year she might see 12 to 14 children for 
serious inflicted head trauma. But she's already seen 
nine this year. And many are from families without 
the usual warning flags such as a prior history of child 
abuse or drug problems. 
 
In one case, a 4-month-old girl was admitted in a 
"staring spell" and needed surgery to remove fluid 
around her brain. The father had been laid off and the 



mother was working. Money was tight, she said. 
Some utilities had been shut off in the home. 
 
"That clearly is a family that is stressed," she said. 
 
The girl was treated a month earlier for similar 
symptoms and vomiting, but doctors at the time didn't 
suspect abuse. 
 
Such cases in Boston are sent to Suffolk County 
District Attorney Daniel Conley, who has seen 
allegations of child abuse more than double in 
January to February from the same period last year, 
said Conley's spokesman, Jake Wark. 
 
Some parents are arrested and prosecuted, and their 
children put in the care of relatives or foster families. 
But overwhelmed and underfunded agencies are not 
able to keep pace with the rise. 
 
"We're getting swamped," said Robert Sage, director 
at the Boston Medical Center's Child Protection 
Team, which treated 500 children with injuries 
consistent with abuse last year. That rate rose 30 
percent in the first two months of 2009. 
 
"It's pretty much everything. A lot of physical abuse. 
Some neglect," he said. 
 
Many state agencies and hospital are grappling with 
the increases while facing budget cuts. In 
Massachusetts, for example, the Department of 
Children and Families in charge of protecting children 
from abuse expects to see its budget cut by $25 
million in fiscal 2010. 

 
 

 
 

Most U.S. Christians Don't Believe Satan, 
Holy Spirit Exist

The majority of American Christians do not believe 
that Satan is a real being or that the Holy Spirit is a 
living entity, the latest Barna survey found. 

 
Nearly six out of ten Christians either strongly agreed 
or somewhat agreed with the statement that Satan "is 
not a living being but is a symbol of evil," the survey 
found. 
 
Forty percent strongly agreed with the statement 
while 19 percent of American Christians somewhat 
agreed. 
 
In contrast, about 35 percent of American Christians 
believe Satan is real. Twenty-six percent strongly 
disagreed with the statement that Satan is merely 
symbolic and about one-tenth (9 percent) somewhat 
disagreed. 
 
The remaining eight percent of American Christians 
responded they were unsure what to believe about the 
existence of Satan. 
 
Interestingly, the majority of Christians believe a 
person can be under the influence of spiritual forces, 
such as demons or evil spirits, even though many of 
these same people believe Satan is merely a symbol 
of evil. Two out of three Christians agreed that such 
forces are real (39 percent agreed strongly, 25 percent 
agreed somewhat). 
 
Likewise, most Christians in the United States do not 
believe that the Holy Spirit is a living force. Fifty-
eight percent strongly or somewhat agreed with the 
statement that the Holy Spirit is "a symbol of God's 
power or presence but is not a living entity." 
 
Only one-third of Christians disagreed with the 
statement that the Holy Spirit is not just symbolic (9 
percent disagreed somewhat, 25 percent disagreed 
strongly). Nine percent expressed they were unsure. 
 
Interestingly, about half (49 percent) of those who 
agreed that the Holy Spirit is only a symbol but not a 
living entity, agreed that the Bible is totally accurate 
in all of the principles it teaches. The Bible states that 
the Holy Spirit is God's power or presence, not just 
symbolic. 
 
"Most Americans, even those who say they are 
Christian, have doubts about the intrusion of the 
supernatural into the natural world," commented 
George Barna, founder of The Barna Group and 
author of books analyzing research concerning 
America's faith. 
 
"Hollywood has made evil accessible and tame, 



making Satan and demons less worrisome than the 
Bible suggests they really are," he said. "It's hard for 
achievement-driven, self-reliant, independent people 
to believe that their lives can be impacted by unseen 
forces." 
 
But a large majority of American Christians agree 
that a person must choose to side with either good or 
evil. More than six out of ten American Christians 
strongly agreed (61 percent) with the idea that a 
person must either side with God or with the devil - 
that there is no in-between position. Another 15 
percent somewhat agreed. 
 
Just one out of ten adults disagreed somewhat (10 
percent) and a similar proportion (11 percent) 
strongly disagreed. Only a few adults (3 percent) did 
not have an opinion on the issue. 
 
Barna explained that because of the "sheer force of 
repetition" many Americans "intellectually" accept 
the idea that you either side with God or Satan and 
there's no in-between, even though this idea does "not 
get translated into practice." 
 
Other survey findings include a significant number of 
self-described Christians believing that Jesus sinned 
when he lived on earth, contrary to the core teaching 
of Christianity that teaches the divinity and perfection 
of Jesus. 
 
More than one-fifth (22 percent) strongly agreed that 
Jesus Christ sinned when He lived on earth, with an 
additional 17 percent agreeing somewhat. 
 
However, nearly half of American Christians (46 
percent) strongly disagreed with the idea that Jesus 
sinned, and 9 percent disagreed somewhat. Six 
percent did not have an opinion on the statement. 
 
The Barna report is based on telephone interviews for 
two surveys among people who described themselves 
as Christians. A total of 1,871 adults were randomly 
selected from across the 48 continental states, with 
the first 873 interviews conducted in January and 
February 2008, and the remaining 998 interviews 
conducted in November 2008.

Shelters, like The Road Home, for families have seen 
a 52% increase in the number of homeless families 
this winter alone. 
 
“It's very alarming because we have a lot of families 
who have never been homeless before coming to the 
shelter. They've been working all their lives and they 
lost a job, a child got really sick, something 
catastrophic happened," said Celeste Eggert of the 
Road Home shelter. 
 
It will soon get even harder for these families to find 
shelter. The Bishop Weigand Center announced it 
was closing for the summer and the Midvale overflow 
shelter will also close soon for the season.

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The first formation of 2009 has occurred once again 
in Wiltshire, not far from the Ancient Standing Stones 
of Avebury. It is situated on the high downs outside 
the complex above the Avenue, not far from the 
Ridgeway track. Its appearance has a certain 
resonance to it, as if it is vibrating within the Oil Seed 
Rape! This is certainly a very early example of a 
formation in this colorful crop, however, because of 
the immaturity of the crop, its outline will slowly 
disappear within the growing plants. Located next to 
an ancient burial mound, once again we see the 
continued connection to important ancient sites. A 
befitting start to what I'm sure is going to be a 
fascinating season.

Reported April 14 2009 
 
This first UK Crop formation of 2009 was discovered 
on the 14th of April and is located close to the 
Ridgeway and approximately one mile East of the 
ancient stone circle complex at Avebury. 
 
The formation spans 118ft across the field of 
immature, 3ft high, Oil-Seed-Rape. 
 
Much of the crop within the design has fully 
recovered itself to a vertical growing stance. 
Moderate damage to the still laid plants is well 
evident and could possibly be attributed to a small 
number of previous visitors to the glyph. 
 
A small proportion of the laid plants was totally 
undamaged and continues to grow in a healthy 
fashion along the ground where it fell during the 
construction process.

To the left of the trees and barrows 
 
The formation is in Oil Seed Rape, which is about 3 
feet high at the time of writing. The formation is 
barely visible from the track that leads from the 
barrows on the other side of the road to the Sanctuary 
towards the Sarsen fields. 
 
To find it travel along the pathway about 1 mile and 
you will come to a part of the fence in the Oil Seed 
Rape field that is flat on the ground. By this point you 
may be able to see the formation. It is then the 5th or 
6th tramline down. 
 
The formation itself looks as though it has been on 
the ground for 5 - 7 days. The crop is recovering well 



and it was very hard for me to ascertain the exact 
design of the formation from the ground without 
doing more damage to the plants. 
 
From what I could tell it consists of a large centre 
circle (in which there is twisted crop) and five or six 
rings with the outside one being the thickest. Some of 
the other rings cross each other, giving the impression 
that they are either offset from the centre or are 
elliptical. 
 
In general there was little damage to the crop however 
there was evidence of scraping on some stems. 
 
The formation is approximately 25 - 30ft in diameter.

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Rioting follows state of emergency in Thai 
capital

BANGKOK – Swarms of anti-government protesters 
attacked the prime minister's car, seized control of 
major intersections in the capital and commandeered 
buses, bringing new chaos to the Thai capital as the 
country's ousted leader threatened to return from exile 
to lead a revolution. 
 
The government declared a state of emergency 
Sunday but, without the intervention of security 
forces, it was unclear how any bans could be 
enforced. 
 
In front of the city's biggest luxury mall, 
demonstrators danced atop two armored personnel 
carriers they had forced to a stop, waving flags and 



shouting "Democracy." The red-shirted crowd 
swarmed around the vehicles and demanded the keys 
from the unhappy soldiers inside. 
 
"Sorry, can't find them," came a muffled reply. The 
protesters drifted off, and the vehicles left. 
 
The uncertain encounter — and others like it across 
Bangkok, where security forces stood by while 
protesters ran rampant — reinforced that three years 
of turmoil between alternating governments and 
protesters opposed to them seemed ready to peak 
again. As night fell, demonstrators demanding the 
resignation of Prime Minister Abhisit Vejjajiva 
controlled many streets in the city center. Police vans 
at some intersections were abandoned and looted. 
 
Outside the Interior Ministry earlier in the day, a 
furious mob attacked Abhisit's car with poles, stones 
and even flower pots as it slowly made its escape. At 
least six people were injured, including two security 
guards for the prime minister, and one of Abhisit's top 
political aides and his driver. Police in riot gear 
nearby did nothing. 
 
Protests were also reported in areas of northern and 
northeastern Thailand, with one group threatening to 
blockade the main bridge linking Laos and Thailand 
across the Mekong River. 
 
Ousted Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra, regarded 
by most of the protesters as their leader, called for a 
revolution and said he might return from overseas 
exile to lead it. 
 
"Now that they have tanks on the streets, it is time for 
the people to come out in revolution. And when it is 
necessary, I will come back to the country," he said in 
a telephone message broadcast on loudspeakers to 
followers who surrounded the prime's minister office. 
 
Political tensions have simmered since Thaksin was 
ousted by a military coup in 2006 for alleged 
corruption and abuse of power. He remains popular 
for his populist policies in the impoverished 
countryside, while his opponents — many in urban 
areas — took to the streets last year to help bring 
down two pro-Thaksin governments, seizing 
Bangkok's two airports in November for about a 
week. 
 
The pro-Thaksin demonstrators, calling themselves 
the United Front for Democracy Against Dictatorship, 
say Abhisit's four-month-old government took power 

illegitimately and want new elections. They also 
accuse the country's elite — the military, judiciary 
and other unelected officials — of undermining 
democracy by interfering in politics. 
 
The emergency decree bans gatherings of more than 
five people, forbids news reports considered 
threatening to public order and allows the government 
to call up military troops to quell unrest. 
 
"The government can't do anything. There are too 
many of us. We will show them what tens of 
thousands of unarmed civilians can do. The people 
will finally rule our beloved Thailand," said Lada 
Yingmanee, a 37-year-old housewife at one of the 
protest sites. 
 
Army spokesman Col. Sansern Kaewkamnerd said 
soldiers and police were being moved to more than 50 
key points in the city, including bus and railway 
stations. He said the military presence was not a sign 
of an imminent coup — a common feature of Thai 
political history. 
 
Abhisit, in an address televised just before midnight 
Sunday night, called on the public not to panic and to 
cooperate with the government to end the crisis. 
 
Sitting at a meeting table with Cabinet ministers and 
top military and police officers, he declared that "the 
military and the police are friends of the people. They 
do not want to use violence. They are simply 
enforcing law and order." 
 
"In the next three to four days, the government will 
keep working to return peace and order to the 
country," he said, without detailing what measures 
would be employed. 
 
Abhisit earlier vowed swift legal action against 
protesters who stormed the venue of an East Asian 
Summit in the beach resort of Pattaya on Saturday. 
Thai authorities had to evacuate the Asian leaders by 
helicopter. He said five arrest warrants have been 
issued for leaders of resort protest. 
 
A protest leader who spearheaded Saturday's 
demonstrations, Arisman Pongruengrong, was taken 
into custody Sunday and flown by helicopter to a 
military camp for questioning, said police spokesman 
Maj. Gen. Suport Pansua. 
 
Tourism Council of Thailand Chairman Kongkrit 
Hiranyakit predicted that the country would lose at 



least 200 billion baht ($5.6 billion) as foreign tourists 
shunned the country as they did after the airport take-
overs. Tourism is Thailand's major foreign currency 
earner and one they can't afford to ignore as it 
grapples with the shock of the global economic crisis. 
 
At Saturday's summit, more than 1,000 demonstrators 
broke through a wall of unarmed soldiers, smashed 
through the convention center's glass doors and ran 
through the building, blowing horns, waving Thai 
flags and shouting demands for Abhisit to resign. 
 
They declared victory after Abhisit canceled the 
summit, where leaders of regional powers China, 
Japan and India, and the U.N. secretary-general and 
president of the World Bank, planned to discuss the 
global financial crisis. 
 
Analysts say it will now be difficult for Abhisit to 
regain control — if he is even the one running the 
country. 
 
"It remains to the seen if the security forces can 
control the situation. It is unlikely anyone can because 
there are so many splits and so many power brokers," 
said Charnvit Kasetsiri, one of Thailand's most 
prominent historians. "No one seems to be in charge 
within the establishment, the government and the 
military."  

 
 

 
 

Saudi Court Approves Pedophilia--
Following in the Prophet's Footsteps 
April 12, 2009 
 
When is it OK to have sex with a young girl? Well 
Ayatollah Khomeini of Iran gave a fatwa about Quran 
65.4: "A man can marry a girl younger than nine 
years of age, even if the girl is still a baby being 
breastfed. A man, however is prohibited from having 
intercourse with a girl younger than nine, other sexual 
acts such as foreplay, rubbing, kissing and sodomy is 
allowed. A man having intercourse with a girl 
younger than nine years of age has not committed a 

crime, but only an infraction, if the girl is not 
permanently damaged. If the girl, however, is 
permanently damaged, the man must provide for her 
all her life. But this girl will not count as one of the 
man's four permanent wives. He also is not permitted 
to marry the girl's sister." 
 
There is a reason for this fatwa, the Prophet 
Muhammad Married a six-year-old named Aisha and 
had Sex with the girl by the time she was nine. 
Following in the footsteps of their Prophet, the 
pedophile, a Saudi Court has refused to annul the 
marriage of an 8-Year-Old to a 47 year-old man: 
 
Saudi judge refuses to annul 8-year-old's marriage 
By Mohammed Jamjoom 
 
A Saudi judge has refused for a second time to annul 
a marriage between an 8-year-old girl and a 47-year-
old man, a relative of the girl told CNN. 
 
The most recent ruling, in which the judge upheld his 
original verdict, was handed down Saturday in the 
Saudi city of Onaiza, where late last year the same 
judge rejected a petition from the girl's mother, who 
was seeking a divorce for her daughter. 
 
The relative said the judge, Sheikh Habib Al-Habib, 
"stuck by his earlier verdict and insisted that the girl 
could petition the court for a divorce once she reached 
puberty." The family member, who requested 
anonymity, added that the mother will continue to 
pursue a divorce for her daughter. 
 
The case, which has drawn criticism from local and 
international rights groups, came to light in December 
when al-Habib declined to annul the marriage on a 
legal technicality. The judge ruled the girl's mother -- 
who is separated from the girl's father -- was not the 
girl's legal guardian and therefore could not represent 
her in court, according to Abdullah al-Jutaili, the 
mother's lawyer. 
 
The girl's father, according to the attorney, arranged 
the marriage in order to settle his debts with the man, 
who is "a close friend" of his. At the time of the initial 
verdict, the judge required the girl's husband to sign a 
pledge that he would not have sex with her until she 
reaches puberty, al-Jutaili told CNN. The judge ruled 
that when the girl reaches puberty, she will have the 
right to request a divorce by filing a petition with the 
court, the lawyer said. 
 
Last month, an appeals court in the Saudi capital of 



Riyadh declined to certify the original ruling, in 
essence rejecting al-Habib's verdict, and sent the case 
back to al-Habib for reconsideration. 
 
Under the complicated Saudi legal process, the 
appeals court ruling meant that the marriage was still 
in effect, but that a challenge to the marriage was still 
ongoing. The appeals court in Riyadh will now take 
up the case again and a hearing is scheduled for next 
month, according to the relative. 
 
The issue of child marriage has been a hot-button 
topic in the deeply conservative kingdom recently. 
While rights groups have been petitioning the 
government to enact laws that would protect children 
from this type of marriage, the kingdom's top cleric 
has said that it's OK for girls as young as 10 to wed. 
 
"It is incorrect to say that it's not permitted to marry 
off girls who are 15 and younger," Sheikh Abdul Aziz 
Al-Sheikh, the kingdom's grand mufti, said in 
remarks last January quoted in the regional Al-Hayat 
newspaper. "A girl aged 10 or 12 can be married. 
Those who think she's too young are wrong and they 
are being unfair to her." 
 
Al-Sheikh reportedly made the remarks when he was 
asked during a lecture about parents forcing their 
underage daughters to marry. 
 
"We hear a lot in the media about the marriage of 
underage girls," he said, according to the newspaper. 
"We should know that Sharia law has not brought 
injustice to women." 
 
Sharia law is Islamic law. Saudi Arabia follows a 
strict interpretation of Islam called Wahhabism. 
 
CNN was unable to reach government officials for 
comment. 
Christoph Wilcke, a Saudi Arabia researcher for 
Human Rights Watch, told CNN in December that his 
organization has heard of many other cases of child 
marriages. 
 
"We've been hearing about these types of cases once 
every four or five months because the Saudi public is 
now able to express this kind of anger -- especially so 
when girls are traded off to older men," Wilcke said. 
 
Wilcke explained that while Saudi ministries may 
make decisions designed to protect children, "It is still 
the religious establishment that holds sway in the 
courts, and in many realms beyond the court." 

 
Last December, Zuhair al-Harithi, a spokesman for 
the Saudi government-run Human Rights 
Commission, said his organization is fighting against 
child marriages. 
 
"The Human Rights Commission opposes child 
marriages in Saudi Arabia," al-Harithi said. "Child 
marriages violate international agreements that have 
been signed by Saudi Arabia and should not be 
allowed." He added that his organization has been 
able to intervene and stop at least one child marriage 
from taking place. 
 
Wajeha al-Huwaider, co-founder of the Society of 
Defending Women's Rights in Saudi Arabia, told 
CNN that achieving human rights in the kingdom 
means standing against those who want to "keep us 
backward and in the dark ages." 
 
She said the marriages cause girls to "lose their sense 
of security and safety. Also, it destroys their feeling 
of being loved and nurtured. It causes them a lifetime 
of psychological problems and severe depression." 

 
 

 
 

Homeland Security on guard for 'right-
wing extremists' 
WorldNetDaily 
April 12, 2009 
 
WASHINGTON – A newly unclassified Department 
of Homeland Security report warns against the 
possibility of violence by unnamed "right-wing 
extremists" concerned about illegal immigration, 
increasing federal power, restrictions on firearms, 
abortion and the loss of U.S. sovereignty and singles 
out returning war veterans as particular threats. 
 
The report, titled "Right-wing Extremism: Current 
Economic and Political Climate Fueling Resurgence 
in Radicalization and Recruitment," dated April 7, 
states that "threats from white supremacist and violent 
anti-government groups during 2009 have been 
largely rhetorical and have not indicated plans to 
carry out violent acts." 



 
However, the document, first reported by talk-radio 
host and WND columnist Roger Hedgecock, goes on 
to suggest worsening economic woes, potential new 
legislative restrictions on firearms and "the return of 
military veterans facing significant challenges 
reintegrating into their communities could lead to the 
potential emergence of terrorist groups or lone wolf 
extremists capable of carrying out violent attacks."

The report from DHS' Office of Intelligence and 
Analysis defines right-wing extremism in the U.S. as 
"divided into those groups, movements and adherents 
that are primarily hate-oriented (based on hatred of 
particular religious, racial or ethnic groups) and those 
that are mainly anti-government, rejecting federal 
authority in favor of state or local authority, or 
rejecting government authority entirely. It may 
include groups and individuals that are dedicated to a 
single issue, such as opposition to abortion or 
immigration." 
 
"[T]he consequences of a prolonged economic 
downturn – including real estate foreclosures, 
unemployment and an inability to obtain credit – 
could create a fertile recruiting environment for right-
wing extremists and even result in confrontations 
between such groups and government authorities 
similar to those in the past," the report says.  
 
It adds that "growth in these groups subsided in 
reaction to increased government scrutiny as a result 
of the 1995 Oklahoma City bombing and disrupted 
plots, improvements in the economy and the 
continued U.S. standing as the pre-eminent world 
power." 
 
"Proposed imposition of firearms restrictions and 
weapons bans likely would attract new members into 
the ranks of right-wing extremist groups as well as 
potentially spur some of them to begin planning and 
training for violence against the government," the 
report continues. "The high volume of purchases and 
stockpiling of weapons and ammunition by right-
wing extremists in anticipation of restrictions and 
bans in some parts of the country continue to be a 
primary concern to law enforcement." 
 
Most notable is the report's focus on the impact of 
returning war veterans. 

 
"Returning veterans possess combat skills and 
experience that are attractive to right-wing 
extremists," it says. "DHS/I&A is concerned that 
right-wing extremists will attempt to recruit and 
radicalize veterans in order to boost their violent 
capacities." 
 
The report cites the April 4 shooting deaths of three 
police officers in Pittsburgh as an example of what 
may be coming, claiming the alleged gunman holds a 
racist ideology and believes in anti-government 
conspiracy theories about gun confiscations, citizen 
detention camps and "a Jewish-controlled 'one-world 
government.'" 
 
It also suggests the election of an African-American 
president and the prospect of his policy changes "are 
proving to be a driving force for right-wing extremist 
recruitment and radicalization." 
 
The report also mentions "'end times' prophecies 
could motivate extremist individuals and groups to 
stockpile food, ammunition and weapons. These 
teachings also have been linked with the 
radicalization of domestic extremist individuals and 
groups in the past, such as the violent Christian 
Identity organizations and extremist members of the 
militia movement." 
 
"DHS/I&A assesses that right-wing extremist groups' 
frustration over a perceived lack of government action 
on illegal immigration has the potential to incite 
individuals or small groups toward violence," the 
report continues. 
 
The report states the DHS will be working with state 
and local partners over the next several months to 
determine the levels of right-wing extremist activity 
in the U.S. 
 
Last month, the chief of the Missouri highway patrol 
blasted a report issued by the Missouri Information 
Analysis Center that linked conservative groups to 
domestic terrorism, assuring that such reports no 
longer will be issued. The report had been compiled 
with the assistance of DHS. 
 
The report warned law enforcement agencies to watch 
for suspicious individuals who may have bumper 
stickers for third-party political candidates such as 
Ron Paul, Bob Barr and Chuck Baldwin. 
 
It further warned law enforcement to watch out for 



individuals with "radical" ideologies based on 
Christian views, such as opposing illegal 
immigration, abortion and federal taxes. 
 
Chief James Keathley of the Missouri State Patrol 
issued a statement that the release of the report, which 
outraged conservatives nationwide, prompted him to 
"take a hard look" at the procedures through which 
the report was released by the MIAC. 
 
"My review of the procedures used by the MIAC in 
the three years since its inception indicates that the 
mechanism in place for oversight of reports needs 
improvement," he wrote. "Until two weeks ago, the 
process for release of reports from the MIAC to law 
enforcement officers around the state required no 
review by leaders of the Missouri State Highway 
Patrol or the Department of Public Safety." 
 
"For that reason, I have ordered the MIAC to 
permanently cease distribution of the militia report," 
he said. "Further, I am creating a new process for 
oversight of reports drafted by the MIAC that will 
require leaders of the Missouri State Highway Patrol 
and the Department of Public Safety to review the 
content of these reports before they are shared with 
law enforcement. My office will also undertake a 
review of the origin of the report by MIAC." 

 
 

 
 

US economy continues to contract

US economic activity weakened in March, but there 
were some signs of stabilization, the Federal Reserve 
has said in its influential Beige Book. 
 
The report, used to set US interest rates, said "overall 
economic activity contracted further or remained 
weak". 
 
But a number of districts had noted a "moderation in 
the pace of decline", while others were "stabilizing". 
 
The report comes a day after President Barack Obama 

and Fed chairman Ben Bernanke said the recession 
was easing. 
 
The Beige Book is compiled eight times a year and is 
based on reports and comments from businesses 
across the US. 
 
The last report was released at the beginning of 
March. 
 
'Slight improvement'  
 
Despite some signs of improvement, this report 
painted a bleak picture of current US economic 
activity.  
 
"Manufacturing activity weakened across a broad 
range of industries in most districts, with only a few 
exceptions," it said. 
 
"Non financial service activity continue to contract 
across districts," it added. 
 
The report also said that retail spending remained 
slow, but did comment that "some districts noted a 
slight improvement in sales compared with the 
previous reporting period". 
 
The property market also continued to suffer, but 
there were signs that interest from buyers was 
returning. 
 
"Home prices and construction were still falling in 
most areas, but better-than-expected buyer traffic led 
to scattered pick-up in sales in a number of districts," 
the report said. 
 
Downward pressure on prices was also reported. 
 
Indeed, official figures from the US Labor 
Department on Wednesday confirmed that US 
consumer prices fell by 0.1% in March. 
 
The fall meant consumer prices were down 0.4% 
from a year ago, the first annual decline since 1955. 
 
'Economic progress' 
 
The book also noted that "manufacturing activity 
continued to decline in most districts and across a 
wide range of industries".  
 
The Federal Reserve confirmed earlier on Wednesday 
that industrial production fell by 1.5% in March. 



 
However, "several reports noted that the pace of 
decline had slowed or that factory activity had 
stabilized", the book said. 
 
US factories have been running down inventories and 
cutting back on production as demand for 
manufactured goods has slumped during the 
recession. 
 
The book is published at a time when some 
commentators believe the recession may be easing. 
 
"Although conditions are still weak right now, there 
are signs that there is stabilization in certain sectors," 
said Michelle Meyer at Barclays Capital. 
 
"We're clearly still in a deep recession, but there are 
signs that things are looking a little bit brighter," she 
added. 
 
On Tuesday, Mr. Obama said that there were "signs 
of economic progress" in a speech at Georgetown 
University. 
 
He did, however, say that 2009 would be a hard year 
for the US economy, when there would be more job 
losses, more repossessions and "more pain". 
 
Mr. Bernanke, talking to students at Moorehouse 
University in Atlanta, also on Tuesday, spoke of 
"tentative signs" that the rate of contraction of the US 
economy was slowing down. 

 
 

 
 

In black and white, the 'torture' files  
The Independent 
April 18, 2009 
 
The release of Justice Department memos authorizing 
the mistreatment of terror suspects has caused a 
storm. Robert Verkaik examines a manual that gave 
US interrogators license to abuse their enemies 
 
Italics indicate taken from CIA document. 

 
1. As we understand it, Zubaydah is one of the 
highest-ranking members of the al-Qa'ida terrorist 
organization, with which the United States is 
currently engaged in an international armed conflict 
following the attacks on the World Trade Center and 
the Pentagon on September 11 2001.  
 
1. Abu Zubaydah was captured on 28 March 2002 
after a firefight in Faisalabad, Pakistan and was later 
interrogated at detention centers around the world. 
Some time before 6 September 2006 he was 
transferred to Guantanamo Bay. But despite the 
serious nature of the accusations against him, he was 
never charged with a terrorism offence. 
 
2. In light of the information you believe Zubaydah 
has and the high level of the threat you believe now 
exists, you wish to move the interrogations into what 
you have described as "increased pressure phase". ... 
In this phase, you would like to employ 10 techniques 
that you believe will dislocate his expectations 
regarding the treatment he believes he will receive 
and encourage him to disclose the crucial information 
mentioned above. 
 
2. In August 2002 the CIA suspected that Zubaydah 
held key intelligence about further terror attacks on 
the US and they intended to put him under as much 
physical and mental pressure as they believed was 
legally permissible. They planned to use 10 
techniques incrementally building to the most severe, 
water boarding. 
 
3. The attention grasp consists of grasping the 
individual with both hands, one hand on each side of 
the collar opening, in a controlled and quick motion. 
In the same motion as the grasp, the individual is 
drawn toward the interrogator. 
 
3. This is a crude interrogation technique more often 
seen on television cop shows. But in the wrong hands 
it can cause serious injury to the neck. The CIA uses 
it because it can "startle the subject, produce fear or 
even insult him". 
 
4. For walling, a flexible false wall will be 
constructed. The individual is placed with his heels 
touching the wall. The interrogator pulls the 
individual forward and then quickly and firmly pushes 
the individual into the wall. 
 
4. Perhaps the most elaborate of the ten interrogation 
techniques. The CIA goes to a great deal of trouble to 



avoid whiplash injuries by supporting the neck with a 
rolled towel. The emphasis is on fear so that when the 
suspect strikes the wall the collision creates a loud 
bang. 
 
5. The facial hold is used to hold the head immobile. 
One open palm is placed on either side of the 
individual's face. The fingertips are kept well away 
from the individual's eyes. 
 
5. Government lawyers reassure CIA officers that this 
technique is lawful because it does not constitute a 
"threat of imminent death". 
 
6. With the facial slap or insult slap, the interrogator 
slaps the individual's face with the fingers slightly 
spread. The hand makes contact with the area directly 
between the tip of the individual's chin and the bottom 
of the corresponding earlobe. The interrogator 
invades the individual's personal space. 
 
6. This is a technique more often seen during World 
Wrestling Federation events. It is justified by CIA 
interrogators who claim that it does not cause lasting 
pain but humiliates the victim. Any physical abuse of 
an individual during interrogation is banned under 
international laws against torture. 
7. Cramped confinement involves the placement of the 
individual in a confined space, the dimensions of 
which restrict the individual's movement. The 
confined space is usually dark ... Confinement in the 
larger space can last up to eighteen hours: for the 
smaller space, confinement lasts for no longer than 
two hours. 
 
7. When used in combination with other techniques it 
can have a harmful psychological effect on an 
individual. US Government lawyers told the CIA that 
the use of confinement boxes did not constitute an act 
of torture. 
 
8. Wall standing is used to induce muscle fatigue. The 
individual stands about four to five feet from a wall, 
with his feet spread at approximately shoulder width. 
His arms are stretched out in front of him, with his 
fingers resting on the wall. His fingers support all of 
his body weight. The individual is not permitted to 
move or reposition his hands or feet. 
 
8. A common practice among armed forces when 
detaining large numbers of prisoners. US soldiers 
employed this technique on the Viet Cong in 1967 
and once again in the aftermath of the invasion of Iraq 

in the last Gulf War. The Red Cross says stress 
positions can be a breach of the Geneva Conventions. 
 
9. A variety of stress positions may be used. You have 
informed us that these positions are not designed to 
produce the pain associated with contortions or 
twisting of the body. Rather, somewhat like walling, 
they are designed to produce the physical discomfort 
associated with muscle fatigue ...You have also orally 
informed us that through observing Zubaydah in 
captivity, you have noted that he appears to be quite 
flexible despite his wounds. 
 
9. The reference to wounds relates to when Zubaydah 
was shot three times in a gun battle with Pakistani and 
US security officers before his capture. He suffered 
wounds in the groin and in the thigh. 
 
10. Sleep deprivation may be used. You have 
indicated that your purpose in using this technique is 
to reduce the individual's ability to think on his feet 
and, through the discomfort associated with lack of 
sleep, to motivate him to co-operate. 
 
10. The majority of the British detainees held and 
interrogated by the Americans before being 
transferred to Guantanamo Bay complained that they 
were routinely denied sleep. Among them was British 
resident Binyam Mohamed who also alleges that he 
was brutally tortured while he was held for 18 months 
in American custody at a Moroccan prison. 
 
11. You would like to place Zubaydah in a cramped 
confinement box with an insect. You have informed us 
that he appears to have a fear of insects. In particular 
you would like to tell Zubaydah that you intend to 
place a stinging insect into the box with him. You 
would however place a harmless insect in the box ... If 
you do so, to ensure that you are outside the predicate 
act requirement, you must inform him that the insects 
will not have a sting that would produce death or 
severe pain. 
 
11. Perhaps the most primitive of all the tortures 
devised by the CIA. The exposure to insects can 
cause real psychological harm to those who have a 
genuine phobia. In the end this technique was never 
tested on a detainee, although the CIA clearly thought 
Zubaydah would have made an ideal candidate. 
 
12. Finally, you would like to use a technique called 
"water board". In this procedure, the individual is 
bound securely to an inclined bench, which is 
approximately four feet by seven feet. The individual's 



feet are generally elevated. A cloth is placed over the 
forehead and eyes. 
 
12. The most controversial practice used by the CIA. 
Those who have undergone the experience say it is 
impossible to properly convey the terrifying sense of 
drowning caused by water boarding. The US Navy 
uses it in the training of new recruits and claims it is 
"100 per cent effective in producing co-operation 
among the trainees". Now internationally condemned 
as torture. 
 
13. The facial slap likewise falls outside the set of 
predicate acts. It plainly is not a threat of imminent 
death, under Section 2340(2)(C), or a procedure 
designed to disrupt profoundly the senses or 
personality, under Section 2340(2)(B). Although it 
may hurt, as discussed above, the effect is one of 
smarting or stinging and surprise and humiliation, 
but not severe pain. Nor does it alone constitute a 
threat of severe pain or suffering under Section 
2340(2)(A) Certainly, the use of this slap may 
dislodge any expectation that Zubaydah had that he 
would not be touched in a physically aggressive 
manner. 
 
13. This reveals the level of complicity of the US 
medical establishment, whose members were present 
during these interrogation techniques. 
 
14. Based on the foregoing, and based on the facts 
that you have provided, we conclude that the 
interrogation procedures that you propose would not 
violate Section 2340A [US torture law]. We wish to 
emphasize that this is our best reading of the law; 
however, you should be aware that there are no cases 
construing this statute; just as there have been no 
prosecutions brought under it. 
 
14. The legal memorandum for the CIA was prepared 
by the assistant attorney general, Jay Bybee, the 
second most senior government lawyer at the time. 
He could face private prosecution for authorizing 
torture techniques that he clearly thought were legal 
in America but were banned under international law.

Poorest areas at greatest risk in flood

If another flood overwhelms Jackson, the city's most 
impoverished neighborhoods may be the least 
prepared and suffer the most. 
 
Federal insurance rate maps show the greatest danger 
of flooding from the Pearl River and its tributaries 
overlaps areas dominated by lower-income families 
who are more likely to be renters than homeowners. 
 
Arizona State University history professor Matthew 
Whitaker said the fact low-income areas in Jackson 
are vulnerable to flooding is no coincidence. 



 
"Mark Twain said history doesn't repeat itself, but it 
rhymes. It rhymes because often very little changes," 
he said. 
 
Whitaker is one of the editors of Hurricane Katrina: 
America's Unnatural Disaster, a compilation of 
scholarly articles examining the social aspects of the 
2005 hurricane. The effects of Katrina were 
disproportionally felt by the poor and racial 
minorities, but that also was true of the 1927 
Mississippi River Flood and the 1979 Easter Flood in 
Jackson, he said. 
 
"Usually the poor are the least equipped to deal with 
whatever tragedy ensues," he said. 
 
And government is least likely to take the necessary 
precautions to protect the poor, the elderly or 
minorities, he said. 
 
"Because they have no money, they have little if any 
political power. There is no urgency," he said. 
 
Unfortunately, that lack of urgency to address 
problems affecting poor communities - from dismal 
infrastructure to inequities in the availability of health 
care or education - end up on the plate of the middle 
and upper classes when disaster arrives, he said. 
 
"When a disaster hits, these people with power and 
means will have to pay for it. This isn't even a moral 
argument. This is a practical argument," he said. 
"There is a price to pay for inaction." 
 
Flood insurance is required for homes and businesses 
in flood zones with federally backed mortgages, but 
that proved to be of little use for many on the Gulf 
Coast following Katrina. 
 
Not only did the storm's massive tidal surge wipe out 
homeowners well outside the flood zone, but many 
residents without mortgages - including poor 
residents or senior citizens on fixed incomes - had let 
their flood insurance lapse. In addition, renters also 
were less likely to have flood insurance. 
 
A similar scenario could play out following a flood in 
Jackson. Five of the city's seven poorest census tracts 
are largely located inside identified flood zones. 
 
It is not clear how many of the city's poorest residents 
have flood insurance. According to a federal report, 
4,651 properties are protected under federal flood 

insurance, providing an average of $151,305 in 
coverage. There are 7,240 policies in place for Hinds 
and Rankin counties combined. 
 
While the number might not seem very large, 
Mississippi Insurance Department spokeswoman 
Donna Cromeans said it is significantly better 
coverage than was on the Mississippi Gulf Coast prior 
to Hurricane Katrina. The three coastal counties had a 
population of 400,000 but just 2,100 flood insurance 
policies in force. 
 
Evelyn Washington, 79, owns her Hill Avenue home 
and can afford flood insurance. 
 
"I've lived here 50 years and my home has never 
flooded," she said. 
 
Washington says she still worries. 
 
"I'm concerned daily," she said. "When that river rises 
and the water overflows, you don't know where it's 
going." 
 
While property owners may be insured, there is less 
protection for renters, many of whom are in the city's 
poorest neighborhoods. 
 
One Pearl River-hugging census tract, stretching from 
near the Riverside Drive exit of I-55 in the north to 
the southern tip of the city, is nearly entirely within 
the federal government's 100-year flood plain. Three-
fourths of residents are renters and more than half 
meet the federal definition of impoverished. 
 
The picture is similar for a west Jackson census tract 
in the Town Creek flood plain where the median 
annual family income is $14,366. 
 
City Council President Leslie Burl McLemore said it 
is hardly surprising the city's poorest people inhabit 
the poorest land. But he said the 1979 flood was no 
respecter of economic class. 
 
"In the last one, the richer section of our town took a 
beating, Eastover, and then downtown Jackson," he 
said. 
 
If another flood comes, the wealthy, along with the 
poor, will be back in the soup. 
 
In fact, with a boom in new construction downtown, 
including the convention center along with the 
rehabilitation of the King Edward Hotel and the 



Standard Life building, the cost to wealthier interests 
in Jackson likely would be even greater. 
 
"It would be, in a word, devastating institutionally, 
structurally and financially," he said. 
 
Perhaps that shared risk between rich and poor finally 
will spur government - at all levels - to come up with 
an acceptable solution to flood control, he said. 
 
"Thirty years ago people rolled up their sleeves to 
save the community. You had a cross section of the 
community that might not ordinarily associate with 
each other," he said. "It's a hell of a price to pay for 
community involvement." 

 
 

 
 

Tornado season 2009: it's been a busy

The period April 8-13 saw the greatest concentration 
of tornadoes so far in the 2009 season. 
 
Over 100 tornadoes were reported during the period; 
almost all of these were during the April 9-10 
outbreak which gouged states from Oklahoma to 
Georgia with tornado damage and 5 deaths. 
 
Mena, Arkansas, in the western part of the state, had 
three fatalities and 30 injuries, and many millions in 
damage. Two other fatalities were reported in 
Rutherford County, Tennessee on the 10th of April. 
 
Some of the tornado reports are duplicates and the 
actual total will likely be reduced by about 20%; this 
is still a lot of twisters in what had been up to last 
week a very slow tornado season. 
 
The total number of tornadoes now logged for the 
year stands at 303. This is still below the average for 
2005-2008, but it’s been catching up with the 
unsettled pattern of the past week. 
 
As for how the rest of the season shapes up 
nationally, the recent pattern of an endless series of 

upper lows looks to continue for a while. Each of 
these systems has the potential for tornado 
production.

Flood-threatened city urges vulnerable to 
leave

VALLEY CITY, N.D. (AP) — Faced with the threat 
of a major flood, the mayor of Valley City called 
Tuesday for the evacuation of sick and elderly 
residents, as well as those living in low-lying areas, so 
that emergency crews could focus on trying to hold 
back the swollen Sheyenne River. 
 
Mayor Mary Lee Nielson asked affected residents to 
leave their homes by Wednesday evening, saying it 
would help keep emergency routes free of traffic. 
 
"We may need to get people in and out of there in a 
hurry," she said. 
 
Nielson said the evacuation order is voluntary but 
"strongly recommended." She said it would affect 
about 1,450 homes — "not quite half the city" of 
nearly 7,000 people. 
 
"No one living has seen anything like what's 
happening in Valley City, Barnes County and the 
entire area. It's beyond words," said state Sen. Larry 
Robinson, D-Valley City. Robinson, who was in 
Bismarck for the legislative session, said he spent part 
of last weekend sandbagging. 
 
About 450 National Guard members have been called 
in to help, the mayor said. Crews have had to repair at 
least three dike leaks in recent days, but Nielson said 
there were no reports of problems with the dikes 
overnight Monday. 
 
"It was a blessing," she said. 
 
The Sheyenne River rose Monday above the 20-foot 



Valley City record set in April 1882. It reached 20.6 
feet Tuesday, with a projected crest of around 22 feet 
later in the week. 
 
Greg Wiche, the director of the U.S. Geological 
Survey's Water Science Center in Bismarck, said the 
flood risk could last a month. 
 
Robinson said community volunteers, students and 
others are also working to hold back the river. Classes 
have been canceled at public schools and at Valley 
City State University and students have switched to 
sandbag duty. 
 
Linda Sorensen was moving all her furniture to the 
second floor of her home Tuesday. She and her 
husband, Ronald, who own a plumbing and heating 
business, have been helping homeowners prepare for 
flooding. 
 
"Some of our guys are being hauled to homes by boat 
so we can keep their pumps up and running," 
Sorensen said. 
 
The Sheyenne empties into the Red River, which is 
expected to reach a second flood crest of its own near 
Fargo this week. 
 
The Red crested at Fargo and neighboring Moorhead, 
Minn., late last month just short of 41 feet, after 
volunteers filled thousands of sandbags to raise levees 
above that mark. The river's second crest there is 
projected to reach 37 feet, which is lower than earlier 
forecasts. 
 
The National Weather Service has posted flood 
warnings for much of North Dakota. Roads are 
flooded throughout the state, and state Transportation 
Department Director Francis Ziegler said some 
highways will have to be completely rebuilt. A 100-
mile stretch of Interstate 94 between Bismarck and 
Jamestown was reopened Tuesday after an overnight 
closure because of flooding, but officials imposed a 5 
mph speed limit. 
 
Amtrak suspended service Tuesday between Minot 
and St. Paul, Minn., because of track flooding east of 
Minot. Amtrak spokesman Marc Magliari said 
communities in North Dakota and Minnesota would 
be affected for at least 24 hours. 
 
In Walsh County, in northeastern North Dakota, 
Sheriff Lauren Wild said a man missing since his 
pickup was swept away near the town of Park River 

early Sunday was presumed drowned. Two other 
people in the truck swam to safety.

Early morning winds, damage caused by 
gravity wave

No, it wasn't a tornado. 
 
The strong winds which swept through the 
Birmingham area downing trees and power lines late 
last night and early this morning were produced by a 
phenomenon known as a gravity wave. 
 
The gravity wave created winds traveling 60 miles 
per hour as it moved west to east, said Tara Golden, 
National Weather Service meteorologist. 
 
A gravity wave forms on the back of a very large area 
of rain, Golden said. Winds may blow in one 
direction and when the gravity wave moves through, 
winds will do an 180 degree shift and move in the 
opposite direction, she said. 
"The wave is completely different from a tornado in 
that in a tornado you have rotation and touch down on 
the ground "and we had nothing of the sort with the 
gravity wave," Golden said. 
 
But minus tossed cars and collapsed homes, the 
gravity wave may have given some Birmingham area 
residents the impression that a tornado was on the 
horizon. 
 
"It was just the strong winds (from the gravity wave) 
that moved from west to east across the area that 
produced all trees and power lines that we had the 
damage report this morning," Golden said. 
 
A gravity wave is slightly more uncommon than 
straight line winds, she said. 
 
And it's also harder to predict. "You usually don't see 
it until you see one forming," Golden added. 



 
Power remains out and trees are down in more than 
140 Birmingham locations.

Drought threatens `Garden of Eden' 
marshes in Iraq

HOR AL-HAMMAR, Iraq -- A severe drought is 
threatening Iraq's southern marshes - the traditional 
site of the biblical Garden of Eden - just as the region 
was recovering from Saddam Hussein's draining of its 
lakes and swamps to punish a political rebellion. 
 
Marshes that were coming back to life a few years 
ago with U.N. help are again little more than vast 
expanses of cracked earth. The area's thousands of 
inhabitants, known as Marsh Arabs, are victims of the 
debilitating drought that has ravaged much of Iraq 
and neighboring countries the last two years. 
"I have no work. Our livestock have died, our 
children have left school because we don't have 
money to buy them clothes," said fisherman Yasir 
Razaq. He spoke in front of his wooden boat, which 
sat on a dried-up lake bed in the Hor al-Hammar 
marsh near Nasiriyah, 200 miles south of Baghdad. 
 
"Before when there was fishing, we could get money 
for children's clothes," he said. "Now we have lost 
everything and our situation is miserable." 
 
The Marsh Arab culture existed for more than 5,000 
years in the 8,000 square miles of wetlands fed by the 
Tigris and Euphrates rivers. The marshes boasted 
hundreds of species of birds and fish, and periodic 
flooding created fertile farm lands. 
 
The flooded, flat plain is said to have played an 
important role in the development of an agriculture-
based culture that helped raise civilization to new 
heights. Some biblical scholars identified the vast 
marshes - the most extensive wetlands in the Middle 
East - as the site of the fabled Garden of Eden. 

 
But after the 1991 Gulf War, the marshes became a 
casualty of Iraq's religiously based politics. 
 
Saddam, a Sunni Muslim, considered the thousands of 
mostly Shiite Marsh Arabs to be disloyal - first in the 
Iran-Iraq war of the 1980s and more seriously when 
Shiites in southern Iraq rose up against his regime 
after a U.S.-led coalition forced the Iraqi army out of 
Kuwait. 
 
Many Shiite rebels hid among the Marsh Arabs in the 
forests of reeds and myriad of lakes. To punish them, 
Saddam built a massive network of dams and earthen 
walls to divert water and dry the marshes. 
 
The effect was devastating. 
 
By the time Saddam was overthrown in 2003, the 
marshes had shrunk by 90 percent from their size in 
the 1970s, when they had covered nearly 3,500 square 
miles - larger than Delaware. 
 
Many experts direly predicted that the marshes might 
disappear entirely by 2008. 
 
The United Nations launched an $11 million project 
to restore the marshes, including removing some of 
the barriers that were keeping water from flowing into 
the area. 
And by 2006, more than half the original marshlands 
had successfully flooded. 
 
"Our ministry right from beginning ... started 
considering the restoration of the marshes area to be 
our priority," said Iraqi Water Resources Minister 
Abdul-Latif Jamal Rasheed, adding that the effort had 
achieved some success. 
 
The marsh restoration programs depend on adequate 
water flow in the Tigris and the Euphrates, the two 
rivers that gave Iraq its ancient name of Mesopotamia 
- Greek for "land between the rivers." 
 
But the recent drought has caused the levels of those 
two rivers to fall. 
 
Iraq's winter ended without adequate rain for a second 
year in a row. Overall, the rainfall for the last two 
years has been only about 30 to 40 percent of normal 
levels- not only in Iraq but in Syria and southeastern 
Turkey to the north, where the great rivers begin. 
 
By the time the rivers meander through Iraq down to 



its southern marshes, much of the water has already 
been diverted into canals to irrigate parched farm 
fields. 
 
Last month, the U.N.'s Food and Agriculture 
Organization and the Iraqi government announced a 
new $47 million program last month to restore the 
marshes, focusing on the southern provinces of 
Maysan, Dhi Qar and Basra. 
 
But the program's Iraq director, Dr. Fadel el-Zubi, 
expressed doubt that the marshes can be fully restored 
without a break in the drought. Also needed are new 
water-sharing agreements among countries in the 
region including Syria and Iran to give Iraq more 
access to water, he said. 
 
"There is much less water coming from neighboring 
countries," he said. "So the amount of water going to 
the marshlands will be less." 
 
Much of the program is aimed at improving the lives 
of Marsh Arabs, who pursue a life of fishing and 
foraging that has not changed substantially for 
thousands of years. 
 
Among other things, the program will include 
restocking the marshes with fish capable of surviving 
in areas where low water levels have raised the salt 
content, el-Zubi said. 
He said the program would also help people in the 
region replenish their livestock, mostly sheep and 
water buffalo. 
 
"The main goal is to restore the maximum that you 
can within the coming five years and to enable the 
marshland people to resume farming, livestock 
production and so on," he said. 
 
Even with the drought, the outlook for the marshes is 
better than a decade ago. 
 
But that means little too many of the Marsh Arabs. 
 
"We hoped the new government might do 
something," said a fisherman who gave his name only 
as Mohammed because he feared criticizing the 
government publicly. "But it's still the same. This is 
the second time that the water has been drained 
away."

INDONESIA -  Two more earthquakes, both 5.3 [5.5] 
magnitude, hit South Pagai on the Mentawai Islands 
of Indonesia's West Sumatra early Friday. The quakes 
followed a 6.0-magnitude tremor Thursday that shook 
island residents but caused no injuries or damage. The 
epicenter of the Friday incident was 43 kilometers, 
about 27 miles, southwest of South Pagai Island. The 
island chain lies just off Padang, capital of an 
earthquake-prone province. Some experts warn the 
area will bear the brunt of Indonesia's next major 
earthquake.  
 
ITALY -  Six earth tremors were recorded in the 
Italian province of Abruzzo on Sunday, a week after 
the prior devastating earthquake. 10,000 aftershocks 
since last week's earthquake in Italy of which 1000 
aftershocks (measuring 2.5 or more on the Richter 
scale) could be felt. A top expert warned that the 
tremors will probably get stronger. "We do not 
exclude slightly stronger aftershocks, it's even 
probable” that there will be tremors above 3.0 on the 
Richter scale. Italy needs to spend 12 billion Euros 
($16 billion) to reconstruct housing and other 
buildings in the earthquake-devastated region of 
Abruzzo.  
 
SRI LANKA -  The earth tremor which was felt in 
three provinces in Sri Lanka yesterday could be due 
to a new plate that had formed under the sea just off 
Sri Lanka. The new plate that was forming was 
discovered when surveys were made in the seas off 
Sri Lanka to demarcate the fishing area of the 
country. No one thought that Sri Lanka would be at 
risk of earthquakes until the tsunami struck in 
December 2004. “We have been experiencing tremors 
frequently and we may have this risk in the future." 
Yesterday’s tremor, which was felt in many areas in 
the Southern, Eastern and Uva provinces, registered 
under 4 on the Richter scale and has been recorded at 
the Pallekele monitoring station. However it has not 

been recorded at the California headquarters. Tiles of 
many houses and a temple had been displaced as a 
result of the tremor. The windows of one house have 
come off their hinges. Glass window panes in some 
houses were reported to have been blown off by the 
tremor. Meanwhile, a tsunami scare was reported 
from coastal areas in Polhena, Paramulla, 
Devinuwara, Gandara and Dikwella. The people in 
these areas were seen running in panic, leaving their 
homes after the tremor made the earth tremble. 
 
AFGHANISTAN -  Two moderate earthquakes have 
hit eastern Afghanistan, killing at least 19 people and 
destroying dozens of homes. The US Geological 
Survey says a 5.5-magnitude quake struck at 0157 
local time (2127 GMT), followed by a 5.1-magnitude 
aftershock two hours later. The quakes struck in 
Nangarhar province, about 50 miles (80km) east of 
Kabul near the Pakistan border. At least two villages 
were reported to have suffered serious damage. 
Villagers told reporters that the death toll was higher. 

 
VOLCANOES 

 
RWANDA -  An innovative plan to extract methane 
gas from the depths of Lake Kivu in central Africa 
might save millions from a deadly natural catastrophe 
and help solve this country's severe energy shortage. 
This month the New York-based energy company 
Contour Global signed a $325 million deal to develop 
a power station using natural gas extracted from Lake 
Kivu. In the depths of Lake Kivu, an estimated 65 
billion cubic meters of methane gas are dissolved, as 
well as three times that amount of carbon dioxide. 
Combined with the region’s almost constant volcanic 
activity, these gases are a volatile and potentially 
deadly combination for the 2 million people who live 
around Lake Kivu. The heavy upper water keeps the 
gas in place, much like a lid on a bottle of beer, but 
experts warn that a sudden increase in heat could 
ignite the methane and break that seal in a 
phenomenon known as "Lake Turnover," releasing a 
toxic cloud of suffocating carbon dioxide. Not only is 
the lake’s bed itself volcanic, but an active volcano 
overlooks the Congolese city of Goma just a few 
miles from the lake's northern shore. Nyiragongo last 
erupted seven years ago. Fractures yards wide opened 
up in the ground and rivers of lava poured out, 
running through the city destroying everything in 
their path and killing 150 people. The fractures have 
been moving closer to the town and the lake with 
each eruption. “We expect the next eruption will be a 
fracture opening up in the town. If that happens Goma 
is finished. Right now the carbon dioxide and 



methane below the surface of the lake do not pose 
much of a danger. But if the lava flow from 
Nyiragongo reaches the lake, it could force the gases 
out. The poisonous cloud could spread for miles in 
every direction killing all people, animals and plants. 
It would be a biological extinction.” This is not idle 
doomsday speculation. In 1986, seismic activity 
caused Lake Nyos in Cameroon to release a massive 
toxic cloud that killed 1,700 people in an 18-mile area 
around the lake. Scientists have called the methane in 
Lake Kivu a potential detonator for an explosion that 
could release a thousand times more gas than Lake 
Nyos.  
 
HAWAII -  A magnitude-5.0 earthquake beneath the 
south flank of Kilauea Volcano shook the entire Big 
Island of Hawaii on Tuesday. 
  
INDONESIA -  Three volcanoes around the country 
are currently on alert status and another 11 have 
shown signs of increasing activity in the last month, 
an official said on Sunday. Officials had raised the 
status of Mount Ibu in Maluku Province in December 
2008, Mount Semeru in East Java Province in early 
March and Mount Karangetang in North Sulawesi 
Province in mid-March. They have no predictions of 
imminent eruptions, but warned locals to stay outside 
a two-kilometer radius of each volcano due to the 
increasing activity. “They are now dangerous for 
local residents. Karangetang is dangerous for its great 
deal of volcanic ash, Ibu for its molten lava spray and 
Semeru for its eruption activity. We are monitoring 
them intensively because there has been no sign of 
decreasing activities.” Indonesia has the highest 
number of active volcanoes of any country in the 
world. In the past two years, Anak Krakatau off the 
coast of Banten Province and Mount Merapi in 
Central Java both showed signs of increasing activity, 
but neither had produced a serious eruption or any 
fatalities. 
 
ECUADOR - La Cumbre volcano is erupting in the 
Galapagos Islands and could harm unique wildlife. La 
Cumbre volcano began spewing lava, gas and smoke 
on uninhabited Fernandina Island on Saturday after 
four years of inactivity. The eruption is not a threat to 
people living on nearby Isabela Island. But lava 
flowing to the sea will likely affect marine and 
terrestrial iguanas, wolves and other fauna. 
Fernandina is the island with the most volcanic 
activity in the archipelago. La Cumbre last erupted in 
May 2005. 
 
ALASKA -  The Alaska Volcano Observatory says 

the Redoubt volcano continues to produce many 
small, discrete earthquakes. It also is producing a 
steam plume. 

 
TROPICAL STORMS  

 
BANGLADESH -  Cyclone Bijli, packing winds of 
up to 90 kilometers (56 miles) an hour, lashed 
Bangladesh's southeastern coastal area, damaging 
houses and uprooting trees Friday. A few casualties 
were reported after Cyclone Bijli weakened before 
making landfall late Friday. "The cyclone was not 
very strong. We took precautionary measures and all 
people living in low-lying areas went to shelters." 
Those evacuated were allowed to return home on 
Saturday morning. "Dozens of thatched houses were 
destroyed in the cyclone and some trees were 
uprooted." Three people died, including a 50-year-old 
man and a month-old baby, both of whom had 
medical conditions that deteriorated while being 
moved to the shelters. Rescue workers were still 
trying to reach remote areas. The tide was low which 
meant the tidal surge was not too severe.  
 
Tropical Cyclone Bijli,  with sustained winds of 50 
mph, is located off the coast of Orissa, India and will 
slightly strengthen while tracking to the northeast 
along the coastline of Orissa, West Bengal, 
Bangladesh before making landfall in the vicinity of 
the Bangladesh and Myanmar boarder region on 
Saturday. 
 
MADAGASCAR -  Five more people were found 
dead in Madagascar after tropical cyclone Jade, 
pushing the death toll to 15. A further 22,900 people 
were also registered as homeless, bringing the number 
without shelter to over 60,800. The new deaths and 
homeless figures were reported in the northeastern 
district of Antalaha, where Jade made landfall on 
April 6. Officials had been unable to collect the data 
from the district because of rising waters in the area. 
The emergency management office also reported that 
63 percent of Antalaha's coffee and vanilla crops, the 
region's key exports, were damaged. Three-quarters 
of subsistence crops and 65 percent of fruit trees were 
destroyed. Madagascar's cyclone season runs from 
November to April. In January, at least nine people 
were killed and more than 20,000 lost their homes 
after two cyclones hit the Indian Ocean Island. 
 
BANGLADESH  advised ports to hoist cautionary 
signals and asked all fishing boats and trawlers not to 
venture into deep seas as a tropical storm [Cyclone 
Bijli] brewed in the Bay of Bengal on Wednesday. 



The storm packing winds up to 50 km (31 miles) was 
1,135 km (710 miles) southwest of the country's main 
Chittagong port at 0000 GMT. "It (the storm) is likely 
to intensify and move in a northwesterly (towards the 
Indian coast) direction." 
 
Numerical weather prediction models suggested 
that the system may not cross the east coast but 
instead re-curve in a northeasterly direction. True to 
predictions, 01B [Bijli] has tracked initially north-
northwest (towards India’s southeastern coast) and 
will keep doing so for another day to reach within 
striking distance off Orissa coast. Nearly all 
international models see the system being steered 
away east-northeast over the next 24 hours under the 
influence of a big seasonal anti-cyclone coming into 
its own over North and Northwest India. International 
models predict a likely landfall over the Myanmar 
coast, but the cyclone will keep the entire Andhra 
Pradesh-Orissa-West Bengal coast on tenterhooks as 
it is put through the paces by an overarching anti-
cyclone and a prevailing western disturbance. The 
strongest impact on the Indian coast could likely be 
off the Orissa coast (around Bhubaneshwar) over the 
next two days, and later Kolkata. In neighboring 
Bangladesh, Cox Bazaar, Chittagong and Dhaka too 
might feel the ‘gust’ as it careens off for its eventual 
landfall just to the south. Another round of 
intensification is indicated in three days; with 
prevailing wind speeds touching 111 km/hour gusting 
to 138 km/hour when 01B could be prowling the 
waters just south off the West Bengal coast. It will 
more or less mimic the path, if not the destructive 
behaviour, of killer cyclone Nargis of last year that 
killed lakhs of people in one of Asia’s largest rice-
growing belts and devastated acres and acres of the 
standing crop. 

 
EXTREME HEAT / WILDFIRES / 
DROUGHT / CLIMATE CHANGE 

 
Forests' role as massive carbon sinks is "at risk of 
being lost entirely", top forestry scientists have 
warned. Forests are under increasing degrees of stress 
as a result of climate change. Forests could release 
vast amounts of carbon if temperatures rise 2.5C 
(4.5F) above pre-industrial levels. "We normally 
think of forests as putting the brakes on global 
warming. But over the next few decades, damage 
induced by climate change could cause forests to 
release huge quantities of carbon and create a 
situation in which they do more to accelerate 
warming than to slow it down."  

 
West Africa faces 'megadroughts' - DROUGHTS 
LASTING CENTURIES occur regularly in West 
Africa, scientists find - and another one is coming, 
climate change or not. Analysis of sediments in a 
Ghanaian lake shows the last of these "megadroughts" 
ended 250 years ago. Man-made climate change may 
make the situation worse. But the droughts are going 
to happen again anyway, and societies should begin 
planning for them. "It's disconcerting - it suggests 
we're vulnerable to A LONGER-LASTING 
DROUGHT THAN WE'VE SEEN IN OUR 
LIFETIME." Droughts lasting a few decades appear 
to be linked to the Atlantic Multidecadal Oscillation 
(AMO), a natural climatic cycle in which sea surface 
temperatures in the tropical Atlantic Ocean vary over 
time. However, the cause of the longer, multi-century 
droughts is not clear. "That's one of the scary aspects 
- we have no idea what causes them." There appears 
to be a similarity between the outlook for West Africa 
and the southwestern portion of the US. There, 
research has also shown a history of shorter and 
longer droughts.  
 
Dust plays larger than expected role in 
determining Atlantic temperature - The recent 
warming trend in the Atlantic Ocean is largely due to 
reductions in airborne dust and volcanic emissions 
during the past 30 years, according to a new study. 
Since 1980, the tropical North Atlantic has been 
warming by an average of a quarter-degree Celsius (a 
half-degree Fahrenheit) per decade. Though this 
number sounds small, it can translate to big impacts 
on hurricanes, which thrive on warmer water. For 
example, the ocean temperature difference between 
1994, a quiet hurricane year, and 2005's record-
breaking year of storms, was just one degree 
Fahrenheit. More than two-thirds of this upward trend 
in recent decades can be attributed to changes in 
African dust storm and tropical volcano activity 
during that time. African dust and other airborne 
particles can suppress hurricane activity by reducing 
how much sunlight reaches the ocean and keeping the 
sea surface cool. Dusty years predict mild hurricane 
seasons, while years with low dust activity - including 
2004 and 2005 - have been linked to stronger and 
more frequent storms. 70% of the upward pattern of 
warming in the Atlantic is being forced by the 
combination of dust and volcanoes, and about 25% of 
it is just from the dust storms themselves. Only about 
30% of the observed Atlantic temperature increases 
are due to other factors, such as a warming climate. 
While not discounting the importance of global 
warming, this adjustment brings the estimate of 



global warming impact on the Atlantic more into line 
with the smaller degree of ocean warming seen 
elsewhere, such as the Pacific. "This makes sense, 
because we don't really expect global warming to 
make the ocean [temperature] increase that fast." No 
one yet understands what drives dust variability from 
year to year. "We don't really understand how dust is 
going to change in these climate projections, and 
changes in dust could have a really good effect or a 
really bad effect." 
 
Even a slight increase in temperature could result 
in drought-stricken trees dying five times faster. 

 
MYSTERY BOOMS / SKYQUAKES-  

 
CANADA - 4/17/09 - Vancouver residents report 
mysterious, very loud, sound - Much of Vancouver 
got an ear-splitting wakeup call Friday morning. Was 
it an explosion? A volcanic eruption? A thunderclap? 
No one had an definitive explanation, despite many 
theories about the big bang that shook Vancouver 
shortly after 6 a.m. "We did have a weather front 
move through the area in the early-morning hours. 
But there were no lightning strikes at all in the area." 
Seismic monitors registered nothing out of the 
ordinary. 

 

HEAVY RAINS / FLOODING / 
LANDSLIDES / UNUSUAL & OUT-OF-

SEASON WEATHER - 
 

TEXAS - Massive storms swept across Southeast 
Texas Saturday, claiming the lives of five Houston 
children who drowned in a Lincoln Town Car that 
was overcome by high water. Rainfall that severe is 
usually only seen in tropical storm conditions. 
 
ALABAMA -  The gravity wave that hit Scottsboro 
early Monday morning, causing widespread damage 
and destruction, was a 'RARE OCCURRENCE'. A 
gravity wave is a vertical wave produced by 
mountains and thunderstorm updrafts. The air is 
forced to rise in stable air. Over time, it is forced to 
sink back down and momentum increases the wind 
speed. It continues to rise and sink and its' intensity 
increases and decreases. Gravity waves usually come 
in behind thunder storms. "It's VERY RARE. It might 
happen once every five years or so." The high winds 
lasted up to three hours. Most times winds that strong 
last about 30 minutes. 
 
OREGON - Intense winds in an EXTREMELY 
RARE WEATHER EVENT destroyed Old Growth 

timber up to eight centuries old in Oxbow Regional 
Park near Troutdale in late March. Metro naturalists 
hypothesize that a "microburst extreme weather 
event" - an intense downdraft of wind - occurred 
between 6:30 and 7:30 p.m. March 28, felling about 
20 trees and shearing others off 15 feet above ground. 
Some of the trees are believed to have been saplings 
around the time King John of England signed the 
Magna Carta in 1215, a turning point in the creation 
of constitutional law. Downdrafts begin as a column 
of rapidly falling cold air that, once they hit the 
ground, can accelerate to 120 mph or more. Like a 
tornado in reverse, these extreme downdrafts disperse 
quickly. The Western red cedar, Western hemlock 
and Douglas fir, some up to 800 years old, fell in a 
symmetrical pattern along the park's main road, 
pushed downhill and towards the Sandy River.  
 
NORTH DAKOTA -  Last month’s RECORD-
SETTING RAIN was an incredible 63% higher than 
the previous record of 2.83 inches, and is likely a 
record that will not be broken. 
 
CANADA -  Massive ice floes from the Red River 
destroyed homes north of Winnipeg on Sunday as the 
floes were carried overland by flood waters. 
 
SRI LANKA -  The Meteorology Department has 
warned the public to be extra careful and vigilant over 
the next few weeks, during which heavy 
thunderstorms are expected. The prevailing inter-
monsoonal weather conditions have been exacerbated 
by an inter-tropical convergence zone that has formed 
over the country. The inter-tropical convergence zone 
is the result of winds from the southern and northern 
hemispheres colliding. The UNUSUAL weather was 
characterized by UNUSUAL cloud formations. 
 

TSUNAMI / FREAK WAVES / 
ABNORMAL TIDES / RISING SEA 

LEVELS –  
 

SOLOMON ISLANDS -  Deadly Pacific quake keeps 
surprising scientists - The 2007 earthquake in the 
Solomon Islands that launched a deadly tsunami is 
raising a host of challenges for scientists working to 
understand what happened. The quake generated a 
larger-than-expected tsunami that claimed 52 lives 
and caused extensive property damage in an area that 
had little seismic activity previously. Quakes often 
occur in areas where one of the plates that make up 
the crust of the earth is moving downward, beneath 
another section of crust, a process called subduction. 
But researchers report that in the Solomon Islands 



quake there were actually three sections of crust 
involved, two of them sliding at different rates 
beneath the third. The Australia Plate is moving 
beneath the Pacific Plate at about 5.5 inches-a-year, 
while the adjacent Solomon Plate is moving about 4 
inches-a-year. In addition, the Australia and Solomon 
plates are moving in slightly different directions. The 
quake started in the boundary between the Australia 
and Pacific plates, and then suddenly jumped to the 
Solomon-Pacific boundary. "Normally we think 
earthquakes should stop at the plate boundaries." 
When the earthquake moved from one plate to the 
other, it quickly changed direction, mimicking the 
different plate motion directions of the plates 
involved: "I DO NOT KNOW OF ANY OTHER 
PLACE WHERE WE HAVE OBSERVED THAT 
BEHAVIOR DURING AN EARTHQUAKE 
BEFORE, but it most certainly has happened here 
before." The combination of motions caused the 
Pacific plate to bunch up by a couple of yards. And 
that uplift is probably the reason for the unexpected 
size of the tsunami waves that followed. Coral islands 
are common in that area, and they may be the result 
of similar previous instances of uplift. This is also 
some of the youngest oceanic crust known to be 
subducting and seismologists do not expect young 
sections of the Earth's crust to be locations of major 
earthquakes. 
 

HEAVY SNOW / EXTREME COLD -  
 
ARCTIC -  Extreme weather conditions are 
hampering attempts by a team of three British 
explorers to survey the Arctic sea ice around the 
North Pole. "The extreme weather, even by Arctic 
standards, has affected much of the team's standard 
kit. They've had breakages to equipment such as 
stoves and skis because of the harsh conditions." 
Typical daily temperatures are still as low as -40C, 
with significant wind chill plunging temperatures still 
lower. Despite equipment failures, the team has been 
able to continue their work using more traditional 
survey methods. They show the floating sea ice over 
which the team travelled in the early stage of their 
expedition is predominantly "new ice", with an 
average thickness of 1.77m. Finding "first year ice" in 
this part of the ocean had been unexpected, 
suggesting that the older, thicker ice had either melted 
or moved to a different part of the ocean. "To 
discover that there's virtually no 'multi year ice' in this 
part of the transect is a real surprise." The first year 
ice will only have formed since September 2008 and, 
being thinner, is less likely to survive the Arctic's 

annual summer thaw. It points to an ever-smaller 
summer ice covering around the North Pole this year. 

 
HEALTH THREATS -  

 
Fruit and vegetables allergies soaring - "We have 
seen a big rise in the number of cases in the past four 
to five years. It is a bit like the peanut allergy was the 
epidemic of the 1990s. I think fruit and vegetables are 
becoming the epidemic now." "Normally we would 
see this among young adults as they start to develop 
hay fever but we are starting to see more of it among 
young children. As there is more allergy, the severity 
seems to be increasing and the patterns are changing." 
Particles from diesel exhaust may be making the 
situation worse as these make pollen more allergenic.  
 
10 simple ways to beat the blues - UK charities are 
calling for a nationwide campaign to help promote 
mental health after a survey suggested more people 
are growing anxious. 

 
 

SOLAR WEATHER -  
 

The Sun currently emits less radio noise THAN 
AT ANY POINT SINCE 1955. The solar wind 
pressure is currently LOWER THAN AT ANY 
OTHER RECORDED TIME (NASA first kept track 
in the 1960's). More galactic cosmic rays (GCRs) 
bombard the Earth now THAN AT ANY OTHER 
RECORDED TIME (due to the low solar wind 
pressure). This means you're soaking up an extra dose 
of GCRs if you fly in an airplane or live at a very high 
altitude. Satellites are currently experiencing less 
atmospheric drag than normal, resulting in greater 
orbital stability with less fuel expended for station-
keeping. Since 2004, we've had 602 sunspot-free 
days. The typical Solar Minimum lasts for 485 days. 
91 days in 2009 have been sunspot-free (that's 88% of 
all days so far). 
 
The most powerful solar explosions are now 
moving in slow motion. "Lately, coronal mass 
ejections (CMEs) have become very slow, so slow 
that they have to be dragged away from the sun by the 
solar wind." A researcher who has examined 
thousands of CMEs recorded by SOHO over the past 
13 years said he's RARELY SEEN such plodding 
explosions. In active times, CMEs can blast away 
from the sun faster than 1000 km/s. Even during the 
solar minimum of 1996, CMEs often revved up to 
500 or 600 km/s. "Almost all the CMEs we've seen 
since the end of April 2008, however, are very slow, 



less than 300 km/s." Is this just another way of saying 
"the sun is very quiet?" Or do slow-motion CMEs 
represent a new phenomena?

Editor's note: The following is the Easter sermon given by the 
Rev. Clarke French, rector of Trinity Episcopal Church in 
Watertown. 
 
Few things in life are absolutely certain these days. If 
you had told me last Easter that this year we would be 
celebrating the Resurrection in the midst of the worst 
financial crisis since the Great Depression, I wouldn't 
have believed you. It goes to show just how fickle the 
changes and chances of our vulnerable world can be. 
 
But one thing I can rely on year after year is that 
certain news media will take aim at Christianity, just 
as we prepare to celebrate our most joyous day. Early 
last week the New York Post broke the story about a 
former colleague of mine from Staten Island who, 
over the course of the last three years, embezzled 
almost $85,000 of church funds to finance several 
Botox and plastic surgery treatments. The Post, 
known for its salacious headlines, dubbed him Friar 
Tuck. Ouch. Everything about the case was sad — not 
the least its timing. 
 
But the piece that most caught my attention was the 
cover story in Newsweek. The article, once again, 
proclaimed the end of "Christian America" — a 
phrase that is now so overused so as to become cliché. 
Christian America's days are numbered, Newsweek 
proclaims, as the U.S. Northeast — the birthplace of 
American Christianity — quickly catches up to the 
Northwest as the "most unchurched part of the 
country." What rarely gets covered in the pages of 
Newsweek, though, is that the only group shrinking 
faster than churchgoers are readers of printed 
magazines like Newsweek and Time. The times, they 
are a changin'. 
 
This year, many churches across America will come 
to the conclusion that they are no longer financially 
able to keep open their doors or to exist in the ways to 
which they have become accustomed. Hit with the 
"double whammy" of underwater portfolios and the 



diminished affluence of their biggest contributors, the 
"economics" of church life will likely prove to be a 
harsh lesson in supply and demand. 
 
And their demise will be quietly observed. Unlike the 
Big Three automakers and the Wall Street investment 
houses, no federal bailout or stimulus dollars will 
flow to the churches of "Christian America." The loss 
of countless feeding programs and the critical needs 
many churches provide to the least and the unlikely of 
our land will, I suppose, either disappear entirely or 
be subsumed into a taxpayer-funded relief agency. 
 
But is the news all bad? Not for people who aren't 
afraid of the occasional reality check. All across this 
country the captains of industry along with the 
directors of nonprofits are sitting around board tables 
and asking the question, "What do we need to be in 
order to be around next year, or in 10 years, or in 50?" 
It's another way of asking: "What is the best thing 
about us?" What would folks miss the most were we 
to disappear? 
 
Hold that thought. I've been a member of a church my 
entire life: big ones, little ones, "resourced" ones and 
struggling ones. And I have seen with my own eyes 
how a dedicated core group of members keep the 
gears turning. I have also watched, with not a little 
pain, how that core group works harder and harder 
each year to keep alive its activities and traditions. 
And the disappointment I see in their eyes when faced 
with the law of diminishing returns is heartbreaking. 
For church members who remember the days when 
they had to put chairs in the aisles to accommodate 
the crowds, the pain is even more acute. They 
remember what their church once was and they grieve 
its loss. 
 
But there is hope. There is hope because those same 
core members — the 20 percent of churchgoers that 
do 80 percent of the work — those same dedicated 
folks are beginning to ask the questions that Big 
Business is asking. What's the best thing about us? 
What is the one thing that makes us truly authentic, 
completely in touch with our truest identity? And 
when churches ask those questions, they inevitably 
come to conclude that churches aren't in the social 
club business. We aren't in the cultural business. We 
aren't in the community awareness business. We 
aren't in the political business. We are in the business 
of Resurrection. 
 
While many churches are indeed places where a 
warm welcome can be found, where music and the 

arts are properly celebrated, where concerned citizens 
can raise their voices, these things — good in and of 
themselves — these things do not point to our truest 
identity. They do not completely speak to the one 
thing that we need to do the best. They are not 
substitutes for Resurrection! And when we hold them 
up to be, we become the church equivalent of 
automakers who make cars nobody wants to buy. 
 
So what does being a force for Resurrection look 
like? Well, it's hard work, let me tell you. The very 
first witnesses of the Resurrection were so frightened 
by the idea that they fled the scene and said nothing to 
anyone! But then, like now, there has never been 
more of a need for the news of Resurrection. Because 
in Jesus we meet the one Man whose message of 
service and eternal life cuts through our self-delusions 
and entitlement. In Jesus we meet the one Being who 
made our being of value. We owe him everything we 
are, everything we have, everything we hope to 
become. And when we are about anything other than 
him and his Resurrection, we are nothing but thieves 
of glory. 
 
Resurrection must be preceded by death. Simple fact, 
I guess. And if "Christian America" needs to die, so 
be it. Hopefully along with it will die the idea of 
cultural Christianity. As the English evangelist Nicky 
Gumbel famously stated, "Being born in a Christian 
country doesn't make you a Christian any more than 
being born in a McDonald's makes you a hamburger." 
Jesus — as much as he loves us, as much as he wants 
nothing more than for us to walk together with him — 
Jesus remains a choice. 
 
So the bells will ring this day across this city and 
across this country, but the people who hear them 
need to hear something else too. They need to hear 
you. They need you to get into the business of 
Resurrection. They need you to tell them that you 
know a Person who can help them become their truest 
selves. They need you to introduce them to Jesus. 
Welcome to the world Jesus died to save. Welcome to 
the Resurrection.

Is Joel Osteen's Message Recession Proof?

If you've made your reputation by preaching that 
folks can achieve happiness and prosperity through a 
positive attitude, what do you tell them after they've 
been laid off? 
 
Joel Osteen has become one of the most popular 
preachers in America, filling a basketball arena each 
Sunday in part with a message that God will reward 
an optimistic approach. "God wants to increase you 
financially, by giving you promotions, fresh ideas and 
creativity," he wrote in his bestselling book, "Your 
Best Life Now." 
 
I asked him, if a positive disposition is supposed to 
bring you success, how should you interpret it if 
you're failing economically? Do hard times flow from 
grumpy dispositions? 
 
"People in tough times -- it doesn't mean they don't 
have a great attitude," Mr. Osteen told me at The Wall 
Street Journal's office after scoping out Yankee 
Stadium where he will preach on April 25. "All 
through the scripture there's people like Joseph [who] 
was treated so unfairly [and] spent 13 years in prison 
for something he didn't do. But he kept that good 
attitude, and in the end, he saw God's blessing and 
favor. I wouldn't ever say if you're having tough times 
then there must be something wrong with you or your 
attitude. Life's a fight. It's a good fight of faith. I 
encourage people to stay up, stay hopeful, stay faith-
filled."  
 
In fact, rather than making Mr. Osteen's message less 
relevant, the economic downturn may make it more 
appealing -- a way people can armor themselves for 
hard times. "I believe that when you think of the 
negative, and you get up discouraged -- there's 
nothing good in my future -- I really believe it almost 
ties the hands of God. God works where there's an 
attitude of faith. I believe faith is all about hope." 

 
Mr. Osteen's message has always been as much about 
happiness -- peace of mind, good relationships -- as 
financial lucre. He's a cross between Norman Vincent 
Peale's power of positive thinking and the theology of 
NBC's "My Name Is Earl" -- that if you do bad things 
to others, bad things will happen to you, and vice 
versa. "I believe God's keeping the records, and I 
believe you will be rewarded even in this life. 
Somehow, some way, God will make it up to you. It 
may be He protected you from an accident you never 
knew. You can't give God something without God 
giving you more in return, whether it's peace or joy or 
satisfaction." 
 
In one part of the interview, Mr. Osteen said he had 
avoided being called an evangelical because of its 
conservative political association. When asked if 
Christian leaders focusing on culture war issues -- gay 
marriage and abortion -- have driven people away 
from Christianity, he answered, "I feel myself many 
times in those same shoes. There was a time where I 
thought, 'I don't want to be known as an evangelical, 
because, at the time, that meant you were a 
Republican that was against everything.' I think that's 
changed. I don't want people to look at me as their 
minister and say, 'He's a Republican, and he's against 
this, that and the other' -- because my church is made 
up of all different types of people." 
 
Mr. Osteen attributes his resolution to be politically 
neutral to his father, also a preacher, who avoided 
politics "because he didn't want to divide the 
audience…Our message is about spreading Christ's 
love to everybody. If you look at somebody and say 
he's against that or he's on that side, to me, people 
start turning you off." 
 
One of the more endearing things about Mr. Osteen is 
how often he says, "I don't know." When asked what 
message God might be sending through the bad 
economy, he said he didn't know, before describing 
how people can nonetheless get strength from God for 
hard times. Contrast that with other preachers who 
have ascribed hurricanes and terrorist attacks to the 
legality of abortion or gay rights. People can mock 
Mr. Osteen for his relentless cheerfulness -- he has 
been criticized for preaching "cotton candy" 
Christianity because he deemphasizes the challenging 
aspects of Christianity, including the sinful nature of 
man and God's judgment. But they have to reckon 
with the fact that, whatever you call it, Mr. Osteen's 
message is resonating. 

 



 

 
 

What vicious God would demand Jesus 
sacrificed for our sins? We should ditch 
this view of Easter

The cathedral church of Sefwi-Wiawso, set on the top 
of a hill in a remote part of western Ghana, looks out 
over miles of what was once forest. The land from 
here and across the border to nearby Ivory Coast is 
where the majority of the world's chocolate comes 
from. The chances are the chocolate in your Easter 
egg comes from somewhere nearby. But in order to 
produce more chocolate, vast areas of the forest have 
been hacked down and converted to cocoa 
production, with the result that much of the good soil 
is washed away when the rain comes. 
 
There are echoes here of past miseries. For the 
European sweet tooth drove the slave trade in the 18th 
century, creating the demand for sugar that led to the 
capture and forced deportation of millions of Africans 
to work on the plantations of the new world. Huge 
seaside forts were built on the then Gold Coast to act 
as holding pens for slaves. And above these prisons, 
the Europeans built their churches and chapels. Given 
the way Christianity arrived on the west coast of 
Africa, it amazes me that it has flourished as it has. 
 
This year I was made an honorary canon of the 
cathedral in Sefwi-Wiawso. Don't think Durham or 
Winchester. My adopted cathedral has no roof or 
doors or windows. Eagles circle overhead. Only vast 
clouds of incense keep the hornets at bay. And the 
service lasts for hours and hours, for they do things 
"properly" in Sefwi-Wiawso, and the Holy Week 
services will have been a thing to behold. 
 
But what would I have made of yesterday's Good 
Friday service? Could I really have coped with all that 
sacrificial imagery so commonly applied to the death 
of Christ? For this is also a region with a frightening 
reputation as a centre for ritual murders. 
 
Last time I was in Wiawso, four men were arrested in 

a local village, not far from the cathedral, for having 
taken part in the ritualized murder of a disabled man, 
a hunchback. He was staked out and dismembered. 
The men involved went on to sell his body parts for 
large sums of money to witchdoctors. Pregnant 
women and children have also been targeted, with 
Ghanaian newspapers reporting that a human head 
can be traded locally for a Kia truck. 
 
Thinking about the celebration of Holy Week in my 
new adopted cathedral brings home to me quite how 
important it is for Christians to insist upon a non-
sacrificial reading of the death of Christ. For too long, 
Christians have put up with a theory of salvation that 
has at its core the idea that God requires the sacrifice 
of his own son so that human sin can be cancelled. 
"There was no other good enough to pay the price of 
sin," we will all sing. The fact this is a disgusting 
idea, and morally degenerate, is obvious to all but 
those indoctrinated into a very narrow reading of the 
cross. 
 
No, Jesus is not a blood sacrifice to appease a vicious 
God. The story is not an endorsement of the idea that 
sacrifice brings peace with God but an attack on it. "I 
desire mercy, not sacrifice," Jesus insists, going on to 
side with the scapegoats themselves. The Gospel is 
clear. I am with the hunchback. I am with the one cast 
out. He became one with the rejected and the cast out. 
And thus he suffered the same fate. This is not to 
endorse sacrificial theology but to condemn it. 
 
Yet despite this clear identification with the victim, 
much official Christianity holds on to the sacrificial 
reading of Christ's death. The present pope has 
insisted that the Eucharist must be seen as a sacrifice 
rather than as a meal among friends, and evangelical 
Christians remain committed to their theory of Christ 
being sacrificed to offset human sin. Lord have 
mercy. 

 
 

 
 

Richer than St Paul's: church that attracts 
8,000 congregation to a disused cinema

• Growing popularity leads to assets of £22.9m 
 
A Pentecostal church based in a disused cinema in 
north-east London has emerged as one of the 
country's richest religious institutions. 
 
The Kingsway International Christian Centre, in 
Walthamstow, has filed company accounts which 
reveal it made a £4.9m profit over the last 18 months. 
It also has assets of £22.9m - more than three times 
the amount held by the foundation which maintains St 
Paul's Cathedral. 
 
The church is led by a controversial Nigerian pastor, 
Matthew Ashimolowo, who earns a salary of 
£100,000 a year and preaches that God wants you 
rich. 
 
His church's wealth stems largely from the donations 
it encourages from its 8,000-strong largely African 
and Caribbean congregation. They gave £9.5m in 
tithes and offerings in the 18 months to April 2008, 
dwarfing the £33,000 that the average Church of 
England congregation gave over the same period. 
 
Rather than a more traditional plate collection, forms 
are handed out to worshippers so they can make bank 
transfers at some services. 
 
KICC's wealth is the clearest sign yet of the gathering 
popularity of evangelical Pentecostalism which is the 
only growing branch of Christianity in the UK with 
an estimated 300,000 weekly worshippers. This 
Easter Sunday KICC is running five services over 12 
hours which are expected to attract 5,000 
worshippers, more than Westminster Abbey and St 
Paul's Cathedral together. 
 
The church's increasing wealth represents a 
transformation in its fortunes after the discovery in 
2005 by Charity Commission investigators of 
financial irregularities. Ashimolowo was ordered to 
repay £200,000 after it emerged he used church assets 
to buy a £13,000 Florida timeshare and £120,000 on 
his birthday celebrations, including £80,000 on a car. 
New trustees were appointed and Ashimolowo was 
removed from his role as chief executive. 
 
"The last 18 months have been a period of incredible 
journey in the life of KICC," said Ashimolowo in a 
preface to the accounts. "It has been very exciting to 
see God move the ministry from one level to another 
as we witness the increased manifestation of His 
glory." 
 

Ashimolowo is understood to earn his salary from 
preaching as well as royalties from sermons published 
in books and on DVDs through his own company. 
Matthew Ashimolowo Media Ministries made a profit 
of close to £60,000 in 2003. It has not filed accounts 
of trading since then although it still operates. 
 
Four KICC directors earn between £60,000 and 
£80,000 each. By contrast, a typical Church of 
England vicar earns around £21,500 and even the 
Archbishop of Canterbury, who has responsibility for 
an active congregation of close to a million people, 
only earns £68,740 a year. 
 
"This is a very well-financed business," said a tax 
accountant who examined the accounts for the 
Guardian. "It holds more than £16m in short term 
investments. I am the honorary auditor of my local 
church and they have just £20,000 on deposit." 
 
The accountant, who asked not to be named because 
his firm audits other wealthy Pentecostal churches, 
estimated the KICC had avoided a tax bill of at least 
£1.3m as a result of its charitable status. 
 
Senior KICC officials denied the surplus meant they 
were taking too much from their worshippers, many 
of whom live in the poorest parts of London. "People 
give because of how they have been blessed by what 
they receive from the church the teaching, the prayer 
and the church community," said Soji Otudeko, 
director of finance. "People give voluntarily and 
because of their love of the work of God." 
 
"The teaching of the church is very much about self-
development," said James McGlashan, a former oil 
executive who is now KICC's chief operating officer. 
"If that is preaching wealth then we are preaching 
wealth. Becoming financially independent, owning a 
house, getting a degree and a better job is good." 
 
The church's International Gathering of Champions 
conference at the Excel centre in east London last 
August attracted 94,000 visitors over eight days. The 
key message was that God wants you rich and 
believers are "empowered to prosper". 
 
According to the accounts filed with Companies 
House, KICC finances were boosted by the sale for 
£10.1m of its Waterden Road home in Hackney to the 
London Development Agency which needed the site 
for the 2012 Olympics. It is planning to spend 
between £50m and £80m on a five-year project to 
build a complex at a site in Rainham, Essex, with 



capacity for 8,000 worshippers, classrooms, a TV 
studio, bookstore and offices. 
 
Its plans have been the subject of a public inquiry 
which finished last month and a planning inspector is 
due to report to Hazel Blears, the communities 
secretary. The plans were originally rejected by the 
Thames Gateway Development Corporation, and the 
church feels it is facing undue opposition to its rapid 
expansion. 
 
"I think the way the KICC has been treated has been 
unfair," said Otudeko. "Britain has become a less and 
less Christian place and planning law seems to no 
longer recognise places of worship in the system. I 
don't think any non-religious organisation would have 
been treated this way." 

 
 

 
 

Afghan Cleric Defends Law Legalizing 
Rape in Marriage

KABUL — A key backer of an Afghan law that 
critics say legalizes marital rape and rolls back 
women's rights rejected an international outcry as 
foreign meddling on Saturday and insisted the law 
offers women many protections. 
 
The law, passed last month, says a husband can 
demand sex with his wife every four days unless she 
is ill or would be harmed by intercourse, and 
regulates when and for what reasons a wife may leave 
her home alone. 
 
"It is essential for the woman to submit to the man's 
sexual desire," the law says. 
 
The legislation has raised the specter of the deposed 
hard-line Taliban regime, which fell in 2001 after the 
U.S. invaded Afghanistan. The Taliban required 
women to wear all-covering burqas and banned them 
from leaving home without a male relative. 
 
Following an international uproar over the new law, 
which President Barack Obama called "abhorrent," 

Afghan President Hamid Karzai put it under review. 
The move puts enforcement on hold. 
 
Mohammad Asif Mohseni, a top Afghan cleric and 
one of the law's main drafters, said the legislation 
cannot be revoked or changed because it was enacted 
through a legislative process — passed by both 
houses of parliament and signed by Karzai. 
 
"The Westerners claim that they have brought 
democracy to Afghanistan. What does democracy 
mean? It means government by the people for the 
people. They should let the people use these 
democratic rights," Mohseni told reporters in the 
capital, Kabul. 
 
Surrounded by supporters, Mohseni unfurled reams of 
paper with hundreds of women's signatures and 
thumbprints backing the law. The legislation came 
out of three years of debate and revision involving 
both Islamic scholars and members of parliament, 
Mohseni said. 
 
Afghanistan is an Islamic state and its constitution 
defers to the Quran as the ultimate authority. Mohseni 
said the law simply reiterates rules from Islam's holy 
book. 
 
"In Shariah law, it states that a woman cannot go out 
without the permission of her husband," he said. He 
argued that the law is permissive because it allows a 
woman to go out for a medical emergency or other 
urgent reason without asking. 
Mohseni said much of the uproar has come from 
people misinterpreting the law. He said a woman can 
refuse sex with her husband for many reasons beyond 
illness, including fasting for Ramadan, preparing for a 
pilgrimage, menstruating, or recovering from giving 
birth. 
 
Mohseni also argued that the law can be interpreted to 
mean simply sleeping in the same room as a couple 
every four nights, but an Associated Press translation 
of the pertinent article suggests this reading is 
unlikely. 
 
The law says that every fourth day a man "can pass 
the night with his wife, unless it is harmful for either 
side, or either of them is suffering from any kind of 
sexual disease." 
 
"If she is not sick, and if she does not have another 
problem, it is the right of a man to ask for sex and she 
should make herself ready for it," Mohseni explained. 



 
Though the law only applies to the country's Shiite 
population — 10 percent to 20 percent of 
Afghanistan's 30 million people — Mohseni, the 
country's top Shiite cleric, said most of the articles 
could also be applied to Sunnis. A prominent Sunni 
cleric, Mawlawi Habibullah Ahsam, said the rules 
about women submitting to sex and leaving the home 
would also be acceptable to Sunnis. 
 
Earlier this week, dozens of Afghan lawmakers and 
officials condemned the legislation, saying it 
encourages re-Talibanization. 
 
Much has improved for women since the fall of the 
Taliban. Millions of girls now attend school, and 
many women own businesses. Of 351 
parliamentarians, 89 are women. But in the 
conservative country, critics fear those gains could 
easily be reversed. 
 
Mohseni argued that women and men are very far 
from equal in today's Afghanistan and should not be 
treated as such. He said many rural women are 
illiterate and would not be able to find work. Men are 
typically expected to provide for their wives and 
children. 
 
"For all these expenses, can't we at least give the right 
to a husband to demand sex from his wife after four 
nights?" he said.

YouTube community tells kid to kill 
himself 
Christian 12-year-old slammed for posting views on 
homosexuality

A self-described Christian 12-year-old boy who dared 
post his views on same-sex marriage on the popular 
Internet video site, YouTube, has since been ridiculed 
and insulted by tens of thousands of comments that 
attack the boy, his sexuality and his faith. 
 
"Kill Christianity, and then kill yourself," responded a 
YouTube community member identified as 
greenacidfusion. 
 
A commenter calling himself WizzyBoy 520 added, 
"How do you know the Bible isn't full of lies? You, 
just like everyone who is against gay marriage, is a 
mentally retarded bigot. No exceptions. Now go to h--
-." 
 
Thousands of others have simply slammed the boy by 
calling him a "homo" or making comments like the 
one from chao129: "You are against gay marriage 
because you are a fag in denial." 
  
The boy identifies himself only by the name Scott and 
the YouTube member name ChristianU2uber. His 13 
videos have become a YouTube sensation, 
approaching 1 million hits over the last four weeks, 
making ChristianU2ber the thirteenth most-viewed 
YouTube contributor in the "Gurus" channel over the 
past month. 
 
With his popularity, however, have come tens of 
thousands of comments from the YouTube 
community, the vast majority of them insulting. His 
video "Gay Marriage – Is It Right or Wrong?" 
generated over 11,000 comments by press time, 
mostly critical, many laced with profanity.  

ChristianU2ber claims on his YouTube channel, "I 
am a Christian, and I love to upload videos that teach 
you what Christianity is all about." 
 
When he addressed the issue of homosexual marriage, 
however, the backlash grew so furious and profane 
that even outspoken atheists on YouTube have come 
to ChristianU2ber's defense. 
 
"I can't believe it. I'm watching these video responses, 
these comments to ChristianU2uber, who is a 12-
year-old, and you people are trying to blast him to 
oblivion," says self-described atheist 
TOMMYfromtheBRONX in a YouTube video of his 
own. "Does everyone have to act 12 years old, just 
because he's 12 years old?" 
 
TOMMY continues, "Of course I don't believe and 
agree with what he has to say, but I was saying the 
same thing he is when I was 12. Instead of mocking 
and ridiculing this kid, why don't we show him the 
other side and let him judge for himself?" 
 
"When a person makes an insulting claim, they are 
more than worthy of ridicule," writes another 
YouTuber identified as godlessmessiah, "But when 
the person making the claim is a child who obviously 
doesn't know better, the last thing we (as atheists) 
should ever do is what people are doing in this case." 
 
Subjecting himself again to the stream of criticism, 
ChristianU2uber crafted a response to what he called 
"hateful comments" made about his videos. 
 
"Before you put another mean comment on one of my 
videos, I just want you to stop and take a second to 
listen to yourself," says ChristianU2uber. "A lot of 
people are putting bad words and really mean 
comments on my videos, and I really don't like it; it 
makes me sad. I work hard because on YouTube I 
want to be informative and I want to teach people that 
there is a God and to make this world a better place." 
 
He concludes, "Just settle down a little bit. Please? 
For me?" 
  
At press time, the most recent response to 
ChristianU2uber's plea for civility came from a poster 
identified as goatchad: "I stopped and took a second 
to listen to myself," wrote goatchad, "But it just made 
me realize what a complete c--- you are.

Wives stoned protesting law requiring 
regular sex 
'Death to the slaves of the Christians,' yells boisterous crowd 
pelting rocks 
April 15, 2009

JERUSALEM – Hundreds of Afghan women 
reportedly were pelted with stones today in the capital 
Kabul while protesting a law that gives husbands the 
right to demand sex with a wife every four days 
unless she is ill or would be physically harmed by 
intercourse. 
 
The law, passed last month, would legalize marital 
rape, critics contend. It also requires a wife to seek 
her husband's permission to go outside in public. 
 
"We don't want Taliban law," said one female 
protester, referring to the fundamentalist Islamist 
movement that governed Afghanistan until the U.S. 
invasion following the 9/11 attacks.  
 
The law only applies to Shiite families in 
Afghanistan, who comprise about 10 to 20 percent of 
the country's 30 million strong population. 
 
The law states: "Obedience, readiness for intercourse 
and not leaving the house without the permission of 
the husband are the duties of the wife. 
 
"As long as the husband is not traveling, he has the 
right to have sexual intercourse with his wife every 
fourth night," it says. 
 
The Shiite law also gives the father full custody of all 
children in any divorce. It mandates that men must 
have sex with their wives at least once every four 
months. 
 
According to reports from Afghanistan, some 1,000 
people stormed a protest of about 300 women rallying 
against the new law, pelting the female activists with 
stones and gravel as police tried to keep the two 
groups apart. 

 
Some of the counter-protesters shouted at the women, 
"Death to the slaves of the Christians." 
 
Others, reportedly men, yelled to the women, 
"Whores!" 
 
President Hamid Karzai previously told the media the 
Shiite family law is being reviewed by the country's 
Justice Department and will not be implemented in its 
current form. 
 
Governments and human rights organizations around 
the world have condemned the law. Earlier this 
month, Secretary of State Hillary Clinton met Karzai 
at The Hague, and, according to reports, strongly 
protested the law. President Obama has called the 
legislation "abhorrent." 
 
The law was passed amid fears of a resurgence of the 
Taliban, particularly in villages along the border with 
Pakistan. 

 
 

 
 

SAUDI ARABIA: AUTHORITIES 
RELEASE CHRISTIAN BLOGGER  
Kingdom silences convert, prohibits him from leaving country. 
 
LOS ANGELES, April 16 (Compass Direct News) – 
In a surprise move, a Saudi Christian arrested in 
January for describing his conversion from Islam and 
criticizing the kingdom’s judiciary on his blog site 
was released on March 28 with the stipulation that he 
not travel outside of Saudi Arabia or appear on media. 
 
Hamoud Saleh Al-Amri (previously reported as 
Hamoud Bin Saleh), 28, reportedly attributed his 
release to advocacy efforts by the Arab Network for 
Human Rights Information (ANHRI). The Cairo-
based organization had campaigned for his release 
along with other rights groups, reported Christian 
advocacy organization Middle East Concern (MEC). 
 
Gamal Eid, director of ANHRI, told Compass by 
telephone that he believed his organization had 
nothing to do with Al-Amri’s release. Rather, he said 
he believed officials were loath to keep a person of 
questionable mental stability in prison. 



 
“He is mentally not stable, because he had the 
courage to say in his blog that he is a Christian,” Eid 
said. “Anyone in his right mind in Saudi Arabia 
wouldn’t do that.” 
 
The country’s penalty for “apostasy,” or leaving 
Islam, is death, although in recent years there have 
been no known cases of kingdom citizens formally 
convicted and sentenced with capital punishment for 
the offense. 
 
This was not the first imprisonment for Al-Amri. He 
was detained in 2004 for nine months and in 2008 for 
one month before he was re-arrested on Jan. 13 of this 
year, and Eid said the young blogger was tortured 
during the first two incarcerations. 
 
Al-Amri’s treatment during this latest imprisonment 
is unknown. After his previous releases he had 
contacted Eid’s office, but the ANHRI director said 
he has not done so since being released from Riyadh’s 
Eleisha prison, known for its human rights abuses. 
 
“He was mistreated the first two times he was 
imprisoned, but this time I don’t know, because he 
hasn’t contacted me,” said Eid. “In the past he was 
mistreated with sleep deprivation, prolonged solitary 
confinement and a continuous barrage of physical 
torture and insults.” 
 
The advocate added that it is likely Al-Amri was 
mistreated during his recent imprisonment. 
 
“I consider anyone who declares his religion to be 
anything than Islam to be extremely brave and 
courageous, but this extreme courage bordering on 
carelessness is madness, because he knows what 
could happen in Saudi,” Eid said. “I’m not a doctor, 
but I find this extreme.” 
 
Al-Amri has become isolated from his family and 
lives alone, Eid said, but he said he was unable to 
comment on the convert’s current situation. 
 
Blog Blocked 
 
Following Al-Amri’s latest arrest, MEC reported, 
Saudi authorities blocked access to his blog inside 
Saudi Arabia. Google then locked it, claiming there 
was a technical violation of terms of service. On Feb. 
5 it was reportedly restored due to public pressure – 
after his March 28 release, Al-Amri had credited his 
release to ANHRI’s efforts on his blog, 

www.christforsaudi.blogspot.com – but yesterday 
Compass found the site did not work. 
 
Eid said he was not surprised the blog was blocked. 
 
“That’s what I expected,” he said. “But he will 
probably start another blog – it’s not difficult.” 
 
Saudi Arabia’s ruling monarchy restricts media and 
other forms of public expression, though authorities 
have shown some tolerance for criticism and debate 
since King Abdullah bin Abdul Aziz Al Saud 
officially ascended to the throne in 2005, according to 
the U.S. Department of State. 
 
“Arabic countries are the worst on the list of 
censoring the Internet and are at the top of the list of 
antagonizing the freedom of the Internet,” said Eid. 
“But the Internet is still a good venue, because people 
are still able to express their views despite the 
government’s effort to curtail their efforts.” 
 
In his blog prior to his arrest, Al-Amri had criticized 
the government for quashing individual rights. 
 
“A nation which lives in this system cannot guarantee 
the safety of its individuals,” he wrote. “Preserving 
their rights from violation will always be a matter of 
concern, as the rights of a citizen, his dignity and 
humanity will always be subject to abuse and 
violation by those few who have absolute immunity 
provided to them by the regime.” 
 
Eid of ANHRI described lack of civil law in Saudi 
Arabia as “extreme.” Citizens can be tortured 
endlessly, he said, adding that Saudis who openly 
state Christian faith face severe danger. 
 
Although there have been recent moves towards 
reform, Saudi Arabia restricts political expression and 
allows only a strict version of Sunni Islam to be 
publicly practiced, according to MEC. 
 
Political critic Fouad Ahmad al-Farhan became the 
first Saudi to be arrested for Web site postings on 
Dec. 10, 2007; he was released in April 2008. 
 
Eid said he believes the lenient action of the Saudi 
authorities is a welcome move in a country where 
“there is no such thing as religious freedom.” In fact 
the move could encourage people of other faiths to 
speak up. 
“This will open the door to whoever wants to express 
his belief, whether Christian, Hindu or other,” he said. 



 
Saudis who choose a faith other than Islam and 
express it may face extra-judicial killings. In August 
2008, a 26-year-old woman was killed for disclosing 
her faith on a Web site. Fatima Al-Mutairi reportedly 
had revealed on Web postings that she had left Islam 
to become a Christian. 
 
Gulfnews.com reported on Aug. 12, 2008 that her 
father, a member of the religious police or 
Commission for Promotion of Virtue and Prevention 
of Vice, cut out her tongue and burned her to death 
“following a heated debate on religion.” Al-Mutairi 
had written about hostilities from family members 
after they discovered she was a Christian, including 
insults from her brother after he saw her Web 
postings about her faith. Some reports indicated that 
her brother was the one who killed her. 
 
She had reportedly written an article about her faith 
on a blog of which she was a member under the 
nickname “Rania” a few days before her murder. 

 
 

 
 

SRI LANKA: BUDDHIST MOBS 
ATTACK CHURCHES  
Pastor threatened with death, historic Methodist sanctuary 
ransacked, during Holy Week. 
 
COLOMBO, Sri Lanka, April 16 (Compass Direct 
News) – Buddhist mobs attacked several churches in 
Sri Lanka last week, threatening to kill a pastor in the 
southern province of Hambanthota and ransacking a 
150-year-old Methodist church building in the capital. 
 
On April 8, four Buddhist extremists approached the 
home of pastor Pradeep Kumara in Weeraketiya, 
Hambanthota district, calling for him to come out and 
threatening to kill him. The pastor said his wife, at 
home alone with their two children, phoned him 
immediately but by the time he returned, the men had 
left. 
 
Half an hour later, Kumar said, the leader of the 
group phoned him and again threatened to kill him if 
he did not leave the village by the following morning. 

Later that night the group leader returned to the house 
and ordered the pastor to come out, shouting, “I didn’t 
bring my gun tonight because if I had it with me, I 
would use it!” 
 
“My children were frightened,” Kumara said. “I tried 
to reason with him to go away, but he continued to 
bang on the door and threaten us.” 
 
Police soon arrived on the scene and arrested the 
instigator but released him the following day. 
 
Subsequently the attacker gathered Buddhist monks 
and other villagers together and asked them to sign a 
petition against the church, Kumar said. Protestors 
then warned the pastor’s landlord that they would 
destroy the house if he did not evict the pastor’s 
family by the end of the month. 
 
Fearing violence, Kumara said he canceled Good 
Friday and Easter Sunday services and evacuated his 
children to a safer location. 
 
Methodist Building Ransacked 
 
Earlier, on Palm Sunday (April 5), another group of 
men broke into the 150-year-old Pepiliyana Methodist 
Church in Colombo after congregants concluded an 
Easter procession. 
 
The gang entered through the back door and windows 
of the building late that night; witnesses said they saw 
them load goods into a white van parked outside the 
church early the next morning. 
 
“They removed everything, including valuable 
musical instruments, a computer, Bibles, hymn books 
and all the church records,” said the Rev. Surangika 
Fernando. 
 
The church had no known enemies and enjoyed a 
good relationship with other villagers, Rev. Fernando 
said, adding that the break-in appeared to be more 
than a simple robbery. 
 
“My desk was completely cleaned out,” he said. 
“They took important documents with details of 
parishioners such as baptism and marriage records, 
which are of no value to thieves. They even took what 
was in my wastepaper basket.” 
 
Local police agreed that robbery was an unlikely 
motive and that opponents from outside the area were 



the most likely culprits. Investigations were 
continuing at press time. 
 
Finally, anti-Christian mobs in Vakarai, eastern 
Batticaloa district, intimidated church members 
gathering for several worship services during Holy 
Week. 
 
“What can we do?” pastor Kanagalingam 
Muraleetharan told Compass. “The authorities and the 
police say we have the right to worship, but the reality 
is that people are threatened.” 
 
The Easter incidents are the latest in a long series of 
attacks against churches and Christian individuals in 
recent years, many of them instigated by Buddhist 
monks who decry the growth of Christianity in the 
country. 
 
Members of Sri Lanka’s Parliament may soon enact 
an anti-conversion bill designed to restrict religious 
conversions. Human rights organizations and 
Christian groups have criticized the vague 
terminology of the legislation that, if passed, may 
invite misapplication against religious activity. 
 
The draft “Bill for the Prohibition of Forcible 
Conversions” was referred to a consultative 
committee of the Ministry of Religious Affairs in 
February for further deliberation, prior to a final 
reading and vote. (See www.compassdirect.org, 
“Parliament to Vote on Anti-Conversion Laws,” Jan. 
26.) 
 
According to the most recent government census, 
Protestant Christians number less than 1 percent of 
the total population in Sri Lanka, but they remain the 
primary target of religiously motivated violence and 
intimidation.

Khmu Christians in Laos Stand Firm 
Despite Intense Persecution 
 
Fourteen Khmu Christian families in Laos are 
standing strong in their faith, despite the Communist 
government forcing them to relocate to another 

village and their homes and church building being 
destroyed, according to The Voice of the Martyrs 
contacts. 
 
In 2003, the families were evicted by the government 
and relocated to another village where they were 
moved again. "After these 14 families stayed at this 
village for a year, the Communist party members of 
the village found out that the head of the village loved 
them," VOM contacts said. "[The village leader] even 
allowed them to build a bamboo church on his land." 
 
The Communist district governor was not happy with 
the head of the village. "... [The] governor kicked him 
out from his post and then replaced [him] with 
another man. The new head of the village started 
persecuting them from 2006 to 2009," VOM contacts 
report. The leader refused to allow them to register, 
making them illegal residents and he stopped them 
from farming land, the contacts said. 
 
Only after each family paid 50,000 kip (US$6) were 
the 14 families allowed to stay in the village and 
farm. Locals in the village have also tried to tear 
down the bamboo church where the families worship. 
VOM contacts say village officials continually 
threaten to destroy the church and its bamboo roof has 
been repeatedly ripped off. VOM has assisted these 
families with resources to rebuild their homes and 
church every time they have been displaced. The 
ministry has helped with zinc roofs, pigs and cattle, 
among many other things. 
 
In spite of the hardship endured, and the Communist 
government treating them like second-class citizens, 
these families remain strong in their faith. "Although 
this bamboo church has roof tops ripped off, they are 
still holding worship three times a week with joyful 
hearts. They love God and are willing to die for their 
God any time for any cause," VOM contacts said. We 
encourage you to pray for these courageous families. 
Ask God to protect them and encourage them. Praise
