How a Flower Blooms



All things come in a steady progression that come
from Father. By continually studying all that Sheesh
already shared with us through Her servants, we are
able to gain knowledge of how Father progresses all
Her activities and deeds, all of which direct
everything in the path that She has planned from a
very, very, very, very long time ago.

A flower, for instance, does not just immediately
grow from a seed to a flower. The flower has to go
through various stages in its plant-life, which may
either end, or continue, in flowering. First, theed is

But of course, what Father has set Herself to do, n
one can stop:

And in these same ways, Father plants Her Spiot in

those hearts whom are open and willing to accept
them. Her gift grows in stages, but so do Her
punishments. It is a huge saga that spans overadeve
books in the Old Testament, which there is actually
only one whole testament, none of it being new or

Triangle UFO reports on the rise

Triangle UFOs take the April prize as the most
popularly reported shape - with 27 cases in 1®stat
according to non-scientific results from UFO Traffi
Reports.

Most UFO Traffic Report cases come from the
Mutual UFO Network (MUFON ) database, with just
a few original reports coming directly from witness
All reports are classified as to the object's shape
sometimes, that's a hard task to tackle.

In some cases, witnesses might use several keysword
- like they saw a V-shaped triangular UFO. And if
you look at photos or sketches of the chevron or V-
shaped craft, compare it to triangle craft, andiraga
with boomerang craft - you will often see similers.
Some of my reports get a double classification - so
you might see the same headline link listed under
triangle, again under V-shape, and in some few
instances - a third designation - like large size o
morphing shape.

One additional point to keep in mind, the MUFON
cases that | write about are selected cases - ngani
that | do not necessarily report on every case.e&om
cases were obviously filed as a joke, a few gogdac
that don't seem to make sense, and there are
occasional reports that are just too vague and |
discount those.

MUFON may be the largest UFO reporting agency on
the planet, but it's not the only place to repodRO.
Peter Davenport operates the National UFO
Reporting Center (NUFORC) out of Washington
State and takes in probably the second highest
number of reports. And there are other, smaller,
reporting bodies scattered across the country.
Additionally, more April reports may be coming as
witnesses file them.

With all of that in mind, there were 27 reports of
triangle UFOs, up from 19 reports in March. A close
second is the Bright Light classification with 2p®
reports, down from 45 March reports. And coming in
third were 23 April reports of round, circular asct
shaped objects, down from 25 March reports.

Triangular nearly always black. Typically shaped as
equilateral triangles, but sometimes also isosceles
triangles (i.e. "delta” / Big Black Deltas aka BBD)
wedge / diamond-rhomboid ("like StarWars
destroyer”). Most triangles are reported to haveeh
"lights" on their underside, one at each cornericiwh
shine downward.

Hundreds of well-documented sightings of triangles
in recent decades e.g. the landmark Belgium 1989-
1990 UFO wave estim. to be 36m / 120ft per side, re
NPC Nov-2007 testimony (.PDF) of Belgian Air
force Maj.General, Ret. Brouwer), the triangle figo
RAF Cosford and RAF Shawbury UK in Mar-1993
(ref: nickpope), over St.Petersbug, Russia Feb-1997
(videotaped by 3 separate witnesses, incl. aifid¢raf
controllers). Earlier sightings include Pag island,
Croatia 1967 (sketch). Cases from North America
include the UFO wave at Hudson Valley NY USA in
the early 1980s, Memphis TN May-1977, Patapsco
State Park, Maryland USA 1978 and more recently
the "Phoenix Lights" 1997, the lllinois USA 5-Jan-
2000 (NIDSCI, ufoevidence, dbakertv), the
Peterborough, Ontario Canada 2004 etc. A long
wedge-shaped UFO, was seen by crew of commercia
airliner flight BA5061 over Manchester in Jan-1995
and investigated as a "near miss" by CAA.

Smaller (~3m / 10ft per side) black triangles with
rounded edges were reported in the cases of a US
Navy pilot flying recon for the CIA, in a F4 flight
back from Japan on 6-Dec-1977, who had a black
triangular UFO pace his plane for 30 minutes (src:
SDI400 @ 33min). A well-known case is the
Rendlesham forest Bentwaters/Woodbridge AFB
incident in Dec-1980 in Britain. Russian cosmonaut
Maj.General Popovich relates a mutiple-witness
sighting, while flying home from Washington, DC
with a delegation of scientists (src: "Out of thieid3
documentary 00:41min): a triangle emitting bright
white light, flying parallel and overtaking theitape

in 30-40sec".

This is a shot that was taken in Phoenix behindiSou
Mountain on August 31, 2008. This was seen around
5-5:30 pm in broad daylight. My husband, myself,
and my son all witnessed it from our backyard.

It was moving at a slow steady and purposeful speed
below the high clouds heading from south to north
around the 1-10 freeway.

We regularly see unusual things in the skies here,
perhaps the curse of no clouds and no obstructed
view, or perhaps that we're not that far from Abéa

This one, however, really intrigued us and even my
completely skeptical husband said, "that's a UFO."

'Steep rise' in Sri Lanka deaths

At least 378 people have been killed by fierce lsigel
from the Sri Lankan army in the past 24 hours, a
health official has told the BBC.

The doctor, working in the northern conflict zone,
said 1,122 others had been injured - and more bodie
were on beaches and by the sides of roads.

The army denies shelling the designated "safe zone"
for civilians, and blames any deaths on Tamil Tiger
rebels.

The claims are impossible to verify as reportees ar
banned from the war zone.

But the BBC's Charles Haviland, in Colombo, says a
steady stream of information coming from the area
suggests that civilians are being killed.

And he says health officials are convinced that the
shells are coming from territory held by the Sri
Lankan army.

The pro-rebel Tamilnet website reported that tmeyar
began to fire artillery shells late on Saturday.

The site said as many as 2,000 civilians had been
killed.

Dr V Shanmugarajah said he could not confirm that
figure but said the makeshift hospital he is wogkiim

- at a school in east Mullaivaikal in Mullaitivustiict

- had so far taken in 378 bodies.

He said 106 of those killed were children.
Claims of duress

However, military spokesman Brigadier Udaya

Nanayakkara said radar had detected Tamil Tigers
themselves using artillery and mortar fire on two

occasions in the morning, directed against civdian

within their zone.

"These doctors are giving statements based on som
of the false propaganda given by the LTTE [Tamil
Tigers]," he said.

"Maybe there is an LTTE gun pointing at them and
asking them to give a statement. All these staares
exaggerated to tarnish the image of the Sri Lankan
troops who are fighting the LTTE terrorists."

Sri Lankan defence spokesman  Keheliya
Rambukwella also told the BBC that reports of
government shelling were "propaganda” of the Tigers

He said the guerrillas were "holding people to
ransom” in their area, and accused them of Killing
nine civilians who were trying to escape their zone
Saturday.

Earlier, doctors said two hospitals were struggliog
cope with the casualties, and that people werengidi
in bunkers and many makeshift tents had been burnt.

They added that a government nursing officer was
among those killed.

The UN estimates that about 50,000 civilians are
trapped by the conflict in a three-km-sq stripanid.

The Tamil Tigers have fought for an independent
homeland for Sri Lanka's Tamil minority since 1983.

More than 70,000 people have been killed in the war

DC approves same-sex marriage law

Washington DC city council has voted to recognize
same-sex marriages conducted in other US states.

As Washington DC is not a state, the decision will
now have to be approved by Congress before it can
become law.

Four US states - Vermont, Connecticut,

Massachusetts and lowa - now permit gay marriage,
and legislation to allow it is in progress in other

states.

A bill allowing same-sex marriage in Maine is likel
to be sent soon to the governor to decide whether t
sign it.

On Wednesday, the Maine House of Representatives
approved the legislation by 89 votes to 56. The
measure will now go back before the State Senate,
which is also expected to pass it before going to
Democratic Governor John Baldacci.

Mr. Baldacci, who has in the past opposed, gay
marriage, has not made his intentions public.

In Washington DC, the city council voted 12 votes t
one to pass the resolution recognizing same-sex
marriages performed elsewhere.

Council member David A Catania - one of two openly
gay members of the body - explained his reasons for
supporting the measure during the debate.

"This issue is whether or not our colleagues on a
personal level view me and [Council member] Jim
Graham as your equals," he said.

"It we are permitted the same rights and
responsibilities and obligations as our colleagss.
this is personal. This is acknowledging our fansilgs
much as we acknowledge you."

Fellow council member, and former Washington DC
Mayor Marion Barry, was the only member to vote
against the proposal.

"I understand this is personal to you and Mr.
Graham,” he said in response to Mr. Catania's
remarks.

"l resent Mr. Catania saying either you are a bimot
against bigotry as though this particular legisiati
represents all of that.”

The law will be sent to DC Mayor Adrian Fenty - a
supporter of gay marriage - for approval, beforadpe
placed before Congress.

Anti-government clash in Georgia

Anti-government protesters and police have clashed
in the Georgian capital, Tbilisi, amid rising nat&d
tensions.

Riot police used batons on protesters trying tereat
police compound where three people were being held
over the alleged beating of a local journalist.

The clashes were the first major unrest since anti-
government demonstrations began in early April.

They come a day after the authorities said they had
thwarted an army mutiny at a base outside the aapit

Later in the evening, opposition leaders and
supporters gathered outside parliament for a raly,
they have daily since 9 April.

The BBC's Tom Esslemont in Thilisi says attendances
at the rallies have dwindled but tensions in thg ci
appear to be rising.

The protesters are calling for the resignation of
President Mikhail Saakashvili over his leadership
record and his handling of Georgia's war with Rassi
last summer.

'Small scuffle'

The latest clashes broke out after dark in a subtirb
Thilisi after demonstrators, including oppositicarty
leaders, surrounded the police station.

They were demanding the release of three oppositior
activists arrested over the alleged beating opanter
for a public broadcaster on Tuesday.

Interior Ministry spokesman Shota Utiashvili saiiok r
police used batons to force back protesters trying



break into the building and there had been "a small
scuffle”.

Mr. Utiashvili denied accusations from protestérat t
police had used "excessive force", including firing
rubber bullets into the crowds.

He said saying the police had acted "with the utmos
restraint”.

Television footage showed several injured protsster
including some with blood on their faces.

The opposition said dozens of their supporters were
injured, while Deputy Interior Minister Eka Zgulazlz
put the number at 22, with six police officers also
wounded.

Later, several thousand protesters converged on
parliament for further rallies.

"This president has dug his own grave,” said
opposition leader Nino Burjanadze.

"We'll be standing and fighting till the very end."”
Distraction

On Tuesday, Mr. Saakashvili claimed his government
had put down a brief mutiny among a tank battalion.

Thilisi had said it was part of a Russian-linkedigo
attempt to kill Mr. Saakashuvili.

But opposition parties said the alleged mutiny &as
deliberate attempt by the government to distract
attention from the new phase of anti-government
protests.

The latest unrest comes as Georgia hosts a sdries o
Nato training exercises amid angry condemnation
from Russia.

They are taking place close to areas where Russian
troops are stationed in Georgia's breakaway region
South Ossetia.

Russia's President Dmitry Medvedev said the drills,
involving more than 1,000 soldiers from 18 courdtyie
were "an overt provocation".

SEC. 4. DEFINITION OF WATERS OF THE
UNITED STATES.

Section 502 of the Federal Water Pollution Control
Act (33 U.S.C. 1362) is amended—

(1) by striking paragraph (7);

(2) by redesignating paragraphs (8) through (25) as
paragraphs (7) through (24), respectively; and

(3) by adding at the end the following:

(25) WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES- The
term "waters of the United States' means all waters
subject to the ebb and flow of the tide, the terrat
seas, and all interstate and intrastate waterstasid
tributaries, including lakes, rivers, streams (irthg
intermittent streams), mudflats, sand flats, wettan
sloughs, prairie potholes, wet meadows, playa lakes
natural ponds, and all impoundments of the foregoin
to the fullest extent that these waters, or addigit
affecting these waters, are subject to the legvelat
power of Congress under the Constitution.".

SEC. 5. CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.

The Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C.
1251 et seq.) is amended—

(1) by striking “navigable waters of the United t8¢
each place it appears and inserting "waters of the
United States’;

(2) in section 304(l)(1) by striking "NAVIGABLE

Commuters No More

LURAY, Va. Steve Morgan fired up the weed
whacker and flicked away a morning cigarette.

"l should be in the middle of a workday right now,"
he said, starting in on a patch of weeds at the bés
his acre property. Later, he would mow the lawn and
muse about the Chinese garden he'd like to put out
back one day. "I figure I'll put up a stone wall e
back there when | can afford it, maybe make eelittl
stone path leading to the creek, there."

Morgan is not used to this kind of morning routine.

The job helped him buy this
plot of land, his first, so he never complained w&bo
the pre-dawn drive there or the bumper-to-bumper
drive back home.

But that job is gone now. It evaporated in the

sputtering Northern Virginia economy. So Morgan,

along with many others in Luray and surrounding

Page County -- where unemployment recently was as
high as 17.7 percent -- spend their days picking
through the scant job listings, tending to daytime
chores or hunting for day laborer work.

Morgan, 49, is one of hundreds of workers in Page
(population 24,000) who for years counted on
Virginia's Washington suburbs and the region's

roaring economy for their livelihoods. They came fo
skilled-labor jobs -- many were carpenters and
plumbers -- and the need for their labor seemed
endless. The jobs were sometimes as far as 90 mile
away and required a two-hour commute each way.
But their wages were higher than most anything they
would find in Page, where 60 percent of the
workforce has to travel outside the county for work
Those far-flung jobs helped buy homes and property
and cover college tuitions.

When times were good, these workers were a symbo
of the lengths many would go to take advantagéef t
benefits of job-rich Northern Virginia. When facyor
employment in Luray and other well-paying jobs
started to dry up, many looked north for work and
others went south to Harrisonburg.

Now, many of these workers are an example of the
ripple effect the Washington region's economic
downturn is having on points south and west.

"People saw you as lucky if you had a job in Namthe
Virginia, because after plants closed around here,
there was hardly any good work," said Florhline
Painter, executive director of the Work Force Job
Center in downtown Luray, about 90 miles southwest
of Washington. "You've got people now who were
making $45,000 a year now looking for minimum-
wage jobs, and that's the only income coming ire Th
good jobs just aren't here."

Some Northern Virginia job counselors have reported
seeing desperate laid-off workers from as far aasy
southwest Virginia and North Carolina moving to the
region looking for jobs, only to find that work is@as
plentiful as they had expected.

Indeed, in February the number of jobs in Northern
Virginia decreased by 13,600, or 1.1 percent, tasr
year. The biggest losses were in construction, down
10.6 percent and trade and transportation jobsndow
2.6 percent. In addition, both the Winchester and
Harrisonburg areas, where many Page residents hav
also traditionally gone for jobs, saw job decreasfes
2.8 percent and 4.7 percent, respectively, durag t
same period.

The upshot is that the economic situation is dine f
many residents of this struggling county. Requists
help from social service agencies are up. Attenglanc
for job retraining classes is up. The same is fare
classes offering training for commercial driver's
licenses and the high school equivalency exam.

Masked attackers have raided a wedding party in
south-eastern Turkey, killing 44 people, includsig
children.

Sixteen women also died when attackers wielding
automatic rifles and grenades burst into a celebrat
in Bilge Koyu, in Mardin province, officials said.

Turkey has fought Kurdish separatists in the acga f
25 years, but this attack has been linked to al loca
"blood feud" and a pro-Turkish militia.

Eight people were arrested with weapons overnight,
the interior minister said.

Besir Atalay said investigators had spent the night
speaking to eyewitnesses in an effort to identifyse
responsible.

The identities of those arrested have not yet been
announced.

"Eight people have been caught and detained, anc
their weapons confiscated. This can be understsod a
a blood feud between two families,” Mr. Atalay said

Local media said there had been a feud betweer
families in the village in recent years.

Other wunconfirmed reports said the assailants
included members of a militia known as the Village
Guards, who have helped government troops fight
Kurdish separatist rebels in recent years.

The Village Guards were set up in 1984 and have
long been accused of involvement in illegal adcig;
says the BBC's David O'Byrne in Istanbul.

If the group’s complicity in these killings is pexy; it
is likely to reinforce calls for it to be disbandexur
correspondent adds.

“I've seen lots of bodies, their faces are
unrecognisable. It's obvious that some explosives
were also used."

Mr. Atalay, the interior minister, was quick to pla
down suggestions of a Kurdish terror strike.

"Based on the investigations so far, we have rehche
the opinion that it was not a terror event, but the
prosecution is still investigating,” he said.

Although the interior minister did not mention the
Kurdistan Workers' Party (PKK) by name, analysts
say his comments suggest the government is ruling
out an attack by Kurdish militants.

Rebels have been battling for more autonomy since
1984 in the south of Turkey - an insurgency which
has claimed more than 40,000 lives.

The violence means many people carry guns - and our
correspondent says tribal and family loyalties he t
region run deep.

turn perilous

Ammo. Canned goods. Vegetable seeds. Fortified
water by the case.

They are reportedly flying off the shelves, these
staples of the stockpile crowd.

“Survivalist” isn’t the right term, not in a dowrru
that has got everyone nervous. “Preparedness” or
“self-sufficiency” — that is what they are saying.

Adhesive bandages. Gardens in the works — be they
victory gardens or, as some prefer, “crisis gardens

The closet off the living room in the Owens home
near Lawson, Mo., isn’t huge, but it's organized.

Heavy coats, sweatshirts and Ron Owens’ cap
collection greet wife, Jan, as she enters and thes
light. She pulls back the heavy coats.

There, on a rack covering the wall: Nonfat dry milk
Rice. A cast-iron skillet.

“You never know when you'll need it,” she said of
the food supplies she began stockpiling five months
ago.

Jan is a cheery person who works in a nursing home.
She apologizes for the cramped closet, just up the
stairs from the cramped basement bathroom where
more essentials are stuffed behind a curtain: Stewe
tomatoes. First aid in a suitcase. Large bottles of
liquor.

“Er ... that's for snakebite,” deadpans Ron, who
works in alternative fuels and holds an MBA.

The couple’s easy disposition — Ron plays mandolin
on the porch — belies a worry shared by many is thi
final year of a stormy decade.

If Sept. 11 wasn’t enough, if Hurricane Katrina and
spiking oil prices weren't enough, if a federal
government diving into 14-digit debt wasn’t enough,
Jan and others now ask, “What if the banks close?”

Are times that perilous?

Frankly, not to Joe Levy, a clerk at Mickey's Swul
in Kansas City, Kan., where mannequin heads sport
gas masks.

“Compared to the Depression, this is nothing!” said
Levy, 78, whose family of German Jews fled the Nazi
regime and came to America in 1937. “I have faith i
this country. Things will come around.”

Many agree. For the first time in five years, more
Americans than not say the country is headed in the
right direction, according to an Associated Pred$ p
released last week.

But among the 44 percent who say “wrong direction”
and countless others who just wonder if they are
prepared for the next blow, natural or man-made, it
makes sense to grab 10 cans of corn on sale instead
two.

Farming family guilty of ‘grotesque’

Nicolas De Brauwere, the head of welfare at
Redwings, one of the horse sanctuaries called in to
help, said: "I feel the evidence of cruelty and the
extent of equine suffering in this case was so
overwhelming that a guilty verdict was the only

possible outcome so | am delighted with today's
result. "I have no doubt that what myself and my
colleagues saw that day will remain with us for the
rest of our lives."

During a 51-day trial, Bicester magistrates' caart
Oxfordshire heard that the RSPCA inspectors called
at the farm in Amersham in January last year td fin
what some of them described as the worst case of
animal cruelty they had ever seen.

Horses were crammed into overcrowded pens, ankle-
deep in their own manure. Some of the 140 animals
were so emaciated and disease-ridden that theyohad
be put down.

Hooves and body parts were discovered scattered
across the farm, along with a mound made up of
bones and skulls. As many as 32 carcasses were
found. Some had been burnt on a bonfire and others
were covered with rubbish. The court was told that
Gray, shouted abuse at officers during the the
inspection. He told the trial it was common for $es

to "drop down dead" without warning, and the
corpses were “family pets" waiting to be buried.

RSPCA inspector Kirsty Hampton said: "This case
was distressing beyond measure. What we were
confronted with on arrival at the farm was grotesqu

To see animals in such awful condition was
overwhelming and those that had survived were

Gray, who has a previous conviction for causing
unnecessary suffering to a horse in October 2006, w
be sentenced along with the other members of his
family on 12 June.

Immigrants hurt in Greek violence

Five immigrants have been injured after far-right
demonstrators tried to storm a disused courthowise i
Athens occupied mainly by illegal migrants from
Africa.

Dozens of protesters hurled stones and fireworks af
the eight-storey building on Saturday night, while
those living inside threw bricks and masonry slabs.

Police said nine officers were also injured in the
violence.



Three youths were arrested over the attack, which
came after a march by the anti-immigrant Golden
Dawn group.

The protesters waved banners reading "Foreigners
mean crime" and "We have become foreigners in our
own country".

Left-wing groups staged a counter-rally nearby and
riot police were deployed to keep the two sidestapa

Petrol bombs and stones were thrown between the
two groups, and the violence continued when anti-
immigrant protesters descended on the old
courthouse.

The Associated Press news agency reports that
hundreds of immigrants live in squalid conditions i
the building, amid piles of fetid rubbish and human
waste without electricity or running water.

Fouad, a 33-year-old Moroccan immigrant living in
the building, told AP that he could not understand
why the protesters had attacked.

"We didn't do anything. Why do they treat us like
this?" he said.

"The police did nothing. Here in Greece, human
rights don't exist.”

SAO PAULO (AP) Authorities  struggled
Wednesday to reach dozens of small cities in narthe
Brazil after floods and mudslides washed out roads
and highways. The death toll from the flooding rose
to at least 30 people.

Months of heavy rains extending from the Amazon
jungle to the Atlantic coast have dislodged nearly
200,000 people from their homes and stranded
thousands more in 10 states, according to civil
defense officials.

"We are having difficulties getting help to people
because many roads have been swept away with thi
floods," said Abner Ferreira, the civil defensecéi

in the hardest-hit state, Maranhao, where at keigbt
people have died. Ferreira said at least six higkwa
were shut down.

"We have two helicopters from the air force,” Feae
said. "We are using trucks and boats to get people
help.”

Television footage showed the rooftops of houses
poking out of water in flooded towns and people
using boats to move around.

Brazilian army Lt. Ivar Araujo said the water lewl

a river in one of the most affected regions in
Maranhao has been rising about 1 foot (30
centimeters) per day. He said two bridges have beer
destroyed.

"There are some places that the water is so high th

not even a boat can get to people,” Araujo said.
"Some people don't want to leave their homes kait th

houses have at least a meter and a half (5 feet) o
water or more."

Araujo said the Brazilian army has sent more than
500 soldiers to aid the victims over the past two



weeks. He said shelters are full, including a sthoo
holding more than 1,000 people.

"l didn't have time to get my things from the hglise
Francisca Antonia Gomes told Globo's G1 Web site
in the state of Piaui. "I lost everything."

The flooding forced owners to close their shops and
classes have been canceled in many schools in the
affected areas.

“In only three hours it rained as much as we aszlus
to seeing in two months,"” Odileida Sampaio, the
mayor of the Para state city of Altamira, was qdote
by the official Agencia Brasil news agency as sgyin
"It's a complicated situation that is affecting nigi
the poor and the business owners."

The rains also interrupted the transfer of ironfooen

the Carajas mine. Iron ore, the main ingredient in

steel, is shipped overseas from Sao Luis, the state
capital of Maranhao. The railway also transports

1,300 people per day. Vale is the world's second-
largest mining company and the planet's biggest iro

ore producer.

Brazilian President Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva flew
over the hardest-hit areas on Tuesday, deliveongd f
baskets to shelters and meeting with local offecial
Silva promised aid to repair infrastructure, while
voicing concerns that global climate change cowdd b
responsible for the unusually heavy rains and
destruction.

Floods and mudslides late last year in the southern
state of Santa Catarina killed more than 100 people
displaced 80,000 and set off a round of brutalihapt

in a devastated port city by people desperate for
drinking water and food.

More rain is expected in the north in coming weeks,
officials said.

California Fire Disaster: Fierce Winds
Rage On

Firefighters Attempt to Rein in Unrelenting Flam&siousands

Forced to Flee

A fierce wildfire raged through the hills near Sant
Barbara, Calif.,, on Thursday, forcing thousands of
residents to flee.

More than 2,300 firefighters are working to control
the fires.

Propelled by 50-mile-per-hour winds, at least 75
homes vanished in flames. The fires have scorched a
least 2,700 acres of the American Riviera.

"There were these walls of what looked like 300tfoo
high flames right in front of the house," one resid
told ABC News. "The embers were... right in fromt o
our front window. ...You could feel the heat.”

Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger, who declared a state of
emergency in Santa Barbara County on Wednesday
estimated that dozens of homes had been destreyed -
but no real figure exists because the thick smakk a
intense blaze have prevented an accurate tally.

More than 13,500 people have been evacuated so fal
many of them notified through the area's reverse 91
notification system, according to ABC affiliate
KABC.

The fires were fed by so-called "sundowner winds,"
which carried twice the usual amount of pressuer ov
the mountains and pushed flames into the populatec
canyons at gusts of 65 mph.

"The effect is like putting a bellows into the fifre
incident meteorologist Robert Balfour told ABC
News. "It's just pumping oxygen into it, causing th
fire to increase and move rapidly."

As the heat builds in the valleys, the late aftemo
winds dry the surrounding hills. Combined with
unseasonably hot temperatures, the weather ha
created a perfect storm for a raging wildfire.

Nearly 1,400 firefighters are trying to rein in the
flames, which show no sign of relenting. Firefigiste
worked tirelessly, saving hundreds of homes from
devastation.

"We really can't do any containment lines. It's too
dangerous,” Santa Barbara County fire Capt. David
Sadecki said, according to The Associated Press.
"We're doing some structure protection, but



firefighters can be in a safe location one minutd a
in a dangerous situation the next."

At least 10 firefighters have been injured, acaogdi
to The AP, including three Ventura County
firefighters whose engine was overtaken by flanges a
they tried to protect a structure.

"They experienced a sudden firestorm and the heat
radiation, which caused a lot of their burn injgtie
said Ventura County Fire Chief Bob Roper.

They were airlifted to a Los Angeles burn center,
where two were treated for moderate burns andrd thi
was treated for smoke inhalation, according to exent
spokesman Roy Forbes.

"The Sky Is Just Deep Orange’

The blaze bore down on the city at frightening spee
said Chad Jenson, a food server at Giovanni's Pizza

"The sky is just deep orange and black, pretty much
our whole hillside is going down," Jenson said.

Police have gone door to door telling people to get
out immediately. There are now close to 6,000 homes
under mandatory evacuation.

"They were doing a great job, and things can change
just in the snap of a finger, and ... all of a serdd
situation that looks like it's stabilized becomes
extremely dangerous," resident Andy Winchester told
"Good Morning America" today.

Residents left their homes dragging suitcases down
the street and scrambling to pack as many posssssio
as they could into their cars.

"You have to drop everything and get up here ass fas
as you can," said resident John Chavez. "They don't
give you much time to get off work and try to fight
the traffic and get all your stuff together."

"It's very much the luck of the draw," Winchester
said. "You hope your house survives, you hope every
house survives, but you know it is a challengehef t
conditions and the firefighters are out there daing
great job and, hopefully, it all works out."

Residents told KABC that the brush in the Santa
Barbara foothills hasn't burned in more than 40gea

"We haven't had a fire in this canyon since 19&4, s

we're due,” Kathleen Galbraith, a Santa Barbara
resident, said. "We always have everything at the
ready to load up all the animals, and we have a
sprinkler hooked up to the well to make sure weehav
it on the house, and then we leave."

Johnston Hit By Apparent Tornadoes

As many as a dozen homes across eastern Nortl
Carolina were damaged and three minor injuries were
reported from apparent tornadoes that touched dowr
shortly after 5 p.m. on Tuesday.

Two of the injuries were reported in Nash County,
and one in Wilson County. In Johnston County, at
least two homes sustained significant structural
damage, along with a building at Cattail Pond o6.N.
96 north of N.C. 42, WTSB radio reported.

Debbie and Ricky Davis were in their home on N.C.
96 North when the twister struck.

Ricky Davis said he had just enough time to yell at
his wife who was cooking and they both took shelter
in a closet. Within seconds, the home they hadeshar
for 16 years was destroyed.

"The roof is gone and there is glass everywhere," h
told WTSB. While in the closet, Mrs. Davis
remembered she had left the gas stove on, but he
husband said if they had emerged from the closet
while the tornado was tearing through their honeyth
would have been killed.

Tracy Hinton who lives nearby said, "It's soundest |
like a train, like everyone says."

The tornado narrowly avoiding hitting the Antioch
Fire Department, on N.C. 39 North, where a staging



area for emergency operations was established
Tuesday evening. Power crews arrived on the scene
quickly to begin the task of restoring electriditythe
affected areas.

Johnston County officials said the damage appeared
to stretch for about 6 miles. Fire departments and
Department of Transportation crews worked to clear
several roadways across the northern part of the
county that was blocked by fallen trees and debris.

The National Weather Service will announce later if
the damage was caused by a tornado, but for the
residents in the Antioch and Thanksgiving
communities, there is no doubt about what caused th
destruction.

Venezuelan capital jolted by 5.3

earthquake
May 4, 2009

CARACAS (Reuters) - An earthquake sent residents
running from their homes and shook buildings across
oil exporting Venezuela's densely populated coastal
region, including the capital Caracas, before dawn
Monday.

The quake was 5.3 magnitude, with the epicenter 25
miles south of Caracas and at a depth of 6.2 niles,
U.S. Geological Survey said.

The tremor was the second to hit Venezuela in tecen
weeks, unusual for OPEC member nation. Despite
early morning rain, many Caracas residents ran from
their homes as buildings shook at 5:40 a.m. EDT.

Venezuela's Civil Protection Authority said the keia
had caused alarm but there were no reports of damag
or casualties. State oil company PDVSA said its
installations were unaffected.

The tremor and three smaller aftershocks wereirfelt
several of Venezuela's most populated states ttose
the Caribbean coast and officials called for calm.

"Fortunately, we have not yet received any repofts
material or structural damage,” Interior Minister
Tareck El Aissami said on state television. "Resisle
who are in the street should return to their hofmes.

The earthquake hit an area that contains little of
Venezuela's oil operations and the government said
everything was running normally.

"We have reports of absolute normality from all
areas," Oil Minister Rafael Ramirez said on state
television.

Venezuela's seismological authorities measured the
tremor as 5.4 magnitude, with a 4.0 magnitude tremo
registered about 15 minutes after the first.

VOLCANOES

INDONESIA - Volcanologists at Mount RINJANI in

Lombok, West Nusa Tenggara Province closed the
mountain as eruptions intensified since Monday
(April 27). On Sunday, repeated explosion were thear
since 5.50 AM local time, but activities have been
escalating since Saturday (May 2) afternoon. The
Mining and Energy office of West Nusa Tenggara

Province reported a crater began to form at theeras
slope of the mountain. The eruptions had not causec
terrible impacts “but a small crater began to forim”
the eastern part of the mountainous area at Mount
Baru Jari. On Saturday (May 2) volcanic ash and
smoke eruption have reached to about 8.000 meters
The eruption is the latest major one recordedva fi
years. The last huge eruption was in 1994.

INDONESIA - Mount BARUJARI, a volcano in the
middle of the crater lake of Mount Rinjani on
Lombok Island, continued to emit volcanic ash and
smoke on Sunday. But the eruptions were relatively
smaller than those on Saturday. “The eruptions are
almost like firecrackers, but the volcano is safhée
volcano, sprayed hot ashes into the Segara Anak, th
Crater Lake contained within Mount Rinjani. The
lava did not pose a danger to people because it wa:
quite far from the nearest village in Senaru, Bayan
sub district, in North Lombok. The volcano last
erupted in September 2004.

ALASKA - Seismic activity at Mount Redoubt
increased over 24 hours on Sunday and a steam an
ash plume rising above the volcano increased ia siz
dramatically in the 9 o'clock hour Sunday nighteTh
activity "appears to be gaining intensity. Seismic
activity has increased markedly in the last 24 bour
showing stronger volcanic tremor and more frequent
rock fall events." Late Sunday night scientistsdsai
that an explosive eruption is now more likely ire th
next few days than it has been in the last few week
The alert level remains at orange. Redoubt has not
had an explosive eruption since April 4 when the
volcano created an ash fall along the Kenai Petansu
An eruption on March 28 forced the closure of Ted
Stevens Anchorage International Airport for abodit 2
hours. The first series of explosive events began
March 22 when Redoubt ended months of
anticipation with six powerful blasts. (photos)

INDONESIA - Besides Mt Baru Jari, several
volcanoes in Indonesia have shown an increase ir
activities recently. Mt Slamet in Central Java gpth
thick ash last week, covering the nearby regenaies
Tegal and Purbalingga. On April 24, Mt Anak
Krakatau, located in the Sunda Strait, also showed
increasing activity, with 237 small eruptions. This
started on April 15, with 156 small explosion aril 2
volcanic quakes. Earlier last month, Mt Kerincig th
highest mountain in Sumatra, also sprayed ash,
covering areas in the Kerinci regency of Jambi
province. Small eruptions continued throughout the
month. In March, Mt Semeru, which, at 3.676 meters



above sea level is the highest volcano in Java, als
showed increased activity with several small
explosions and tremors. Residents in regenciesdrou
the mountain, including Lumajang and Malang in
East Java, were told to be on alert.

Dukono, a volcano on the Indonesian island of
Halmahera, released a plume of ash and steam on
May 3. The plume continued a pattern of intermitten
activity in an ongoing eruption. Dukono is a comxple
volcano with multiple summit peaks and overlapping
craters. The volcano’s remote location makes report
of its activity rare, but it ranks among Indonesia’
most active volcanoes.

ALASKA - Get ready for another possible eruption

from Redoubt within the next few days as activity a

Mount Redoubt is again increasing. Late Tuesday,
seismic activity at Mount Redoubt intensified from

discrete, repeating events to continuous tremor.

HAWAII - The vog (volcanic smog) covering the
islands is the WORST IT HAS BEEN IN YEARS,

American Lung Association officials said. A

combination of light winds out of the south and the
eruptions at Kilauea Volcano created the situation.

DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF CONGO - The
volcanoes in the central African nation could beuwb

to erupt, threatening Goma, which has a populaifon
more than half a million people. Scientists found
evidence of intense volcanic activity — including
tremors, pools of lava and plumes of smoke — at two
volcanoes near a major city in eastern Congo, and
said some residents had fled for fear of an eraptio
The two volcanic peaks are Nyiragongo and
Nyamulagira. "The eruption could be tomorrow, or
the day after — or at any other time." The
Nyiragongo crater is only 11 miles (18 kilometers)
north of Lake Kivu, where Goma is located. 1.3
million people are threatened by the two volcanoes,
including the residents of Goma, the Vvillages
surrounding it and the inhabitants of Gisenyi, teda
across the Rwandan border. "The villagers livingrne
Nyiragongo have already left their villages afteey
saw the volcano shake today. They thought it was
already erupting." Nyiragongo is listed as oneld t
eight most dangerous volcanoes in the world and its
lava can flow at up to 24 miles (40 kilometers) per
hour.

TROPICAL STORMS
The death toll from tropical storm “Dante” (Kujira)
has risen to 21 while three remain missing in the

Philippines.

While tropical storm "Dante” moved away from
Philippine territory Monday, state weather foreeest
warned of a new possible weather disturbance. The
tropical cyclone may reach Philippine territory as
early as Wednesday. The cyclone, should it enter
Philippine territory, will be named "Emong."

PHILIPPINES - residents might have to brace for a
tropical storm that will enter Philippine territotiis
week on Wednesday or Thursday. It may make
landfall on Saturday. The Philippine Atmospheric
Geophysical and Astronomical Services
Administration (Pagasa) said the cyclone will be
named “Emong" once it enters the country. The
coming cyclone, which is considered a tropical rstor
[Chan-Hom] , packs winds of 64 to 117 kph.

Tropical Storm Kujira will move away from the
Philippines as it treks northeastward into the fRaci
Showers and thunderstorms will persist across the
Philippines.

PHILIPPINES - The government on Wednesday
beefed up precautionary measures against the pmssib
onslaught of tropical storm "Emong" (Chan-Hom),
which was expected to enter the Philippine teryitor
this morning. Tropical storm Emong will likely hit
northern Luzon, Central Luzon, and the National
Capital Region. It is expected to bring heavy rains
that might trigger landslides and flashfloods.

Chan-hom - At least 22 people were killed and
thousands displaced overnight as Typhoon Chan-hon
raked the northern Philippines.

EXTREME HEAT / WILDFIRES /
DROUGHT / CLIMATE CHANGE

CALIFORNIA - Thousands of people are told to
leave their homes near Santa Barbara as a wildfire
prompts a state of emergency. The rapidly moving
blaze has burned more than 500 acres. TV pictures
show flames destroying several large hillside
properties in the exclusive region. At least 20
structures have been destroyed and some 2,000 home
are threatened. The blaze has been fanned by
RECORD TEMPERATURES and strong winds of up
to 50mph (80km/h). "We are having very extreme
weather." Weather forecasters are warning of more
strong winds and it may take several days to hiteg
blaze under control.



BRAZIL - Southern Brazil has been hit by its
WORST DROUGHT IN 80 YEARS, leading
authorities to declare a state of emergency in some
areas, while the usually arid northeast of the tgun

is suffering from floods.

AUSTRALIA - Perth is on the way to breaking a
NEW RECORD WITH THE WARMEST RUN OF
MAY DAYS EVER. Today is likely to mark the
eighth successive day of temperatures 25C plushwhic
equals the previous record. Currently the record fo
days over 25C stands at 11 days recorded between
May 1 and May 11 set in 1962. In addition to reeord
breaking warm May days, Perth is on its way to a
RECORD DRY SPELL. Perth has now experienced
the most late-April to May days without rain since
2000. It has been 15 days since Perth has recaiwed
rain with the last falls recorded on April 23, whest
0.2mm fell. Meanwhile, Bunbury is also experiencing
RECORD BREAKING WEATHER CONDITIONS.
The town has not had a single drop of rain since
March 26, surpassing the 41-day autumn record dry
spell set in 1950. "Whilst we have had higher than
normal daytime temperatures we have had cooler than
usual nights. The average to date is 9.2C while the
normal minimum for this time in May is 10.8C."

CALIFORNIA - winds will continue to gust to near
60 mph through today in Santa Barbara. For the
second day in a row, their high temperatures rehche
triple digits... 101! That TIES THEIR ALL-TIME
HIGHEST TEMPERATURE RECORD FOR THE
MONTH OF MAY. The heat is totally caused by the
wind... Ventura, 30 miles south of Santa Barbara,
warmed to only 80. Winds were fairly light in
Ventura. That's an extreme example of a
microclimate! As the northerly winds descend from
the 4000' Santa Ynez Mountains immediately north of
Santa Barbara, the air is forced to compress. In
physics, that's a warming action... the stronger th
wind, the more intense the compression, the more
dramatic the heating. Think about a bicycle pump...
when you pump it, you are compressing air in the
chamber, then out the tube into your tire. Feel the
chamber after you've been pumping a while... ithea
up! The same thing happens in the North State when
the north winds blow, as the air descends from the
Siskiyou mountains.

Santa Barbara fire signals 'horrific' season ahead
officials warned of another bad fire year as Catifa
struggles through its fourth year of drought. The
springtime wildfire that threatened thousands of
homes in Santa Barbara may be unseasonal - but ha
become the norm. "Every year now is a horrific fire
season. It's definitely scary. You can see howyearl
the fires started. Climate change is definitelyaetdr
here. We're living in a warmer, drier California, a
more crowded California and the cost of fighting$i

is going up - and it's year-round." 20 percent of
residents now live within fire-prone areas, witte th
remaining 80 percent shouldering firefighting costs
that last year exceeded $1 billion.

Climate change is likely to raise more than just th
world's temperature - changing conditions in the
Western U.S. leading to more and more severe
wildfires will raise insurance rates too. A spate o
California wildfires has led officials to declarbat

the state's fire season now lasts all 365 daydef t
year. Although it is too early to know how this
extended fire season will affect homeowner and
property insurance, it is likely that in the future
insurance premiums - in California and other arid
Western states - are going to become more costtly, a
policies more difficult to come by. A 2006 study
found that since 1986, the number of major wildfire
has increased by 400 percent, and the amount df lan
these fires burned increased by 600 percent,
compared to the period from 1970 to 1986. The
change has come about mainly because summers hav
gotten longer, hotter and drier. "The transitiors ha
been marked by a shift toward unusually warm
springs, longer summer dry seasons, drier vegetatio
and longer fire seasons." Insurance companies
recognized early on - as early as the mid-1970s, in
some cases - the dangers posed by climate change
Their concern has grown more acute in recent years.

MYSTERY BOOMS / SKYQUAKES-

CALIFORNIA - 5/5/09 - Something went boom in

the night Tuesday, but no one seems to know what it
was. The boom seemed especially powerful along the
coast, where residents reported windows, doors anc
houses shaking at about 10 minutes before 8 p.m.
There was speculation that the sound and
accompanying sensation came from a supersonic jet



officials with the Federal Aviation Administration
and the U.S. Geological Survey said Wednesday.

Alleged Victims and Advocates Say Sex Abuse Common,

Engelman's is among a handful of publicized ca$es o
alleged abuse within the insular Orthodox Jewish
community. But alleged victims and their advocates
say it is far from an isolated instance.

The Brooklyn district attorney's office, which last
month announced a hotline for alleged Orthodox sex
abuse victims, says it has 19 active cases ofealleg
sex abuse in the borough's Orthodox Jewish
community. And advocates say the problem extends
beyond Brooklyn.

"If you're a pedophile, just go to one of the odbr
communities. You're probably safest there," saiNe
York State Assemblyman Dov Hikind, himself an
Orthodox Jew. "It's sad for me to say that, bt it'
true."

Assemblyman 'Inundated’” With Calls from
Alleged Sex Abuse Victims

When Hikind broached the subject of sexual abuse on
his weekly radio show last year, he said he was
"inundated” with calls from alleged victims frometh
United States, Israel and parts of Europe.

ABC News has spoken to Orthodox Jews who claim
they were victims of abusers in New York, Baltimore
and lllinois, who shared stories of alleged molésia
followed by what they described as hostility from
community leaders when they sought help.

not come forward publicly, claims he was abused by
the rabbi as a child.

"A lot was attempted, a lot was tried" to remove
Reichman from the school, he said.

Lawyer: Abuse Claims Not True

A lawyer for Reichman, Jacob Laufer, said the rabbi

Rabbi David Niederman, the head of the United
Jewish Organization of Williamsburg, said claims of
widespread abuse in the Orthodox community are
"nonsense."

"Are there cases where people don’t abide by the
law? Yes, no question. We are all human. As humans,
we have temptations of various sorts. No community
is immune to that," he said.

"But we would not and don't tolerate any type of
criminality. If a person abuses your child todag, h
will abuse my child tomorrow or my grandchild. We
take that very seriously,”" he said. "We put our
children first. Nobody in his right mind will tryot
protect somebody who committed a crime. It willntur
against you."

Though Hikind and some rabbis have recently been

Tamir Weissberg says he was abused by three

The person he accuses of molesting him was
convicted in 2006 of unrelated charges of trying to

contact a child over the Internet for sex. He was
sentenced to 262 months in prison.

When he was a student in the Midwest, Weissberg
says a school administrator allowed him to make
phone calls from the administrator's room. One day,
Weissberg says, the administrator showed him a
pornographic magazine and asked Weissberg to
masturbate in front of him.

Similar instances continued for several months,
Weissberg says, until he tape recorded the man
offering him money to masturbate in front of him.

When he took the tape to the head of the yeshiva, "
said 'If | hear a word of this from anyone | willake
your life miserable." And he took the tape away,"
Weissberg claims.

The administrator and the school's head rabbi did
not return repeated calls for comment.

Weissberg, now 27, says he left school at 15 and
returned to Baltimore feeling isolated and deprésse
He says his parents were heartened when a family
friend began spending time with him.

Weissberg says the friend, a lawyer, invited
Weissberg to his apartment to watch a movie. After
watching "Fargo,” the lawyer suggested watching
another movie, and put on a porn film, Weissberg
says. "l started screaming, | freaked out," he.said

Weissberg says when he told his rabbi what had
happened, the rabbi said he would look into it, but
later responded that the lawyer had denied the
allegations.

"He was someone | respect and a man of God. For mge
to have to sit there and tell him that, to no guaivas

a big slap in the face,” he said. "I was ignored
completely.”

He says eventually the lawyer was asked to take a |

detector test and, when he admitted what had
happened, he was asked to leave the Baltimore
Orthodox community. No criminal charges were ever
filed.

The rabbi, Moshe Heinemann, said he did not recall
the lawyer admitting what had happened or asking
him to leave the community. He declined to discuss
the allegations further. Several other Baltimorgbia
declined to discuss the issue of sexual abuse.



"It was really shoved under the rug and ignored. I
resentful for all that," Weissberg said. "It's sdinieg
that people always think it's not going to happen t
my kid. We don't want to hear about it.

"Unfortunately, we live in a society where there ar

America: A nation of religious drifters

WASHINGTON - The U.S. is a nation of religious
drifters, with about half of adults restlessly sshing
faith affiliation at least once during their lives,new
survey has found.

And the reasons behind all the swapping depend
greatly on whether one grows up kneeling at Roman
Catholic Mass, praying in a Protestant pew or
occupied with nonreligious pursuits, according to a
report issued Monday by the Pew Forum on Religion
and Public Life.

While Catholics are more likely to leave the church
because they stopped believing its teachings, many
Protestants are driven to trade one Protestan
denomination or affiliation for another because of
changed life circumstances, the survey found.

The ranks of those unaffiliated with any religion,
meanwhile, are growing not so much because of a
lack of religious belief but because of disenchaartn
with religious leaders and institutions.

The report estimates that between 47 percent and 5
percent of U.S. adults have changed affiliatioleast
once. Most described just gradually drifting away
from their childhood faith.

"This shows a sort of religion a la carte and how
pervasive it is,"” said D. Michael Lindsay, a Rice
University sociologist of religion. "In some wayss

an indictment of organized Christianity. It suggest
there's a big open door for newcomers, but a wide
back door where people are leaving."

The report, "Faith in Flux: Changes in Religious
Affiliation in the U.S.," sought to answer quesson

about widespread religion-changing identified in a
2007 Pew survey of 35,000 Americans.

The new report, based on re-interviews with more
than 2,800 people from the original survey, focuses
on religious populations that showed a lot of

movement: ex-Catholics, ex-Protestants, Protestants
who've swapped denominational families within

Protestantism and people raised unaffiliated whe no

belong to a faith.

The 2007 survey estimated that 44 percent of U.S.
adults had left their childhood religious affiliation.

But the re-interviews found the extent of religion-
swapping is likely much greater. The new survey
revealed that one in six Americans who belong to
their childhood faith are "reverts" _ people whét le
the faith, only to return later.

Roughly two-thirds of those raised Catholic or
Protestant who now claim no religious affiliatiosys
they have changed faiths at least twice. Thirty-two
percent of unaffiliated ex-Protestants said they've
changed three times or more.

Age is another factor. Most people who left their
childhood faith did so before turning 24, and a
majority joined their current religion before 36.



"If people want to see a truly free market at work,
they really should look at the U.S. religious
marketplace,” said Luis Lugo, director of the Pew
Forum on Religion and Public Life.
Sixteen percent of U.S. adults identified as
unaffiliated in the 2007 survey; 7 percent of
Americans described being raised unaffiliated,
suggesting that many Americans end up leaving their
religion for none.

About half of those who have become unaffiliated
cited a belief that religious people are hypocaitic
judgmental or insincere. Large numbers said they
think religious organizations focus too much ores,l

or that religious leaders are too focused on mamely
power.

John Green, a University of Akron political scieti
and a senior fellow with the Pew Forum, classified
most unaffiliated as "dissatisfied consumers.” Ohly
percent identify as atheist or agnostic, and omre-th
say they just haven't found the right religion.

"A lot of the unaffiliated seem to be OK with rabg

in the abstract,” Green said. "It's just the religthey
were involved in bothered them or they disagreed
with it."

The unaffiliated category is not just a destinatilv's
also a departure point: a slight majority of those
raised unaffiliated eventually join a faith tradii

Those who do cite several reasons: attraction of
religious services and worship (74 percent), feglin
unfulfilled spiritually (51 percent) or feeling ¢adl by
God (55 percent).

The survey found that Catholicism has suffered the
greatest net loss in all the religion switching.aNg

six in ten former Catholics who are now unaffilcte
say they left Catholicism due to dissatisfactiorihwi
Catholic teachings on abortion and homosexuality.
About half cited concerns about Catholic teachimgs
birth control and roughly four in ten named
unhappiness with Catholicism's treatment of women.

Converts to evangelicalism were more likely to cite
their belief that Catholicism didn't take the Bible
literally enough, while mainline Protestants foalise
more on the treatment of women.

Fewer than three in 10 former Catholics cited the

clergy sexual abuse scandal as a factor - a finithatg
Washington Archbishop Donald Wuerl cited as an
example of the faith's resilience.

"Catholics can separate the sins and human faibhgs
individuals from the substance of the faith," Wuerl
said in a statement.

Wuerl noted a finding that getting teenagers to
weekly Mass greatly improves their chances of
staying in the fold; the same holds true for Priatets
teens attending services.

The survey found that 15 percent of Americans were
raised as Protestants but now belong to a different
Protestant tradition than their upbringing. Neddyr

in 10 cited a move to a new community, while one-

third said they married someone from a different

background.

Furthermore, it's a call for those outside the chup
envision a church that is not a static institution.

For the people in the church, the campaign aims to
help them reassess what it means to be people of
faith, Hollon added, and to help congregants to see
their church in a broader way — beyond worship on

Sundays.

"What if church wasn't just a building, but thoudan

of doors? Each of them opening up to a different
concept or experience of church — and a journely tha
could change our world. Would you come?" the
campaign website states.

The multimillion-dollar campaign was approved by

the 2008 General Conference the church's
governing body.

The denomination stresses that "Rethink Church” is
not a call to find new theology but rather a "dall
refocus our ecclesiology” and "to see church inag w
that is more aligned to Scripture, and to be more
faithful to the tradition of John Wesley who bekev
the world was his parish."

More than 40 United Methodist bishops from around
the world will launch the Rethink Church campaign
on May 5 in Washington, D.C. The following day,
more than 100 United Methodists will perform
random acts of kindness on the streets of New York.

The bathing ceremony is a reflection of the legend
that says when the Buddha was born, he was washed
by fragrant rain that sprang forth from the mouttao
dragon. This is the reason why his birthday is also
known as the Buddha's Ablution Festival .

The water used for performing the bathing ceremony
is scented with perfume and is called Fragrant Wate

The ceremony is usually performed within a temple
or on hallowed ground in the open.

The abbot of the temple makes the first incense
offering and chants a sutra. Then the rest of the
monks offer their incense and sing the Ablution
Hymn.

The monks then pour small ladleful of Fragrant Wate
on the Buddha's image. Afterward, the Buddha's
image is rinsed with clean water.

The whole process is accompanied by the singing of
the Ablution Hymn. At the end of the ceremony,
participants and devotees will use some of the wate
that has been used to bathe the Buddha's image to
sprinkle on their own heads.

The ceremony is performed to commemorate the
Buddha's Birthday, show him respect, and to pray fo
a good life. In Korea the birthday of Buddha is
celebrated according to the Lunisolar calendar.

This day is called Seokga tansinil, meaning "thg da
of Buddha's birthday" or Bucheonim osin nal
meaning "the day when Buddha arrived." Lotus

lanterns cover the entire temple throughout thetmon
which is often flooded down the street. On the day
Buddha's birth, many temples provide free meals and
tea to all visitors. The breakfast and lunch predid
are often sanchae bibimbap.

‘Honor killing' claims life of singing star
Attack perceived as threat to lives of other fenpdegormers

Another name and photograph has been added to a
online gallery that honors victims of Islamic "hono
killings:" popular Pakistani poet and singer Ayman
Udas.

Blogger Pamela Geller at Atlas Shrugs has assemble

family.

According to a new report from Radio Free
Europe/Radio Liberty, Udas was a female vocalist in
Peshawar, Pakistan, in the nation's Northwest nont
Province, who was shot to death.

The report said musicians and dancers in the regior
now are terrified because of the death, which came
allegedly as a result of the increasing Taliban
influence in the region.

Some officials said her death was the result of the
actions of Islamic militants, but the Radio Liberty

report said her husband told reporters his wife was
kiled — allegedly by her brothers — for breaking

family tradition.

Udas, in her 30s and the mother of two, recentty ha

divorced and remarried. The report said her brether

Alamgir and Ismail, disapproved of her divorce, her
remarriage and her artistic career.

Her death "is absolutely unacceptable,” Ahmad Ali
Adil told Radio Liberty. Adil, who is with the
University of Peshawar, called the death "a muader



humanity."

He said other female performers will face similar
attacks unless something changes.

Such "honor killings" keep alive an ancient tramtiti

in which Islamic men kill women in their families t
"save" the family's reputation. Udas' death toacel
April 27 at the family's home while her husband was
out of the home.

Adil called police but no arrests were made, Radio
Liberty said.

At JihadWatch.org, the attack was reported to have
happened "either for engaging in the un-Islamic
practice of pursuing a singing career, or for enygg

in the un-Islamic practice of divorcing and
remarrying."

At the Stop Honor Killings website, a report noted
that just months ago, a dancer's body had beemleft
the center of Mingora, not far from where Udas grew
up. The dancer had been shot, and a note leftttéth
body warned against "un-Islamic voices."

PAKISTAN: TALIBAN-INSPIRED
ATTACKS HIT CHRISTIANS

Armed militants fire into crowd, seriously injurinibree; jizye
tax imposed in Orakzai.

ISTANBUL, April 27 (Compass Direct News) — As
Taliban control hits pockets of Pakistan and treeat
the nation’s stability, Christians worry their pmge
could be the next to fall under Islamic law.

Violence on Tuesday night and Wednesday (April 21-
22) near the port city of Karachi — some 1,000
kilometers (nearly 700 miles) from the Swat Valley,
where the government officially allowed the Taliban
to establish Islamic law this month — heighteneatse
Christians in Taiser town, near Karachi, noticed on
the walls of their church graffiti that read, “Lohg/e

the Taliban” and calls for Christians to either vert

to Islam or pay the jizye, a poll tax under sharia
(Islamic law) paid by non-Muslims for protection if
they decline to convert.

As members of the congregation erased the graffiti,
armed men intervened to stop them. Soon 30-40
others arrived as support and began to fire
indiscriminately at the crowd, leaving several nejil
Among those seriously injured were three Christians
including a child, according to a report by advgcac
group Minorities Concern of Pakistan: Emrah Masih,
35, Qudoos Masih, 30, and Irfan Masih, 11. A
Pashtun named Rozi Khan was also among the
injured.

at the scene and recovered an arms cache of semi-

automatic pistols and a Kalashnikov assault rifle.

The Taliban is an insurgent movement of primarily
Pashtun Islamists ousted from power in Afghanistan
in 2001. Pakistani media portrayed the Karachi

Local officials are worried that the Taliban is nrak
inroads into Karachi, the financial center of Ptdas
in the same way it did within the Swat Valley ireth
NWFP.

In mid-February Pakistan’s fertile Swat Valley tedn
into a Taliban stronghold ruled by sharia under a
“peace agreement,” but instead of honoring the

Pashtuns that escalated into a gunfire exchange and accord with an end to bombings and other violence,

that Christians committed arson attacks. The Daily
Times claimed that the Christians protested the
graffiti by setting ablaze some shops, including
roadside stalls and pushcarts.

But a legal advocacy worker told Compass that polic
scattered the Christians when they began their
protests and stood by as a Taliban-assembled mob
attacked them.

“The Christians do not have guns, they do not have
weapons, but only a little bit of property and fthev
things in their houses,” said Sohail Johnson, chief
coordinator of Sharing Life Ministry Pakistan. “Tyhe
are poor and have no courage to fight them. How can
Christians, who lived like animals here, stand agjai
them?”

Johnson said that local Christians, terrified over
recent Talibanization campaigns, may not pursue
legal action against the arrested men, althougla Asi
News reported that Qudoos Masih filed an initial
report at the Sarjani town police station. The
Christians fear inciting violence by taking a stand
against elements connected with the Taliban, Johnso
said.

Eyewitnesses to the attacks against Christians in
Karachi said they were religiously motivated. A
representative of the Muttahida Quami Movement
(MQM) regional party told Compass that after firing
on the crowd, the Taliban went through Christian
houses, ransacked them and burned one down. He
said they also burned Bibles and beat women on the
street. Reports of two execution-style killings of
Christians could not be verified.

Karachi police and administration reportedly claime
that the Karachi attack came not from the Talibanh b
from Pashtuns who resettled in the area from the
North West Frontier Province (NWFP). The MQM,
however, has long suspected Taliban presence in
Karachi.

They are
frequently marginalized, particularly in the sharia
influenced justice system that gives precedence to
Muslims.

The cull has been criticised by international agenc
such as the World Health Organisation and the Food
and Agriculture Organisation, who say that despite
the name there is no possibility of pigs passinghen
disease.

The Egyptian authorities have admitted since ongeri
the slaughter last week that it was mainly a pitefiax
carrying out a reorganization of the country's pig
farms, which are used to supply the country's Copti
Christians, ten per cent of the population.

They say they want to move pigs out of small and
unhygienic premises in cities into modern, clegngr
farms elsewhere.

One example they give is of the rubbish collectors
who also keep pigs to feed off the refuse in the
Manshiyet Nasr slum area, the scene of Sunday's
fighting.

Teacher's rant on Christians draws court

rebuke

Rules harsh criticism of student violated Estalsfisht Clause

In what apparently is a first-of-its-kind decisioa,
federal court has ruled that a California teacher
violated the rights of a student by making fun of
Christianity.

Teacher James Corbett of Capistrano Valley High
School in Mission Viejo already had a reputation fo
dissing the faithful when Chad Farnan began taking
an Advanced Placement European history class from
him two years ago.

In his class and in front of Farnan, Corbett czed
creationism as "religious, superstitious nonsemasel’
now he's been brought up short by a federal court
ruling that determined his statements violated the
First Amendment's Establishment Clause.

That prevents Christian teachers from proselytizing
during class time, and now apparently prevents
agnostic or atheist teachers from condemning tile fa
during class time.

"We hope that the impact of this will be that tearsh
will begin to consider whether their comments
express disapproval toward religion or hostility
toward religion,"” Jennifer Monk, a lawyer who
represented Farnan, told WND.

Monk is with Advocates for Faith and Freedom, a
national non-profit legal organization whose aintas
protect religious liberty in the courts.

"Corbett stepped over the Iline of what is
constitutionally permissible,” said Robert Tylehet
general counsel for the Advocates. "This opinion is
constitutionally unique because the Establishment
Clause is usually used against religion under thseg

of the so-called 'separation of church and stais,
this case shows that the Establishment Clause

prevents hostility towards religion and is a prangs
step towards protecting every students' constitatio
rights."

WND reported earlier when the case over the
teacher's classroom ranting against the Southgcbhur
Republicans, Christians, conservatives and Rush
Limbaugh erupted.

The law firm said the court decided to allow maify o
Corbett's comments, including his statement, "When
you put on your Jesus glasses, you can't seeuthgtr

The case alleged Corbett "spends an extended perio
of time at the beginning of each class discussing
topics that are not only irrelevant to history lalgo
inflammatory and often altogether inappropriate for
high school students."”

It alleged that Corbett's diatribes caused "stuzlémt
hold religious beliefs to feel like second-class
citizens."

Among the statements made by the teacher:

What part of the country has the highest murdex?rat
The South. What part of the country has the highest
rape rate? The South. What part of the countrythas
highest ... church attendance? The South. Oh, wait &
minute. You mean there is not a correlation between
these things ...

U.S. District Court Judge James Selna reviewed
Corbett's statement, and concluded, "The courtatann
discern a legitimate secular purpose in this statém
even when considered in context."

The Farnan family, in a statement, said, 'We aoeighr
of Chad’s courageous stand. We are thrilled with th
judge’s ruling. It is a vindication of his constianal
rights."”

Remaining to be determined in the case are fees and
damages, which Farnan sought in his lawsuit. Monk
said those will be determined at a future hearasy,
well as whether there should be a court order
preventing Corbett from making similar hostile
remarks in the future.

The judge said the ruling was based on a federat co
case from 1971 that established three variabless do
the statement have a secular purpose, does itdnelp
hurt religion and does it generate "excessive
government entanglement” in religion.

The judge found the school district, which paid to
defend Corbett, would not be liable for Corbett's
classroom conduct.

SOMALIA: KENYAN PASTOR BEATEN
AT SOMALILAND BORDER

Immigration officials threaten to kill convert frolslam unless



he renounces faith.

NAIROBI, Kenya, May 8 (Compass Direct News) —
A pastor trying to visit Somalia’s autonomous, self
declared state of Somaliland earlier this year
discovered just how hostile the separatist regiam c
be to Christians.

A convert from Islam, Abdi Welli Ahmed is an East
Africa Pentecostal Church pastor from Kenya who in
February tried to visit and encourage Christiams, a
invisibly tiny minority, in the religiously intolemt
region of Somaliland.

Born and raised in Kenya’'s northern town of Garissa
Ahmed first traveled to Addis Ababa, the capital of
neighboring Ethiopia. When he arrived by car at the
border crossing of Wajaale on Feb. 19 with all lega
travel documents, his Bible and other Christian
literature landed him in unexpected trouble with
Somaliland immigration officials.

“I was beaten up for being in possession of Clasti
materials,” Ahmed told Compass. “They threatened to
kill me if I did not renounce my faith, but | refes to
their face. They were inhuman.”

Ahmed said the chief border official in Wajaale,
whom he could identify only by his surname of Jama,
took charge of most of the torturing. Ahmed saigirth
threats were heart-numbing as they struggled to
subdue him, with Jama and others saying they had
killed two Somali Christians and would do the same
to him.

His pleas that he was a Kenyan whose faith was
respected in his home country, he said, fell orf dea
ears.

“l was abused, and they also abused my faith as the
religion for pagans, which they said is unaccegtabl
their region,” he said. “I told them that | am Kemy
born and brought up in Kenya, and my Christiarhfait

is respected and recognized in Garissa.”

Jama ordered Ahmed’s incarceration, and he was
locked up in an immigration cell for nine hours.eTh
officials took from his bag three CDs containing hi
personal credentials and Christian educational
literature. They also took his English Bible, two
Christian books and US$400, he said.

Ahmed said he was released with the aid of an
unnamed Ethiopian friend.

“They warned me to never dare step into or think of
going to Somaliland again,” said Ahmed, who
doubles as a relief and development worker.

On March 22 he sent letters of complaint to
Ethiopian, Kenyan and even presumably less-than-
sympathetic Somaliland officials; none has shown
any signs of pursuing justice, he said.

Compass e-mailed a copy of the letter to Alexander
O. Oxiolo, head of consular affairs at Ethiopia’s
Foreign Affairs ministry, who subsequently denied
receiving it. When Compass printed the letter and
took a hard copy to him, Oxiolo said he could ndt a
on it because the complainant had not signed it.

He also questioned whether Ahmed was a Christian
because of his Muslim name, apparently expecting
him to have changed it after conversion.

Ahmed converted to Christianity in 1990. Soon after
he was baptized in 1995, Ahmed came under threalt
from Muslims and fled to Niger in 1996, where he
married. He and his wife returned to Kenya in 2000,
Ahmed said, and since then he has received a stead
stream of threats from Muslims in Garissa. On saver
occasions he has been forced to leave Garissa fo
months at a time, he said, waiting for tensionsatol.

Ahmed was ordained in 2004.
